It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

Section 2-517 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes the procedure for
Departments to submit to the City Manager reports showing stocks of all supplies which
are no longer used or which have become obsolete, worn out or scrapped. The City
Manager may transfer surplus to other using agencies.

Section 2-511 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes procedures for
the sale of public property which has become obsolete and unusable when the estimated
value exceeds $1,000.00

ISSUES:
The Police Department has declared the vehicles described below as surplus property:

1997 Ford Crown Victoria, VIN NO. 2FALP71W5VX162340. The current
mileage of the vehicle is 89,560 miles. This vehicle was replaced by a new
vehicle because of its condition and high mileage as a Police vehicle must be
reliable for response.

2000 Ford Crown Victoria, VIN NO. 2FAFP71W4YX135213. The current
mileage of the vehicle is 133,730 miles. This vehicle was replaced by a new
vehicle because of its condition and high mileage as a Police vehicle must be
reliable for response.

The Safety Services Department has declared the vehicle described below as surplus
property:

1996 Ford Taurus, VIN NO. 1FALP52U9TA258186. the current mileage reading
was 54,600 miles. This vehicle has had the transmission replaced twice and the
transmission is still slipping.

None of these vehicles are suitable to transfer to another City Department and the
estimated sale value is projected to be below $1,000.00. Therefore, Staff has determined



declaring the vehicles as surplus and transporting them to Tampa Machinery Auction in
Tampa to sell for the best price is most effective.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. The Commission may approve the declaration of these items as surplus and
transport the vehicles to Tampa Machinery Auction to sell for the best price.

2. The Commission may approve the declaration of these items as surplus and
advertise for sealed bids in anticipation the purchase value may exceed $1,000.00.

3. The Commission may direct staff to commit the resources necessary to repair the
vehicles and retain them in stock

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff respectfully recommends that these vehicles be declared as surplus and transported
to Tampa Machinery Auction to sell for the best price.

BACKGROUND:

On April 25, 2006 The City Commission approved staff recommendation to award bids
and authorize preparation of contracts to the apparent low bidders for the Wastewater
Collection System Rehabilitation Program. The work is divided into two groups:
Contract A which includes video inspection, chemical grouting and manhole
rehabilitation; and Contract B which includes manhole to manhole lining.

ISSUES:

Bidders signed the Agreement and submitted the contract security, insurance certificates
and other documents required by the contract documents. All documents submitted were
determined to be in conformance after a review by D.E.P., our engineering consultants
and City staff, and are now ready for execution by the City. Attached is a copy of only
the Agreement portion of the contract documents for these projects, which are available
in full for further inspection in the City Engineer’s office.

ALTERNATIVES:
1) Approve and authorize the execution on the attached construction agreements.
2) Do not approve the agreements and direct other action.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Commission approve and authorize the Mayor’s signature
on the contracts for Bid # 06-03 as follows:

Contract A - Southeast Pipe Survey, Inc. in the amount of $2,773,203.40

Contract B - Miller Pipeline Corporation in the amount of $612,610.00.
