BACKGROUND:

On June 21%, the City was notified by Severn-Trent, the contracted operators of the waste
water treatment plant, that the gearbox assembly of the mixer on the anoxic tank was
malfunctioning and could fail at any time. The options were to authorize them to
purchase the item and bill the City for the acquisition, or to purchase the same directly,
saving their administrative fee.

ISSUES:

As this gearbox is a component of the tank’s mixer equipment and therefore needed to be
replaced by a comparable unit from the original manufacturer, it was deemed as a sole
source purchase.

Due to the prospect of eminent failure, I authorized an emergency, expedited delivery
purchase from the manufacturer, Chemineer, Inc. As a refurbished unit was 80% of the
cost of a new unit, a new gear drive assembly was acquired. Also, as regular delivery is 3
to 4 weeks, expedited delivery was included, getting immediate shipping of the unit.

Once the unit is replaced, it will be returned to the manufacturer to see if it is rebuildable
and will qualify for a 20% credit against the purchase price.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is requested that the City Commission ratify the emergency, sole source purchase of the
gear drive assembly from Chemineer, Inc. as outlined on the attached quote (#11475
dated 06/21/06) in the amount of $12,584.00 plus shipping @ $800 and expedited
delivery (10%) @ $1,258.40 for a total purchase price of $14,642.40

Maintenance budget.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As you know, the City has retained the services of D.A. Davidson as financial and
development consultants to assist staff in formulating developer agreements with new
residential and commercial development projects in order to meet state concurrency

requirements and to insure that appropriate infrastructure is in place to serve the new
developments.

ISSUES:

The need to obtain the services of D.A. Davidson and other consultants is driven directly by
the significant increase in annexation and development within the City limits and the
surrounding utility service area. Consequently, it is appropriate to recoup the costs for these

services from the new growth.

ORDINANCE 2006-0932

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DADE
CITY, FLORIDA CREATING AND ESTABLISHING A PROFESSIONAL AND
CONSULTANT SERVICES FEE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT AND
INCLUSION IN THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City finds and determines that in order to best plan
for future land development, strategic meetings and pre-development conferences with
developers are necessary; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City finds and determines that in order to provide
comprehensive and effective guidance to the City, professional and consultant services
are necessary; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City finds and determines that professional and
consultant service fees can cause a significant financial impact to the City and are not
currently covered under the City’s zoning and development fee schedule; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City finds and determines that in order to defray
such costs to the City, it is necessary to institute a Professional and Consultant Service
Fee to be imposed on property owners and/or developers with proposed projects requiring
such services;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION
OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Sectionl.  The Professional and Consultant Service Fee Ordinance is hereby
created as follows:

Consultant/Professional Services Fee.

In the event that the City incurs costs for professional and/or consultant services related
to a proposed development which are over and above the fees routinely charged as part of
the zoning and/or development fee schedule, the City may charge such property owner
and/or developer fees sufficient to recover costs incurred by City. Such professional and
consultant services include, but are not limited to, services performed by engineers,
planners, attorneys, financial consultants, and architects. Unless otherwise agreed to by
the City, payment of such fees shall be repaid prior to construction plan or platting
approval, whichever occurs first after the date of adoption of this Ordinance.

Section2.  All ordinances or resolutions in conflict with the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.



Section 3. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passing.

Section4.  The provisions of this Ordinance are intended to be incorporated
into the Land Development Code of the City of Dade City, Florida, and the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered, re-lettered, and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” or such other word or phrase in order to accomplish such
intention.

Section 5. If any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Ordinance is held
to be invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding
shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portion of this Ordinance.

As you know, I represent the Board of Trustees of your City of Dade City Police
Officers' Pension Fund. As directed by the Board of Trustees, I am enclosing a
proposed ordinance which is recommended for adoption by the City Commission.
The ordinance includes a number of changes resulting from recent amendments to
the Internal Revenue Code which apply to tax qualified pension plans such as ours:

1. Section 10, Optional Forms of Benefits, has been amended to reflect
revised IRS limitations on the calculation and payment of the Joint and
Survivor benefit option.

2. Section 16, Distribution of Benefits, has been amended to incorporate
changes to the minimum distribution requirements of Internal Revenue
Code Section 401 (a)(9). These changes are based upon model language
supplied by the IRS for inclusion in tax-qualified pension plans.

