Members of the Community Redevelopment Agency:

On July 7, 2006, the Design Review Committee of the CRA Building Exteriors Grant met to consider
two applications for funding: one from Ms. Lorise Abraham for property she manages at 14221
Seventh Street and one from Mr. Jason Everett Lyons for property he leases at 14123 Seventh
Street for his business, Salon on Seventh, which has yet to open. In attendance at this meeting
were Bob Larkin, Karla Owens and Amy Ellis. (Dale Laumer participated in the application review
via email.)

The request from Ms. Abraham is for $318.75 to install a 4-foot, royal blue awning over the door at
the Queen of Beads shop.

The request from Mr. Lyons is for $2,250 for signage on the side wall, front door and window. Mr.
Lyons has obtained permission from the property owner, Mr. Jim Novotny. Both applicants have
secured written estimates for the proposed work.

The DRC recommends approval of both of these requests as they are in accordance with the
guidelines of the Building Exteriors Grant and would be attractive enhancements to the downtown.

We request that this item be placed on the CRA agenda July 25, 2006 for your final determination.
