BACKGROUND:

In order to upgrade the storm water pump in the Pond Avenue retention basin, an
upgraded electric service is needed that will also provide emergency generator
back up. The project will also serve the recently installed Church of God
drainage facility.

ISSUES:

Estimates to replace the existing power service and redo the power feed to
include the nearby back up generator were solicited from three vendors whose
quotes are attached. The lowest quote is for $ 9825.00, from A. L. Covell Electric
Inc. As the amount exceeds $5,000.00, it requires the City Commission’s
approval.

ALTERNATIVES:
1) Approve staff recommendation to approve installation as recommended.
2) Require that additional quotes be obtained.
3) Defer the installation to a later date.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends that the City Commission accepts the quote from A. L. Covell

Electric Inc. to perform the required work at a cost of $ 9,825.00.

Subject: Youth Council Ordinance Amendment

Date: September 1, 2006

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Sections 2-171 through 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances were adopted in June
1999, and create a City Youth Council. The Council consists of 5 regular members from
high school and 3 alternates, one from middle school and the other two from high school.
The ordinance further details the method of appointment of youth members and sets forth
the duties and responsibilities required of the members. During discussion at the August
22, 2006 Commission meeting, suggestions were made for amendment of this ordinance
to provide full membership for a middle school student and to clarify membership
responsibilities.

ISSUES:

Pursuant to the direction of the Commission, the attached ordinance amends the
membership provisions to include one middle school student as a regular rather than
alternate member. In addition, the month of appointment has been changed to designate
October as the month for appointments and September as the month for term expiration.
In addition, changes have been made to the section pertaining to duties and
responsibilities of the Youth Council members. The language has been amended to
reflect that all duties are not required of every member each month. In addition, as
discussed, verbiage has been added to reflect that one Commission representative, rather
than the full Commission shall meet regularly with the Youth Council.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Introduce the attached amendment to the Youth Council Ordinance and authorize
staff to advertise same for the appropriate public hearing;

2. Suggest additional amendments to the Youth Council Ordinance; or



3. Do not introduce the attached amendment to the Youth Council Ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:
This office recommends the Commission approve Alternative No. 1 above.
