A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING THE FISCAL
YEAR 2006-2007 ANNUAL ASSESSMENT RATE FOR THE
LYNAN ESTATES SUBDIVISION ENHANCED STREET
LIGHTING SERVICE AREA AS ESTABLISHED BY
RESOLUTION NO. 2005-0868, PURSUANT TO SECTION
197.3632, FLORIDA STATUTES AND DADE CITY
ORDINANCE NO. 2003-0816.

WHEREAS, Chapter 197, Florida Statutes, authorizes the City Commission to levy and collect
special assessments on benefited property for the provision of services, facilities or programs and
provides for mechanisms of assessment and collection of fees for such benefited properties; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Dade City Ordinance No. 2003-0816, the City Commission is authorized to
establish special benefit areas for the purpose of providing services to citizens within the City limits;
and

WHEREAS, on March 22, 2005, the City Commission approved Resolution No. 2005-0868 which
created a special street-lighting area within the Lynan Estates Subdivision to assume responsibility
for the existing, enhanced street-lighting in that community, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 2003-0816, the City Commission must adopt an annual rate
resolution to continue the assessment during its budget adoption process for each fiscal year
following the initial fiscal year for which a service assessment is imposed;

WHEREAS, the Commission finds that it is in the public interest to provide enhanced street-lighting
services to the above-described area, and to continue to defray the cost of such services by levying
and collecting special assessments pro-rata against the property benefited.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
in regular session duly assembled, as follows:

1. The above-stated Whereas clauses are true and correct and are hereby incorporated herein.

2. The “Street Lighting Service Area” addressed herein shall be maintained as established and
shall encompass those parcels of property located in the area known as the Lynan Estates
Subdivision, City of Dade City, Pasco County, Florida, in Section 32, Township 24 South,
Range 21 East, as listed on the Assessment Roll attached hereto as Exhibit ‘A’ and
incorporated herein by reference.

3. The Commission adopts and shall continue to utilize the alternative method for the levy,
collection and enforcement of annual street-lighting assessments within the above-described



“Street Lighting Service Area” as authorized by Chapter 197, Florida Statutes, and Ordinance
No. 2003-0816.

The street-light assessment shall be based upon a per-parcel share of the properties benefited
by the “Street Lighting Service Area”; and

Notice of this meeting of the City Commission and the consideration of the setting of this
annual assessment rate was provided by regular mail to each registered property owner as well
being published as required by Ordinance 2003-0816; and

A special assessment for the enhanced lighting improvements provided herein for the period
of October 1, 2006 to September 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $399.63 including
costs, shall be levied against each parcel within the service area, and collection of such
assessments shall be in accordance with the provisions of Dade City Ordinance No. 2003-
0816. Payment of said assessments may be made as a lump sum within 30 days of first billing
by the City, or may be paid quarterly subject to a $5.00 per payment surcharge.
