It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Sections 2-171 through 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances were adopted in June
1999, and create a City Youth Council. The Council consists of 5 regular members from
high school and 3 alternates, one from middle school and the other two from high school.
The ordinance further details the method of appointment of youth members and sets forth
the duties and responsibilities required of the members. During discussion at the August
22, 2006 Commission meeting, suggestions were made for amendment of this ordinance
to provide full membership for a middle school student and to clarify membership
responsibilities.

ISSUES:

Pursuant to the direction of the Commission, the attached ordinance amends the
membership provisions to include one middle school student as a regular rather than
alternate member. In addition, the month of appointment has been changed to designate
September as the month for appointments and August as the month for term expiration.
In addition, changes have been made to the section pertaining to duties and
responsibilities of the Youth Council members. Language has been amended to reflect
that all duties are not required of every member every month. In addition, as discussed,
verbiage has been added to reflect that one Commission representative, rather than the
full Commission shall meet regularly with the Youth Council.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Adopt the attached amendment to the Youth Council Ordinance and authorize the
mayor’s signature of same;

2. Suggest additional amendments to the Youth Council Ordinance; or



3. Do not adopt the attached amendment to the Youth Council Ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO.: 2006-0940

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AMENDING
SECTIONS 2-171 THROUGH 2-176, THE YOUTH
COUNCIL ORDINANCE, TO REVISE
MEMBERSHIP, DUTIES, AND RESPONSIBILITIES;
PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION, REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Sections 2-171 through 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances, were
created in June 1999, and create a City Youth Council to involve area youth in their
community through participation with City Government; and

WHEREAS, as written, the Youth Council includes mainly high school students; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission would like to include full membership participation to
middle school students; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend Sections 2-171 through 2-176 of the Dade City
Code of Ordinance to include full membership for middle school students and to clarify
the duties and responsibilities of the Youth Council.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of
Dade City, Florida, as follows:

Section 1. Sections 2-171, 2-173 and 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances are
hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 2-171. Creation.

There is hereby created a Board to be known as the City Youth Council, which shall
consist of five+5) six (6) members plus two (2) alternates (high school) and-ene—(})
alternate One member shall be from middle school (eighth grade only). The members
w111 be Dade City residents who are actively enrolled in a public or private high school.
The members shall be appointed by the City Commission,

and each member appointed shall serve a term of two (2) years after the initial
appointments, unless grade twelve is completed during the term, at which time the

position shall be declared vacant. Of the five six (6) initial members appointed to the
first board, three (3) shall serve for a term of two (2) years and twe three (3) shall serve
for a term of one (1) year. The two high school alternates and-the-eighth-grade-alternate
shall be appointed by the City Commission for a one (1) year term annually. Unlike




other-Beards; The term of the members of the City Youth Council will expire August 31
and members shall be appointed by April September 1 of each year. The A
Commissioners representative will attend Youth Council Board meetings and, along with
City staff, coordinate activities.

Sec. 2-173. Vacancies.

Irregular vacancies on the City Youth Council shall be filled as they occur and regular
vacancies shall be filled by appointment i April by September 1 of each year.

Sec. 2-176. Duties and Responsibilities.

The City Youth Council members shall have the duty and responsibility to participate in
the following activities:

1. Evaluate and review problems facing youth in the City;

ii. Facilitate neighborhood meetings with youth to discuss problems, needs,
suggested improvements for our Community;

iii. Meet regularly with the Mayor and City Commission to share ideas and
discuss issues, concerns, and needed improvements;

. Attend City Commission Meetings and participate in Vision and Goal
Sessions;

V. Present recommended improvements to the City Commission and City
Manager of public projects and programs;

vi. Assist in planning youth/recreation activities;

vii.  Bvaluate and advise the City Commission and/or City Manager on issues
forwarded to the City Youth Council for advice.

Section 2.  Repealer. All ordinances or portions of ordinances in conflict with the
above provisions are hereby repealed in their entirety.

