It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

During the budget review process this summer, funding was included for a lease of a new
copier to be shared by the Division of the Safety Services Department. The existing lease
with Xerox ends in December.

ISSUES:

Lanier Worldwide Inc. evaluated the usage of the current copier machine to make a
recommendation as to the best copier to meet the needs of the Safety Services
Department. Lanier (a Ricoh Company) is represented on the State Contract Bid list. It is
the City’s intention to use a 3 year, lease program to make this acquisition. The monthly
payment is $256.54 per month which includes toner, service, parts and labor.

I am therefore asking that the Commission authorize the issuance of a purchase order to
Lanier Worldwide, Inc. for the lease of a LD235 Digital MFP copier with scan and fax
capability.

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:
1. Authorize staff to proceed as outlined.
2. Defer the purchase until a later date.
3. Direct staff to take other action.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is respectfully recommended that the City Commission authorize staff to issue a
Purchase Order to Lanier Worldwide, Inc. for the lease of a LD235 MFP copier with fax
and scan capability.

Funding for this lease-purchase has been included in the Safety Services and Building

Division budgets for FY 2006-2007.

Smoke Testing of Sewer Lines

Southeast Pipe Survey has been contracted by the City of Dade City to
perform tests in your neighborhood to identify leaks within the sanitary sewer
system. These locations are of concern because unwanted flows into the sewer
can use up valuable capacity and substantially increase the cost to operate the
system. '

The principal test used to identify these concerns requires blowing white
smoke into the sewer lines and noting any location where smoke escapes from
the sewer system.

Under normal circumstances, and if your plumbing is working properly, the
smoke used to conduct these tests will not enter your home. In some cases a
small amount of smoke may be visible within your house. In most instances where
smoke does enter a home, it is through drains that are not frequently used. For
this reason, we request that you run water for a couple of minutes or so through
all of your drains, particularly floor drains or unused showers, to ensure that all
traps are full of water.

If despite doing this, smoke is still visible in your home, you should contact
your plumber as this may indicate that sewer gases are also entering your house.

The smoke used in testing appears white or gray and has a slight
odor similar to burning paper. It is not a fire hazard, leaves no residue, will
not damage food or furniture, and is NON-TOXIC. Minor throat irritation,
however, may result if it is inhaled repeatediy. Persons with respiratory
conditions such as asthma, bronchitis, or emphysema may want to open
windows and doors for about 20-30 minutes to ventilate the house of
smoke.

We appreciate your cooperation. This testing is an important “tool” used in
the evaluation of sanitary sewer lines and will result in substantial savings to Dade
City and its utility customers. Should you have any questions regarding the smoke
testing, please contact Mike Multholland at the City of Dade City (352-523-5054).
