It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

In order for special events to be conducted in the City that utilize State road rights-of-way,
permits must be submitted to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) by the
sponsoring entity. These Request For Temporary Closing/Special Use of State Road
applications, which contain provisions for assumption of responsibility for alternative traffic
control and other provisions, must have the concurrence and endorsement of the City.

ISSUES:

The monthly Classic Car Cruise-In events held on the first Saturdays of the month, sponsored by
the Chamber of Commerce, require a separate FDOT road closure permit for each event. Rather
than bring each month’s permit application to the Commission, we are asking FDOT’s approval
of the event calendar for the year 2007. We will then submit the applications periodically
throughout the year as the event month approaches.

We are also asking for Commission approval to allow Staff, under the direction of the City
Manager, to temporarily close other City streets needed for the events, not included in the permit
to FDOT.

ALTERNATIVES:
The Commission may approve this event calendar, direct changes to or reject this procedure

requiring individual submissions for approval.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Commission approve the Cruise-In calendar and authorize staff to
make periodic submittals of Request For Temporary Closing/Special Use of State Road to FDOT
during the year 2007.

It is further requested that the Commission allow Staff, under the direction of the City Manager,
to temporarily close other event-associated City streets.

claim, loss, damage, cost, charge, or expense arising out of any acts, actions, neglect, or omission by the Permittee, its agents, o’
employees, or subcontractors during the performance of the Contract, whether direct or indirect, and whether to any person or
property to which the Department or said parties may be subject, except that neither the Permittee nor any of its subcontractors will
be liable under this Article for damages arising out of the injury or damage to persons or property directly caused or resulting from
the SOLE negligence of the Department or any of its officers, agents or employees.

Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and pay for the defense or at the Department's option, to participate and associate with
the Department in the defense and trial of any damage claim or suit and any related settiement negotiations, shall be triggered by the
Department's notice of claim for indemnification to Contractor. Contractor's inability to evaluate liability or its evaluation of liability
shall not excuse Contractor's duty to defend and indemnify within seven days after such notice by the Department is given by
registered mail.
