It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On May 9, 2006, this Commission approved a scope of services and work order with
Wilson Miller for planning services to assist staff in preparation of information and
documentation leading to the execution of a Memorandum of Understanding with the
Department of Community Affairs (DCA) for preparation of the City’s Evaluation and
Appraisal Report (EAR). At this time, Wilson Miller has completed the services under
that prior work order. They have also assisted us in obtaining the Memorandum of
Understanding and have begun work on preparation of our EAR.

ISSUES:

As you know, the City has been prohibited by the DCA from transmitting any further
small or large scale future land use map amendments, until a satisfactory EAR has been
submitted and approved by that agency. Consequently, the continued assistance of
Wilson Miller to complete the work they have commenced is imperative so that we may
submit our EAR for approval at the earliest possible date. It is estimated that with the
continued assistance of Wilson Miller, we will be able to transmit the EAR to the DCA
for approval in early spring 2007. Attached hereto is an extensive list of the scope of
services proposed to complete this project. The estimated cost for these services is
$48,500.00

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached Task Order with Wilson Miller for preparation of the City’s
EAR; or

2. Do not approve the attached Task Order and risk being deemed in non-
compliance with state agency mandates, or



3. Request staff to prepare the EAR in-house without outside assistance; or

4. Request staff to prepare a request for proposals for obtaining another planning
consultant.

RECOMMENDATION:

This office recommends approval of Alternative No. 1 above. Approval of Alternative 3
or 4 will considerably delay submittal of our EAR, will delay further development within
the City, and may subject the City to additional state-imposed penalties. In addition, the
volume and size of this project prohibits the ability of in-house staff from preparing the
EAR and performing other required daily functions.

The City will identify, where
appropriate, unforeseen or unanticipated changes which have resulted in problems or
opportunities with respect to each of the elements identified above.

1.3  Plan Amendments

WilsonMiller will identify and summarize actions or corrective measures, including preparing
plan amendments, necessary to address the major tasks identified above. This
identification shall include, as appropriate, new population projections, revised planning
timeframes, revised future plan maps and/or map series, an updated capital improvements
element, and any new or revised goals, objectives, and policies for each element identified

above.

WilsonMiller will briefly evaluate relevant changes in growth management laws (State
Comprehensive Plan, the requirements of Chapter 163, Part Il, the minimum criteria
contained in Chapter 9-J5, Florida Administrative Code and the Strategic Regional Policy
Plan for South Florida) since 1998 (date of last Plan adoption). Based on this assessment,
plan revisions will be identified, as necessary.
