It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Through Chapter 562, Florida Statutes, the State of Florida has pre-empted the regulation
and licensing of the sale of alcoholic beverages. The state does, however, permit cities
and counties to regulate the hours of sale and service of alcoholic beverages. Currently,
the City prohibits the sale and service of alcoholic beverages on Sundays from 2:00 a.m.
Sunday morning and 1:00 p.m. the same day.

ISSUES:

In January of 2004, the Pasco County Board of County Commissioners amended their
Code to permit sales and service of alcohol on Sundays at 11:00 a.m. rather than 1:00
p.m. In addition, the Cities of New Port Richey, Port Richey and Zephyrhills also allow
Sunday sales beginning at 11:00 a.m.

This proposed ordinance amendment will make the City’s controlling ordinance
compatible with the County and our surrounding municipalities, thereby reducing
confusion that exists with local businesses.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Approve the introduction of the Ordinance and authorize staff to advertise same
for the appropriate public hearing.

2. Do not introduce the attached Ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:
This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

FUNDING:
Funding for the advertisement of this item has previously been budgeted.



BY THE CITY COMMISSION

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING
CHAPTER 10, SECTION 102 ALCOHOLIC
BEVERAGES, OF THE DADE CITY CODE
ORDINANCES, TO INCREASE HOURS OF SALE,
SERVICE AND CONSUMPTION ON SUNDAYS;
PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION, REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the State of Florida has preempted the regulation and licensing of the sale
and service of alcoholic beverages with the exception of hours of sale of such beverages;
and

WHEREAS, Chapter 10, Section 10-2 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances sets forth
hours of sale, service and consumption of alcoholic beverages within the corporate limits
of the City; and

WHEREAS, Section 10-2 currently prohibits the sale, service and consumption of
alcoholic beverages between 2:00 a.m. Sunday morning and 1:00 p.m. the same day; and

WHEREAS, Pasco County recently amended its ordinance governing hours of sale and
service of alcoholic beverages to permit sales and service between 11:00 a.m. Sunday and
2:00 a.m. of the following day; and

WHEREAS, to be consistent with the remainder of Pasco County, the City Commission
desires to amend its current regulations to permit sales and service of alcoholic beverages
on Sundays between 11:00 a.m. and 2:00 a.m. the following day.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

SECTION 1. Chapter 10, Section 10-2 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is
hereby amended as follows:

No alcoholic or intoxicating beverages may be sold, consumed, served or
permitted to be served or consumed in any place holding a license from the state
within the corporate limits of the City between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 7:00
am. of the same date. No intoxicating beverages may be sold, served or
permitted to be served or consumed in any place holding a license from the state
within the corporate limits of the City between 2:00 a.m. Sunday morning and
11:00 a.m. }:00-a-m- the same day.



SECTION 2. Repealer. All ordinance or code provisions in conflict with this
Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. Severability. It is declared to be the intent of the City of Dade City,
Florida, that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this
Ordinance shall be declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be
construed as not having contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause or
provision, and shall not be affected by such holding.

SECTION 4. Inclusion in Code. It is the intent of the City Commission that the
provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the City of Dade
City Code, and that the sections of this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered

and the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “article”, “regulation”, or
such other appropriate word or phrase in order to accomplish such intentions.

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective upon second
reading and execution by the mayor as provided by the City Charter.

The foregoing Ordinance No.: 2006-___ was read and passed on its first reading in
open and regular meeting on the 12" day of December, 2006 and read and passed on
its second reading after public hearing by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, on the 9" day of January, 2007.

Subject: Increase in Purchase Authorization — Schreuder, Inc. - Additional Gas Venting at
Parrish Grove Road Landfill

Date: December 11, 2006

BACKGROUND:

On November 14" the City Commission approved a proposal from Schreuder, Inc. to
install additional monitoring wells and venting at the Parrish Grave Road landfill in order
to stop migration of accumulated methane gas. Based upon the results of test results from
the wells and the methane reduction rate, FDEP is requiring the installation of two (2)
additional venting wells instead of one. We want to proceed with this 2" additional
venting well while the contractor is on site to avoid re-mobilization costs.

ISSUES:
The Commission authorized the City Manager to increase the project, not-to-exceed
$10,000.00. The 2™ new vent and additional monitoring visits will exceed that amount.

Estimates for the new, additional work will bring the project to $10,607.20 plus
additional monitoring visits. I am therefore asking that the City Commission increase the
cap to $12,500.00

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:
1. Approve staff recommendation as recommended.
2. Require that additional quotes be obtained.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Commission accept the quote from Schreuder, Inc. and
authorize the increased scope of work as included in their email dated 12-08-06 at the
total quoted price of $10,607.20 with the City Manager authorized to increase the same
based upon documented, unexpected conditions or costs in a total amount not to exceed
$12,500.00.

FUNDING:

Funding exists in the FY *06/07 budget, Sanitation, 31.3.- will be used for funding this
work.

Mike, the estimated cost for installing the venting wells and replacement fans is as follows:

Our proposal (06-167) for gas probes and 1 venting well with fan totaled $6,998.20. By adding 1 venting well and
3 more AC fans the cost will come up to $10,607.20. This is an increase of $3,609.

A. 1 venting well - $1,220
B. 3 AC motorized fans - $2,261 (3754 each). Cost includes fans, & removal of DC fans and install AC fans.
D. Schreuder, Inc. cost of services - $218 (revise proposal, calls w/Dade City, FDEP, driller., e-mails, etc.)

The estimate presumes Dade City personnel will make the final electrical connections to fans when power is
available. Gas monitoring events (all probes & vents) remains constant at $494.50.

Subject: Request for Temporary Extension of Deadline — Personal Rules & Regulations
Section 7.02-C — Accumulation of Annual Leave Credits

Date: December 11, 2006

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

The City of Dade City Employee Rules and Regulations, Chapter VII, Section 7.02
establishes the granting of annual leave, the use of annual leave and the accumulation of
annual leave credits. Section 7.02 C-1 restricts an employee from carrying forward more
than 320 hours of annual leave beyond the calendar year ending December 31.

ISSUES:

Work loads, insufficient staffing levels, the “event season” and employees accruing leave
at the maximum amount allowed, will leave some employees with an excessive leave
balance. Under the existing provisions, these hours will be lost with the pay period
ending January 11, 2007.

Staff has encouraged employees to schedule their annual leave time to avoid forfeiture of
time. We were able to avoid this problem last year, and have a plan in place for 2007,
however it is not possible for all of the hours to be used by the end of this month.

Staff will continue to monitor scheduled leave to prevent future overages of time.

For this reason, we are asking that the Commission approve an extension of the
December 31 deadline for calendar 2006 to February 8, 2007, the end of the last pay
period with work days in January.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Commission has the full discretion to either accept or reject this
recommendation.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is my recommendation that the City Commission approve a temporary extension to the
deadline in Personnel Rules & Regulations Section 7.02 for this year to February 8, 2007.

FUNDING:
No additional funding is required by the action.
