It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

The City’s Zoning Ordinances designate the permitted uses in the various zoning
districts. When they were first created in the mid 70’s, several non-residential districts
were established taking into account existing business at the time. At that time, both
Pasco Motors and then Huckabay Chevrolet car dealerships had been in operation for
many years.

Consequently, a General Commercial (“CG”) designated zoning area was drawn in this
area to take these businesses and some other heavy commercial uses to the west into
account as “permitted uses” with the remainder of the downtown designated as Central
Business District (“CBD”) or Residential, Institutional and Office (“RI10).

ISSUES:

Recently, the nuances of the permitted uses between the CG and CBD zoning districts
became more apparent as we began to work with engineers on a proposed expansion of
Pasco Motors operations (in the CG district) to include the former Case Brothers
Hardware site (in the CBD district), across the street. CBD has a general prohibition for
the “Sales, Service, Display or Storage of goods except in completely enclosed
buildings.” We do not feel that a re-zoning is appropriate as it would open the parcel to
all permitted uses of the district, without the ability to mitigate adverse effects, and could
be considered as “spot-zoning”.

However, Staff is of the opinion that some extensions of an existing permitted use on an
adjacent block and non-residential zoning district should be permissible, subject to
meeting conditions to address for the intrusion. We are therefore submitting for the
Commission’s review, an amendment to the “Special Exceptions” in the CBD zoning
district to allow for such expansions of permitted uses from an existing non-residential



district into an adjoining block by approval of the Board of Adjustment subject to
meeting appropriate conditions and safeguards.

If the Commission approves introduction of this ordinance amendment, it will be set for
two (2) public hearings, and will also be presented to the Land Development Review
Committee for their comments and recommendation.

This amendment would not approve the above expansion by Pasco Motors, but would put
in place a mechanism for review and approval for this and similar situations where
existing permitted operations desire to expand, but are constrained by the existing zoning
districts.

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:
1. Conduct a public hearing on the proposed amendment and authorize staff to
advertise for a second and final public hearing.
2 Decline to further consider this amendment thereby leaving the zoning provisions
as currently written.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Commission conduct a public hearing on the attached
amendment and authorize staff to advertise for a second and final public hearing.

ORDINANCE NO. 2007-0946

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 361, THE CENTRAL
BUSINESS DISTRICT, TO ALLOW FOR
EXPANSION OF EXISTING PERMITTED USES
FROM AN ADJACENT NON-RESIDENTIAL
DISTRICT AS A SPECIAL EXCEPTION;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, CODIFICATION,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 361 was adopted in 1975 and created the various zoning
districts within the City; and

WHEREAS, the Central Business District (CBD) overlays a portion of the downtown
area and is predominately surrounded by other non-residential zoning districts including
general commercial (CG) and residential, office, retail (RIO); and

WHEREAS, the CG and RIO districts allow certain permitted uses which may not be
allowed in the CBD; and

WHEREAS, in order to maintain the viability and financial success of the businesses
within the Central Business District, it is desirable to allow the expansion of existing
permitted uses in adjacent non-residentially zoned properties into the Central Business
District so long as appropriate conditions and other safeguards are addressed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, as follows:

SECTION 1. The special exceptions subsection of the Central Business District is hereby
amended as follows:

SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS

After public notice and hearing and subject to appropriate conditions and safeguards, the
Board of Adjustment may permit as SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS:

1. Filling/Gas Stations (See Article 5.9)

2. Expansion of an existing permitted non-residential use for a distance of no
more than one (1) adjacent city block.

SECTION 2. _Repealer

All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and ordinances
or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any
conflict.



SECTION 3. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.

SECTION 4. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.

SECTION 5. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

SECTION 6. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

In order for special events to be conducted in the City that utilize State road rights-of-way,
permits must be submitted to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) by the
sponsoring entity. The Request For Temporary Closing/Special Use of State Road application,
which contains provisions for assumption of responsibility for alternative traffic control and
other provisions, must have the concurrence and endorsement of the City.

ISSUES:

We are submitting an application from East Pasco Habitat for Humanity for The Race for
Humanity & Home Improvement Show scheduled for February 18, 2007. The City will work
with East Pasco Habitat for Humanity to provide support by taking an enhanced role as it relates
to traffic control and trash removal.

We are also asking for Commission approval to allow Staff, under the direction of the City
Manager and/or Chief of Police, to temporarily close other City streets, not included in the
permit to FDOT.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Commission may approve, direct changes to or reject this application. It should be noted
that the City accepts oversight activities and responsibility relating to the street closings by
approving these permit applications.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Commission approve the above noted Request For Temporary

The Permittee, shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Department and all of its officers, agents, and employees from any
claim, loss, damage, cost, charge, or expense arising out of any acts, actions, neglect, or omission by the Permittee, its agents,
employees, or subcontractors during the performance of the Contract, whether direct or indirect, and whether to any person or
property to which the Department or said parties may be subject, except that neither the Permittee nor any of its subcontractors will
be liable under this Article for damages arising out of the injury or damage to persons or property directly caused or resulting from
the SOLE negligence of the Department or any of its officers, agents or employees.

Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and pay for the defense or at the Department's option, to participate and associate with
the Department in the defense and trial of any damage claim or suit and any related settlement negotiations, shall be triggered by the
Department's notice of claim for indemnification to Contractor. Contractor's inability to evaluate liability or its evaluation of liability
shall not excuse Contractor's duty to defend and indemnify within seven days after such notice by the Department is given by
registered mail. Only an adjudication or judgment after highest appeal is exhausted specifically finding the Department SOLELY
negligent shall excuse performance of this provision by Contractor. Contractor shall pay all costs and fees related to this obligation
and its enforcement by the Department. Department's failure to notify Contractor of a claim shall not release Contractor of the above
duty to defend.

It is understood and agreed that the rights and privileges herein set out are granted only to the extent of the State's right, title, and interest in
the land to be entered upon and used by the Permittee, and the Permittee will, at all times, assume all risk of and indemnify, defend and save
harmless the State of Florida and the Department from and against any and all loss, damage, cost, or expense arising in any manner on
account of the exercise or attempted exercises by said Permittee of the aforesaid rights and privileges.

During the event, all safety regulations of the Department shall be observed and the holder must take measures, including placing and display
of safety devices, that may be necessary in order to safely conduct the public through the project area in accordance with the Federal Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), as amended, and the Department's latest Roadway and Traffic Design Standards.

In case of non-compliance with the Department's requirements in effect as of the approved date of this permit, this permit is void and the facility
will have to be brought into compliance or removed from the R/W at no cost to the Department.
