Subject: Proposed Ordinance Amendment — CBD Zoning District/Special Exceptions
Date: February 7, 2007

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

The City’s Zoning Ordinances designate the permitted uses in the various zoning
districts. When they were first created in the mid 70’s, several non-residential districts
were established taking into account existing business at the time. At that time, both
Pasco Motors and then Huckabay Chevrolet car dealerships had been in operation for
many years.

Consequently, a General Commercial (“CG”) designated zoning area was drawn in this
area to take these businesses and some other heavy commercial uses to the west into
account as “permitted uses” with the remainder of the downtown designated as Ceniral
Business District (“CBD”) or Residential, Institutional and Office (“R10).

ISSUES:

Recently, the nuances of the permitted uses between the CG and CBD zoning districts
became more apparent as we began to work with engineers on a proposed expansion of
Pasco Motors operations (in the CG district) to include the former Case Brothers
Hardware site (in the CBD district), across the street. CBD has a general prohibition for
the “Sales, Service, Display or Storage of goods except in completely enclosed
buildings.” We do not feel that a re-zoning is appropriate as it would open the parcel to
all permitted uses of the district, without the ability to mitigate adverse effects, and could
be considered as “spot-zoning”.

However, Staff is of the opinion that some extensions of an existing permitted use on an
adjacent block and non-residential zoning district should be permissible, subject to
meeting conditions to address for the intrusion. We are therefore submitting for the
Commission’s review, an amendment to the “Special Exceptions” in the CBD zoning
district to allow for such expansions of permitted uses from an existing non-residential



district into an adjoining block by approval of the Board of Adjustment subject to
meeting appropriate conditions and safeguards.

If the Commission approves introduction of this ordinance amendment, it will be set for
two (2) public hearings, and will also be presented to the Land Development Review
Committee for their comments and recommendation.

This amendment would not approve the above expansion by Pasco Motors, but would put
in place a mechanism for review and approval for this and similar situations where
existing permitted operations desire to expand, but are constrained by the existing zoning
districts.

Finally, on January 29, 2007, the Land Development Regulation Committee met to
discuss the proposed amendment. The Committee was concerned that more clarification
was needed to define “adjacent” and to prohibit “daisy-chaining” of an original use.
There was consensus of the Committee to recommend approval of the proposed
ordinance with additional language. I have attached a copy of the “LDRC version” of the
ordinance to this memorandum. On February 7, 2007, the Planning Commission also met
to discuss the proposed amendment. The Planning Commission voted unanimously to
concur with the recommendation of the Land Development Regulation Committee.

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:

1. Adopt the original proposed language and authorize the mayor’s signature of
same,

2. Adopt the amended language recommended by the Land Development Regulation
Committee and authorize the mayor’s signature of same; or

3. Do not adopt any amendment to the existing ordinance thereby leaving the
provisions as currently written.

RECOMMENDATION:

This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

ORDINANCE NO. 2007-0946

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 361, THE CENTRAL
BUSINESS DISTRICT, TO ALLOW FOR
EXPANSION OF EXISTING PERMITTED USES
FROM AN ADJACENT NON-RESIDENTIAL
DISTRICT AS A SPECIAL EXCEPTION;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, CODIFICATION,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 361 was adopted in 1975 and created the various zoning
districts within the City; and

WHEREAS, the Central Business District (CBD) overlays a portion of the downtown
area and is predominately surrounded by other non-residential zoning districts including
general commercial (CG) and residential, institutional and office (RIO); and

WHEREAS, the CG and RIO districts allow certain permitted uses which may not be
allowed in the CBD; and

WHEREAS, in order to maintain the viability and financial success of the businesses
within the Central Business District, it is desirable to allow the expansion of existing
permitted uses in adjacent non-residentially zoned properties into the Central Business
District so long as appropriate conditions and other safeguards are addressed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, as follows:

SECTION 1. The special exceptions subsection of the Central Business District is hereby
amended as follows:

SPECTAL EXCEPTIONS

After public notice and hearing and subject to appropriate conditions and safeguards, the
Board of Adjustment may permit as SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS:

1. Filling/Gas Stations (See Article 5.9)

2. Expansion of an existing permitted non-residential use for a distance of no
more than one (1) adjacent city block.

SECTION 2. _Repealer
All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and ordinances

or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any
conflict.



SECTION 3. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.

SECTION 4. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.

SECTION 5. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

SECTION 6. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

The above ordinance was read and approved upon first reading this 9th day of January,
2007, and adopted following public hearings on the 23rd day of January and the 13th day
of February, 2007,

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND: The City of Dade City and Dade City Police Department have
historically participated in state and federal funding sources in the form of grants. The
City again has the opportunity to secure a funding source in the form of a Florida
Department of Law Enforcement, Justice Assistance Grant.

ISSUES: The Dade City Police Department provides modern Law Enforcement services
that include the employment and utilization of a certified Traffic Homicide Investigator,
and a Crime Scene Technician. These employees do, however lack the modern tools
available that would allow for the accurate mapping and reconstruction of motor vehicle
crashes or criminal crime scenes. Accepting this grant will allow the Police Department
to purchase a laser rangefinder and mapping system to be used in both traffic crashes
resulting in a fatality, and criminal crime scene reconstruction.

ALTERNATIVES: The Mayor and City Commission may reject this funding opportunity
and choose to either fund this project in the coming year’s budget, or decline funding the
project all together.

RECOMMENDATION: 1t is recommended that the Mayor and Members of the City
Commission approve and accept this funding opportunity.

FUNDING: The bulk of this project is being funded through the grant in the amount of
$3,139.00. The balance of $61.00 required to complete this project may be funded
through the existing police operating budget. There is no match required of this grant.
