It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

In order for special events to be conducted in the City that utilize State road rights-of-way,
permits must be submitted to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) by the
sponsoring entity. These Request For Temporary Closing/Special Use of State Road
applications, which contain provisions for assumption of responsibility for alternative traffic
control and other provisions, must have the concurrence and endorsement of the City.

ISSUES:

We are submitting an application from Downtown Dade City Main Street for Spring Fest 07
scheduled for March 24, 2007. The City will work with Downtown Dade City Main Street to
provide support by taking an enhanced role as it relates to traffic control and trash removal.

We are also asking for Commission approval to allow Staff, under the direction of the City
Manager and/or Chief of Police, to temporarily close other City streets, not included in the
permit to FDOT.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Commission may approve, direct changes to, or reject this application. It should be noted
that the City accepts oversight activities and responsibility relating to the street closings by
approving these permit applications.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Commission approve the above noted Request For Temporary
Closing/Special Use of State Road permit application for submittal to FDOT.

It is further requested that the Commission allow Staff, under the direction of the City Manager,
to temporarily close other event-associated City streets.

BACKGROUND:

In order to provide for reliable service at the Influent Lift Station at the
Wastewater Treatment Plant, replacement of the pump controls are required due
to the deteriorating condition of the present system.

ISSUES:

Quotes for the replacement and upgrade of the existing pumping control
equipment in the influent section of the WWTP was requested from vendors
including the plant’s contracted operator. The lowest quote, submitted by Central
Florida Controls, Inc., of $9,840 is determined to be ineligible as the firm is not a
state-licensed electrical contractor. The quote submitted by Severn-Trent is for a
totally new, sophisticated system that goes beyond what we are recommending
we do as maintenance at this point, due to the uncertainty of the future use of the
plant.

Therefore, we recommend the quote of $9,975.00 from A L Covell Electric. This
firm has demonstrated good work for the City on a previous job by completing it
on-time, at the quoted price and with good workmanship. Covell is currently
proceeding with final fabrication on a second lift station control replacement
project for the “Larkin-North” lift station, which is due to be installed in the next
month. In addition, the Covell quote provides the City with more value for the
money as it exceeds the City’s base requirements by installing a Programmable
Logic Control (“PLC") system instead of a hardwired, relay/switch configuration.

ALTERNATIVES:
1) Approve staff recommendation to approve installation as recommended.
2) Require that additional quotes be obtained.
3) Defer the installation to a later date.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends that the City Commission accept the quote for replacement of
influent pumping controls from A L Covell Electric Inc. dated 2/12/07 at a cost of
$9,975.00

Dade City Sewage Treatment Plant Influent Lift Station Control Panel Upgrade

- See pans list for breakdown of proposed new parts.

- The interior (dead front) door will house the Touch Screen Operator Interface, 6 H-O-A switches and 2
On-Off switches (remote alarm shut off for light at office, and silence for horn at new control panet).

- The original wiring that emerges from grade into the existing lower control panel that is vo Jonger being
used will be capped off in a NEMA 3R gutter just above grade (this will eliminete a {ot of confusion inside
the new control pavel).

- Anew set of 5 floats per tank will be installed and re-piped to each tank respectively. The current control
wiring was put in under emergent conditions and does not lend itself to troubleshooting.

- Any pipes entering the new control panel will do so through a NEMA 3R gutter mounted above the one
previonsly mentioned. This gutter will connect to the control panel with seal off’s as required in a
bazardous location per the N.E.C.

- All 6 pump limit switches will be replaced with new. At time of cstimate, some were noted to be what

looked like original, and their future performance may be limited.

EXPLANATION OF PLC PROGRAM

Uses 5 floats per tank (OFF, LEAD, LAG, LAG-LAG and ALARM)

This will give 3 separate pump operating levels (OFF-LEAD, LEAD-LAG and LAG-LAG-LAG)
Float performance will be monitored by program. If a float does pot actuate, it will sequence to
the next float bt ju the program to keep the tank from alarm condition.

If a float does fail, it will flash an alarm on the monitor with a reset on the same.

Pumps will sequence through on the OFF-LEAD floats under sormal operating conditions, with
additional pumps called for as flow demands.

The third pump operating level in each tank will only allow a pump to run if the total flow out of
the station is less than 1800 gpm (using 300 gpm for pumps 1,3,5; and 600 gpm for pumps 2,4,6)
In no case will the total flow out of the station exceed 1800 gpm.

The program will monitor the pumps for the following:

8. Motor starter overload failure

b. Low flow failure

¢. H-O-A pot in auto failure (only when pump is called for)

d. Seal failure

If any one of these failures occur, the remaining two pumps will alternate thereby  eliminating
“dead timc” for the failed pump. They will also give flash the appropriate failure on the monitor,
with a reset on the same monitor.

In the unlikely circumstance that the PLC is to fail, there is a backup relay system to utilize pumps
2 and 4 (600 gpm)

All 6 pumps will utilize the existing seal failure probes, and will be wired into the PLC. The
operator will be able to “bypass” this alarm by touchscreen if the appropriate code is entered. This
code is there to ensure a small problem does not “snowball” over time.

This program is written such that no one failure will back up the station and therefore “slam” the
plant with a sudden surge.

The operator interface is a touch screen, and is simple in Jayout to provide easy on-site analysis of
what is happening at any given time.

If this control panel is accepted and installed:

o Irequest John Maloy (I.ead Operator) to be present, so that I may “walk” him through
the program and touchscreens.

o Iwill provide a backup version of the programs on CD (they will only be useful with the
appropriate Allen-Bradley and AutomationDirect software / these are both common
software units and are readily available 10 anybody) and a 3-ring binder with a printout of
the PLC program and all wiring documentation with detailed explanations.
