WHEREAS, JACK COOK as representative of CEPHUS FOOD SALES, INC. is the present

FLORIDA AMENDING THE DADE CITY ZONING
ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE ZONING ON LAND
HEREINAFTER DESCRIBED FROM COUNTY ZONING
CATEGORY R-2, LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL AND
RMH, MOBILE HOME PARK, TO ZONING CATEGORY
RG-1, SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 166.041, FLORIDA
STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR  CODIFICATION,
CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
(CEPHUS FOODS)

WHEREAS, JACK COOK, as representative of CEPHUS FOOD SALES, INC., the owner of
land hereinafter described in Section 1 below, did petition on February 9, 2007 for rezoning of
said land; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has been given authority by the State of Florida pursuant to
Chapters 166 and 163, Florida Statutes, to rezone property within the City limits upon receipt of

1. Development shall be in accordance with the application, plans and information
submitted by the developer unless otherwise stipulated or modified herein.

2. The developer shall create a mandatory homeowners’ association in the form of a
non-profit corporation registered with the Florida Secretary of State. The developer shall
convey in fee simple, to an entity other than the City of Dade City, for ownership and
maintenance, all open space, drainage areas, common areas, landscape areas, wetland
areas, buffer areas, preservation/conservation areas, recreation areas, parks, and other
special purpose areas. Prior to approval of the final plat, the homeowners’ association,
documents, including Articles of Incorporation with proof of filing with the Secretary of
State, restrictive covenants, and all exhibits, shall be submitted to the City Attorney for
review along with copies of instruments to be used to convey in fee simple the above-
mentioned areas to said association.

3. In addition to these conditions of approval, the developer shall comply with all
City of Dade City ordinances including all impact fee ordinances.

4. In the event ordinances/resolutions are subsequently adopted or amended by the
City Commission including, but not limited to, utilities, public safety, or transportation
impact fees or others, the developer shall be required to comply with same unless such
ordinances/resolutions materially and adversely change any conditions of approval
granted.

5. Streets shall be public, dedicated to the City, and constructed to City standards.
All internal streets, including associated stormwater inlets and sanitary sewer manhole
rims, shall be constructed at or above the 100 year flood elevation.

6. If applicable, the developer shall install fire hydrants in compliance with the
Pasco County Fire Hydrant Ordinance, as amended. The Developer must provide proof
of the adequacy of said system prior to issuance of the first building permit. In addition,



internal street layout shall comply with current NFPA standards including but not limited
to a 50 foot paved radius on dead end streets 150 feet and longer.

7. Stormwater management and drainage plans shall be designed in accordance with
Southwest Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD) requirements for
open/closed drainage basins, as applicable, and in compliance with the Pasco County
Basins of Special Concern Ordinance, if applicable. The approved SWFWMD permit and
proposed stormwater plan must also be submitted to the Community Development
Director prior to construction plan approval. The developer shall submit a lot grading
plan to the City prior to the final approval of its construction plans.

8. The City of Dade City shall provide water and/or wastewater service to the
project. The developer shall execute a utility service agreement, and a master utility plan
for the project shall be submitted to the Public Works Director for review and approval
prior to construction plan approval. The developer shall construct all water and
wastewater facilities within the development to current City standards.

9. Development shall be in accordance with the Preliminary Site Plan submitted to
the City dated January 22, 2007, as amended.

10.  Unless required elsewhere within the conditions of approval, all conveyances to
the homeowners’ association required pursuant to this rezoning shall occur prior to the
issuance of the first certificate of occupancy in a form acceptable to the City Attorney,
and excluding any homeowner association restrictions or encumbrances, shall be free and
clear of all liens and encumbrances.

11.  The re-zoning request and preliminary plans have been reviewed by staff and
deemed consistent with the Land Development Code, the Comprehensive Plan and the
levels of service requirements, and a compliance certificate will be issued by the City of
Dade City upon final approval of this ordinance.

Section 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 4: That if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is held to be invalid
or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect
the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.




Section S5: This ordinance shall take effect as provided in the City Charter and Chapter 166,
Florida Statutes.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

The award of Bid No. 07-01 for the installation of chain link fencing and gates for the
Beauchamp retention ponds was deferred at the February 27, 2007 City Commission
meeting. The City Commission requested additional information regarding linear footage
and specifications of fencing material.

ISSUES:

The City issued Bid No. 07-01 on January 6, 2007 inviting sealed bids for the installation
of chain link fencing and gates for two (2) retention ponds on Beauchamp Avenue. The
bid package contained specifications to comply with the standards of the Chain-link
Fence Manufacturer’s Institute for Galvanized Steel Chain-link Fence Fabric, Federal
Specifications RR-F-191/1A. (Please refer to attached specifications). The bid
documents required that the propose bidder measure the project to calculate cost for bid
submittal. City staff calculated the projected linear footage to be approximately 1,539 LF
for the large pond and 954 LF for the small pond. Interested bidders were requested to
submit a bid for the base project identified as the large retention pond and an alternate
add identified as the small pond. Three (3) bidders submitted bids to Bid No. 07-01. Bid
results are as follows:

Lanier Fence Inc.: Base Project $36,975.00
Alternate Add $19,550.00
Total Bid $56,525.00

All-Rite Fence Inc.: Base Project  $22,500.00
Alternate Add $13,900.00
Total Bid $36,400.00

Cole Fence Inc.: Base Project  $19,862.06
Alternate Add $12,038.68
Total Bid $31,900.74

Bidders were requested to include the alternate add to determine if the lowest bid
submitted would be sufficient to complete the fencing of both ponds. Cole Fence, Inc.
was the lowest responsive bidder. The total bid of $31,970.74 exceeds the amount
budgeted for the fencing of both ponds. Sufficient funds were budgeted to complete the
fencing of the large retention pond based on the bid amount of $19,862.06 for the base
project.

The fencing surrounding the retention ponds on
Beauchamp is necessary for security and safety. The City issued Bid No. 07-01 on
January 6, 2007 inviting sealed bids for the installation of chain link fencing and gates for
two (2) retention ponds on Beauchamp Avenue. Interested bidders were requested to
submit a bid for the base project identified as the large retention pond and an alternate
add identified as the small pond. Three (3) bidders submitted bids to Bid No. 07-01. Bid
results are as follows:

Alternate Add $19,550.00
Total Bid $56,525.00

All-Rite Fence Inc.: Base Project $22,500.00
Alternate Add $13,900.00
Total Bid $36,400.00

Cole Fence Inc.: Base Project  $19,862.06
Alternate Add $12,038.68
Total Bid $31,900.74



The City requested that bidders bid both the base project and alternate add to determine if
the lowest bid submitted would be sufficient to complete the fencing of both ponds.
