It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Many people living within the City have erected portable shelters to protect a boat,
recreational vehicle or other items in their yards. Currently, the City has no ordinances
which address these shelters or which regulate their safe installation.

ISSUES:

Attached for your consideration is an ordinance which describes these portable shelters as
an accessory structure and requires issuance of a building permit to ensure the safe
erection of the structure. The ordinance also requires that the structure must be erected in
accordance with all manufacturers’ specifications and the metal frame structure must be
secured so as to meet Florida Building Code wind load requirements. All such accessory
structures must be located in the side or rear yards of residential property. In addition,
language has been added to require the continued maintenance of all types of accessory
buildings or structures in a safe, neat and damage-free condition. Most importantly, this
ordinance does not “grandfather” non-complying structures, but requires them to be
brought into compliance within thirty (30) days of the date of the ordinance or removed.

Finally, this ordinance was reviewed and discussed by the Land Development Regulation
Committee on February 12, 2007. That Committee recommended approval of the
attached ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING SECTIONS 5.2 AND 15.2
OF ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 361, AS AMENDED,
REGULATING AND DEFINING ACCESSORY BUILDINGS AND
STRUCTURES TO ADDRESS THE USE AND PERMITTING OF
PORTABLE SHELTERS; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
MODIFICATION, CODIFICATION, SEVERABILITY AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City has previously established zoning districts and zoning
regulations within the City to protect the public health, safety and welfare and to preserve
the aesthetic quality of residential neighborhoods; and

WHEREAS, Sections 5.2 and 15.2 of Zoning Ordinance No. 361 define accessory
structures and buildings and provide appropriate setbacks for same; and

WHEREAS, in recent years, it has become common for people to purchase and utilize
“portable shelters” for storage and protection of motor vehicles, trailers and other items;
and

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to address the permitting and use of these structures
to ensure safety concerns and to address the compatibility of these structures with
regulations governing residential areas as well as other accessory structures.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

Section 1. Section 5.2(f) of Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, is hereby amended
as follows:

5.2 Uses and Structures Permitted in Required Yards.

£ Accessory Uses and Structures. In residential districts, accessory structures and
uses may onlv be placed in the rear vard sh&ll—net—be—leeated—m—fequed—freﬂ{—ef

hall not-belocated—in—a quire€ .Ondoublefrontageor
corner lots in residential districts, accessory uses and structures shall not be
located in either of the required front yards, but may be located in side or rear




yards. No separate accessory building shall be located within five (5) feet of any
building nor closer than three (3) feet to a property line unless a common party-
wall is to be used between abutting property owners.

Section 2, Section 15.2 of Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, is hereby amended
as follows:

15.2 Accessory Use or Structure.

A use or structure on the same lot with and of a nature customarily incidental and
subordinate to the principal use or structure and located on the same lot as that of the
principal structure, building, or use, including but not limited to, swimming pools, pool
decks. utility sheds, detached garages, and screened rooms/portable shelters. For the
purposes of the Land Development Code, portable shelter/shed shall be defined as any
roofed structure designed to shelter vehicles, goods, equipment or property of any kind,

and that is capable of being carried or moved. Erection of accessory structures shall
require a building permit, must meet all manufacturer’s specifications and the structure

shall meet Florida Building Code wind load requirements. Furthermore, all accessory

structures shall be maintained in a neat, clean and damage-free condition. Where an
accessory building is permanently attached to the principal building, it shall be

con51dered a part thereof and not an accessory bulldmg or_structure. A—faei}w&r—the

Section 3. Repealer.

All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and Ordinances
or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any
conflict.

Section 4. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.

Section 5. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.



Section 6. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

Section 7. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

The above ordinance was read and approved upon first reading this 13" day of March,
2007, and adopted following public hearing on the 27th day of March, 2007.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

While a portion of the existing fence ordinance, Section 5.2 of the Zoning Ordinance,
was amended in 2002, a great deal of the original language from 1973 still exists. Much
of the language is unclear and it is difficult for the code enforcement officers to
determine whether violations exist as to height requirements. In addition, the current
ordinance allows the erection of barbed wire fences in residential zoning districts so long
as the minimum lot size is two (2) acres. In addition, the ordinance allows the erection of
an eight foot fence all the way around a residence including the front yard.