3. Various sections of the plan have also been amended to eliminate any
mandatory cash distributions in excess of one-thousand dollars. These
changes are proposed to eliminate the effects of a new Internal Revenue
Code (401 (a)(31)(B)) provision that would require the Board of Trustees
to establish an IRA for any member or former member who is due an
involuntary distribution and who fails to elect, in writing, to receive
either a cash distribution or a rollover of the amount to be distributed.

By copy of this letter to the Board's actuary, Foster & Foster, Inc., I am
requesting that they provide you with a letter confirming that there is no cost

associated with the adoption of this ordinance.

have determined that its adoption will have no impact on the assumptions used in
determining the funding requirements of the program.

ORDINANCE NO. 2006-0936

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, AMENDING
THE CITY OF DADE CITY POLICE OFFICERS’ PENSION FUND
AS ADOPTED PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE NO. 2003-0821;
AMENDING SECTION 1, DEFINITIONS; AMENDING SECTION
10, OPTIONAL FORMS OF BENEFITS; AMENDING SECTION
16, DISTRIBUTION OF BENEFITS; AMENDING SECTION 24,
DIRECT TRANSFERS OF ELIGIBLE ROLLOVER
DISTRIBUTIONS; AMENDING SECTION 28, DEFERRED
RETIREMENT OPTION PLAN; PROVIDING FOR
CODIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY OF
PROVISIONS; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT
HEREWITH AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BEIT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OFDADECITY,
FLORIDA;

SECTION 1: That the City of Dade City Police Officers’ Pension Fund as adopted pursuant
to Ordinance No. 2003-0821, is hereby amended by amending Section 1, Definitions, by amending

the definition of “Credited Service”, to read as follows:

Credited Service means the total number of years and fractional parts of years of service as
a Police Officer with Member contributions, when required, omitting intervening years or fractional
parts of years when such Member was not employed by the City as a Police Officer. A Member may
voluntarily leave his Accumulated Contributions in the Fund for a period of five (5) years after
leaving the employ of the Police Department pending the possibility of being reemployed as a Police
Officer, without losing credit for the time that he was a Member of the System. If a vested Member
leaves the employ of the Police Department, his Accumulated Contributions will be returned only
upon his written request. Ifa Member who is not vested is not reemployed as a Police Officer with
the Police Department within five (5) years, his Accumulated Contributions, if one-thousand dollars

($1,000.00) or less. shall be returned. If a Member who is not vested is not reemployed within five

(5) years, his Accumulated Contributions, if more than one-thousand dollars ($1.000.00), will be

returned only upon the written request of the Member and upon completion of a written election to
receive a cash lump sum or to rollover the lump sum amount on forms designated by the Board.

Upon return of a Member's Accumulated Contributions, all of his rights and benefits under the

System are forfeited and terminated. Upon any reemployment, a Police Officer shall not receive

1



credit for the years and fractional parts of years of service for which he has withdrawn his
Accumulated Contributions from the Fund, unless the Police Officer repays into the Fund the
contributions he has withdrawn, with interest, as determined by the Board, within ninety (90) days
after his reemployment.

The years or fractional parts of a year that a Member serves in the military service of the
Armed Forces of the United States, the United States Merchant Marine or the United States Coast
Guard, voluntarily or involuntarily, after separation from employment as a Police Officer with the
City to perform training or service, shall be added to his years of Credited Service for all purposes,
including vesting, provided that:

A. The Member must return to his employment as a Police Officer within one
(1) year from the earlier of the date of his military discharge or his release
from active service.

B. The Member is entitled to reemployment under the provisions of the
Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act (USERRA),
(P.L.103-353).

C. The maximum credit for military service pursuant to this paragraph shall be

five (5) years.

SECTION 2: That the City of Dade City Police Officers’ Pension Fund as adopted pursuant
to Ordinance No. 2003-0821, is hereby amended by amending Section 10, Optional Forms of
Benefits, subsection 1., to read as follows:

1. In lieu of the amount and form of retirement income payable in the event of normal
or early retirement as specified herein, a Member, upon written request to the Board, may elect to

receive a retirement income or benefit of equivalent actuarial value payable in accordance with one

(1) of the following options:

A. A retirement income of a monthly amount payable to the Retiree for his

lifetime only.