Section 3. Codification. It is the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, that the provisions of this Ordinance be codified in the Code of Ordinances.
The sections of this Ordinance may be re-numbered or re-lettered to accomplish such,
and the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “article”, or any other
appropriate word.

Section 4. Severability. If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance
is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then said
holding shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect in accordance with the
City Charter.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

In May 2006, the City Commission discussed the benefits of retaining an investment
banker firm to assist the City with various development and growth related matters
including but not limited to financial and capital planning, budget and project analysis
and with infrastructure planning and concurrency issues that are outside the normal realm
of public finance. At that time, the City Commission authorized staff to retain D.A.
Davidson & Co. as a consulting investment banker and to prepare an Engagement Letter
between the parties.

ISSUES:

Attached for your review and approval is a proposed Engagement Letter between D A.
Davidson & Co. and the City for provision of the above-referenced services.
Specifically, the Agreement provides that, at the City’s request, the consultant may
review or draft documents and other analysis pertaining to capital planning, budgeting,
infrastructure planning and construction, developer agreements, and the comprehensive
plan. In addition, the consultant may assist the City in structuring bond or bank debt
financings or refundings and make presentations regarding same at public and staff
meetings. As written, the Agreement provides for the term to commence on the date of
its approval by the City Commission, and continue until May 31, 2010 unless otherwise
terminated. The Consultant’s time and expenses will be invoiced to the City monthly
generally based upon the hourly rates set forth in Paragraphs C(2)-(4) of the attached
Agreement. As you know, the City previously adopted Ordinance No. 2006-0932 which
allows the City to recoup the full costs of the consultant’s fee from the developer of the
specific project(s) under review. In addition, if the consultant is assisting with a bond
issue, the Agreement provides that the consultant’s fees and expenses will be paid
directly from bond proceeds once the respective bond issue(s) closes. Finally, and most
importantly, the Agreement is not exclusive and, therefore, does not preclude or prohibit



the City from retaining other investment bankers or financial advisors to provide review
or documentation on any issue.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached Engagement Letter with D.A. Davidson & Co. and
authorize the mayor’s signature of same;

2. Do not approve the attached Engagement Letter;
3. Suggest changes to the attached Engagement Letter; or

4. Re-negotiate the attached Engagement Letter.

RECOMMENDATION:

This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.
FUNDING:

Funding for expenses incurred under to this Engagement Letter will be provided pursuant
to Ordinance No. 2006-0932 and/or through bond proceeds.



AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA
AND D.A. DAVIDSON & CO.

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of May, 2006 by and between
the City of Dade City, Florida (herein called the “City”’) and D.A. Davidson & Co. (herein called
the “Investment Banker” or “D.A. Davidson”).

A.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City has determined that it is in its best interest to retain a Investment
Banker to assist the City specifically with development / growth related issues outside the
traditional Public Finance services, with respect to financial, capital planning, budget,
project analysis, financing, development review, development coordination, concurrency
issues, and infrastructure planning, comprehensive plan update, investment matters; and

WHEREAS, the City has determined to retain the Investment Banker; and

WHEREAS, the Investment Banker is well qualified by experience and capability of
performing such Investment Banking and Consultancy Services due to their technical
knowledge and contacts in real estate developments, existing clients experiencing similar

growth issues related to the City, and reference verification by their existing clients; and

WHEREAS, the Investment Banker is desirous of providing these Investment Banking
and Consultancy Services to the City.

NOW THEREFORE, the City and the Investment Banker agree as follows:

TERM OF AGREEMENT:

The term of this Agreement commences the date of acceptance and continues until May

31, 2010 unless otherwise extended by mutual agreement. Thereafter, the contract shall
automatically renew for 3 successive one-year terms.

B.

SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE INVESTMENT BANKER:

The services to be performed by the Investment Banker on behalf of the City related to a

financing shall include those Investment Banking and Consultancy Services covered under this
Section B. Other services are covered in Sections D.

B.1. GENERAL SERVICES
1. As requested by the City, attend and/or make presentations at public and staff
meetings.