ISSUES:

Because there is an original and 2002 amendment to the existing ordinance, I believe it is
cleaner and clearer to repeal the old ordinance provisions and enact all new language.
The new language clarifies that a building permit is required prior to the erection of a
new fence in a residential area. New fences may only be a maximum of four (4) feet in
height in from yards and six (6) feet in side and rear yards. In no case shall a fence block
or obscure the right-of-way or clear site triangle. Electrified fences, barbed wire and
metal fences are now prohibited in residential zoning districts. All fences must be of
uniform construction, the finished side of the fence shall face the adjoining lot, and all
fences shall be maintained in perpetuity. Finally, the ordinance does not apply to fences
or walls erected as buffers around residential or commercial developments.

This ordinance was reviewed and discussed by the Land Development Regulation
Committee on February 12, 2007. That Committee recommended approval of the
attached ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING ORDINANCE NOS. 361,
SECTION 5.2 (a), 593 AND 2002-0795 REGULATING FENCES;
REGULATING FENCES IN RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICTS;
PROHIBITING CERTAIN FENCES IN RESIDENTIAL
DISTRICTS; PROVIDING FOR EXISTING NON-CONFORMING
FENCES; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, CODIFICATION,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance Nos. 593 and 2002-0795 have recently adopted and revised
regulations pertaining to the erection of fences within City limits; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of this Ordinance to substantially amend and reword these
previous ordinances to provide comprehensive fence regulations which protect the
aesthetic integrity of residential neighborhoods while preserving an individual’s right to
privacy; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

SECTION 1. All provisions of Ordinance Nos. 361, Section 5.2 (a), 593 and 2002-0795
are hereby repealed in their entirety.

SECTION 2. A new fence Ordinance shall be created as follows:

Fences and walls shall require a building permit and shall be subject to the following
requirements in residential districts:

A. In any residential district zoned RS, RG-1, RG-2, or in any residential Planned Unit
Development, no fence or wall may exceed six (6) feet in height in side and rear yards
only. Otherwise, no fence in excess of four (4) feet in height shall be permitted in any
front vard except as part of a continuous buffer wall for a subdivision or phase thereof
along collector and arterial street right-of-way lines and at subdivision entrances along

private street right-of-way lines.

B. In all cases, the finished side of the fence or wall shall face the adjoining lot or any
abutting right-of-way. The height of all fences or walls shall be measured on the fence

owner’s property from the ground perpendicular to the fence or wall to the top elevation

of said fence or wall. Support poles, columns, and decorative lights may exceed the
height limitations by not more than one (1) foot. Gates may exceed the height limitations




by not more than two (2) feet. Berms, when used in conjunction with fences or walls,
shall be included in height determinations.

C. Electrified fences, barbed wire, corrugated metal, or sheet aluminum or similar
materials shall not be permitted in any residential districts, provided that fences on
property being used primarily for agriculture purposes at the date of adoption of this
Ordinance shall be exempt herefrom; and such fences may be repaired or replaced with
the same variety of fence so long as the property remains in the agricultural use. Barbed
wire may also be permitted when attached to fences around designated community
facilities when used for security purposes. Such barbed wire must be a minimum of six
(6) feet aboveground as measured from the ground and shall not be included as part of the

height of the fence.

D. In any zoning district, no fence or wall shall be installed on any public or private
right-of-way used as a street, road, highway, or easement for ingress and egress., except as
part of a subdivision entrance in a private street or as otherwise permitted by the City.

E. Each fence or wall erected pursuant to this Ordinance shall be of uniform
construction and appearance and properly maintained and in no event shall a fence or
wall be erected or maintained in such a state of disrepair so as to pose a hazard to the
community.

F. In the event seventy-five percent (75%) or more of a nonconforming fence or wall is
destroyed or removed, whether by natural causes or otherwise, then such replacement
fence or wall must be erected in conformance with the requirements of this Ordinance.

G. This Ordinance shall not apply to those walls or fences erected as buffers pursuant to
the Landscape Ordinance, nor shall this Ordinance apply to walls or fences which are
owned or erected by utility companies or owned, erected, or required by governmental
agencies.

SECTION 3. Repealer

All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and ordinances
or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any
conflict.

SECTION 4. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.