Review the City’s capital improvement plan/budget and assist in developing a
strategic capital-financing plan. This would include current projects and future
needs of the City, and public/private partnerships with regard to assisting the City
and the development community to fund additional City services/infrastructure or
concurrency related impacts required by new growth. Work with other City
Consultants as requested.

Review Community Development District (“CDD”) petitions and any other
Entitlements/Development Review Committee (“DRC™), rate or feasibility study
related materials at the request of the City.

B.2. FINANCING/REFUNDING FINANCINGS

If bonds, notes, bank debt, or other debt instruments in relation to Investment

Banking and Consultancy Services (“Obligations”) are sold and delivered by the City, the
Investment Banker shall perform, but will not be limited to performing, the following
services, in cooperation with City Staff and the City’s Financial Advisor, as requested by

the City:

1.

Assist the City in structuring bond or bank debt financings or refundings in
accordance with the City’s financing needs and capital program. The Investment
Banker will also assist the City in the review of any financing, refunding, or
defeasance proposal. This includes determining the principal amount of issues,
establishing maturity schedules, analyzing the feasibility of various features such
as calls, puts, premiums, fixed or variable rates and market information regarding

the timing of the sale.

If applicable, assist the City and the City’s Financial Advisor in the presentation
of material to any potential bank lenders or lessors, and assist with any
negotiations with banks or lessors in the arrangement of any bank debt or lease

obligations.

Prepare time schedules with the Financial Advisor, Bond Counsel and Disclosure
Counsel coordinating actions of the financing team, if appropriate, to assist the
City in meeting its objectives and needs.

Review, in cooperation with the City Staff, City Attorney, Financial Advisor and
Bond Counsel, bond resolutions and other legal documents necessary for the
successful issuance of Obligations.

Review all other materials for official bond documents, bank debt or lease related
documents prepared by City Staff, counsel, auditors and consultants.

Assist the City and City’s Bond Counsel in the preparation of validation
proceedings, if applicable, and attend and testify, if requested, for the City as an
expert witness on the plan of finance.

On bond financings, assist disclosure or underwriter’s counsel in the preparation
of the preliminary official statement and final official statement in cooperation
with the appropriate City officials and City Attorney in conformance with full
disclosure and continuing disclosure guidelines and requirements. This may also
include assisting Staff with the retention of a recommended Dissemination Agent
for continuing disclosure, SEC Rule 15¢2-12 requirements.

If applicable, supply the necessary information to communicate with the major
bond rating agencies and/or bond insurers or other providers of credit
enhancement to obtain the best possible credit enhancement and/or rating on City
Obligations (if such rating or credit enhancement is determined to be in the best
interest of the City and its financing program). Assist In
negotiations/presentations to the rating agencies, bond insurers, investors, or
financial institutions, as applicable.

If applicable, and for bond financings, assist in developing bids to obtain costs for
printing for the preliminary and final official statements, bonds and other printing
requirements, as well as evaluating such bids and arranging for the printing
thereof.

Assist in developing and evaluating bids for registrar, paying agent, escrow agent
or trustee and verification agent as these services are required.

Assist in restructuring or refunding any existing Obligations and the negotiations
involved therein, including any work associated with obtaining debt service
reserve surety insurance, underlying ratings, etc.

Arrange for the signing and delivery of the Obligations and assist Bond Counsel
with the arrangements for a successful closing for the Obligations.

COMPENSATION TO INVESTMENT BANKER:

C.1. GROSS SPREAD

When the respective bond issue(s) closes, the Investment Banker’s fees and

expenses, unless noted otherwise herein, will be paid from bond proceeds. The
underwriting fee will be paid as an Underwriter’s discount and, as is standard in the bond
industry, deducted from the sale of proceeds of the bonds prior to wiring the balance to

the respective parties at closing.

The final negotiated fee for each issue will be mutually agreed to by the

Investment Banker, its Financial Advisor and City at the time of pricing of each
