"In Recognition of Pasco High School’s 100" Graduating Class”

Pasco County with dlstlnctlon and pride, preparing its graduates for careers and life experiences that
have taken them across the world.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and recommendation:

BACKGROUND:

Section 2-511 of the City of Dade City Code of Ordinances allows the City to purchase goods or
services without formal bid when such purchases are the subject of contracts with the county, the
state or the U.S. Federal General Services Administration.

ISSUES:
The Public Works Department is in need of replacement of a Semi Tractor. The Semi Tractor is used

to transport sludge from the wastewater treatment plant to Hayes Road Landfill Facility and to pull a
“low-boy” trailer to move heavy equipment for emergencies and projects. The semi tractor
previously owned by the City was approved for surplus by the City Commission at the October 10,
2006 meeting as age and extensive use made it necessary to replace this item. During this time, we
have been renting a semi-tractor from Penske Truck Leasing.

It is our intention to purchase a semi tractor using the Florida Sheriff’s Association (FSA) Fleet
Vehicle Program. This program, a voluntary cooperative purchasing mechanism between FSA,

the Florida Association of Counties and the Florida Fire Chiefs’ Association, has been found to
be very cost effective for the City and has been utilized for other vehicle purchases.

The provider is Sun State International Trucks. International has an excellent reputation for
producing durable trucks. Specifications and pricing for a ‘07 International Model 7600 SBA 6X4
(SF647) Spec #49 available through State of Florida Contract #06-14-0821A. The contract price is
$94,250.91. This apparatus has been measured to ensure it will fit the reconfigured section of the
wastewater treatment plant after the dewatering system is implemented.

The 2006-2007 Budget included funding for a semi tractor under the Local Option Surcharge
(“Penny”) Fund. We are proposing to again use the Florida League of Cities Master Lease Purchase
Program through Banc of America for the funding. Attached is a quote using an $18,000 down
payment with 4 annual payments. Also included is a funding resolution required for this program,
authorizing the Mayor to execute the funding documents.

This purchase and funding would be handled as exceptions to the purchasing ordinance bidding
provisions, as provided in Section 2-518 — Cooperative Purchasing.



ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:

1. approve the purchase and funding as outlined below
2. require staff to bid the items

3. defer the purchase to a later date

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Commission approve the waiver of bid and authorize purchase ofa
<07 International Model 7600 SBA 6X4 semi tractor and that the Commission approve the use of the
Florida League of Cities Master Lease Purchase program for funding and approve Funding
Resolution #2007-0940 as attached.

It is further recommended that the City Manager be allowed to adjust the purchase amount, not-to-
exceed $2,500.00 for unanticipated expenses in the acquisition of the semi tractor or financing.

FUNDING:
The City Commission included the purchase of the utility tractor funding the first year of a total 5
year program, in the Local Option Sales Tax Surcharge (“Penny for Pasco”) fund in the FY 2006-

2007 Budget.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AUTHORIZING THE
EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF A  MASTER
LEASE/PURCHASE AGREEMENT WITH BANC OF
AMERICA LEASING & CAPITAL, LLC; AUTHORIZING A
LEASE OF A SEMI TRACTOR; AUTHORIZING THE
EXECUTION OF SUCH OTHER DOCUMENTS AS MAY BE
NECESSARY TO COMPLETE THE TRANSACTIONS
CONTEMPLATED HEREBY; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade City,
Florida (the “City”) as follows:

Section 1. Findings. It is hereby ascertained, determined and declared
that:

(a) The City deems it necessary, desirable and in the best
financial interest of the City and its inhabitants that it enter into a Master Equipment
Lease/Purchase Agreement (the “Master Lease/Purchase Agreement”) with Banc of
America Leasing & Capital, LLC (the “Lessor”) as established through the Florida
League of Cities, to provide for the lease and purchase from time to time of equipment
essential to the governmental, municipal or public purposes or functions of the City or
to the services the City provides its inhabitants.

(b) The City has an immediate need for a semi tractor (the
“Equipment”) for the welfare of its citizens, and it is in the best financial interest of
the City that the Equipment be leased pursuant to the Master Lease/Purchase

Agreement.

©) The City is authorized and empowered by the Constitution
and laws of the State of Florida, including particularly Chapter 166, Florida Statutes,
and other applicable provisions of law (the “Act”).

@ The City is authorized and empowered by the Act to enter
into transactions such as those contemplated by the Master Lease/Purchase Agreement
and to fully perform its obligations there under in order to acquire the Equipment.

(e) The small size of the lease financing, current market
conditions and other circumstances require that the Master Lease/Purchase Agreement
and the leases of equipment there under be negotiated at private sale rather than offered
by competitive bid.

Section 2. Authorization of Execution and _Delivery of Master
Lease/Purchase Agreement. The Master Lease/Purchase Agreement, substantially in
the form attached hereto as Exhibit A, with such omissions, insertions and variations as
may be approved on behalf of the City by the Mayor, such approval to be evidenced
conclusively by the Mayor’s execution thereof, is hereby approved and authorized.
The City hereby authorizes and directs the Mayor to execute the Master Lease/Purchase
Agreement and deliver the same to the Lessor. All of the provisions of the Master
Lease/Purchase Agreement, when executed, dated and delivered by or on behalf of the
City as authorized herein and by or on behalf of the Lessor, shall be deemed to be part
of this Resolution as fully and to the same extent as if incorporated verbatim herein.

Section 3. Authorization of Leases of the Equipment. The lease of the
Equipment pursuant to the Master Lease/Purchase Agreement, as set forth on the
attached “Exhibit B - Equipment Description” (together with the Rental Payment
Schedules associated therewith, the “Schedules™), is hereby approved. The City hereby
authorizes and directs the Mayor to execute each of the Schedules and deliver the same
to the Lessor. All of the Schedules, when executed, dated and delivered by or on
behalf of the City as authorized herein and by or on behalf of the Lessor, shall be
deemed to be part of this Resolution as fully and to the same extent as if incorporated
verbatim herein.

Section 4. General Authority. The Mayor, the City Clerk and the
officers, attorneys and other agents and employees of the City are hereby authorized to
do all acts and things required of them by this Resolution or desirable or consistent with
the requirements hereof for the full, punctual and complete performance of all of the
terms, covenants and agreements contained in the Master Lease/Purchase Agreement
and the Schedules, and they~ are hereby authorized to execute and deliver all certificates
and documents which shall reasonably be required by the Lessor to effectuate the
transactions described herein, including without limitation the documents described in
Exhibits B, C and E of the Master Lease/Purchase Agreement.

Section 5. Severability of Invalid Provisions. If any one or more of the
covenants, agreements or provisions of this Resolution shall be held contrary to any
express provision of law or contrary to the policy of express law, though not expressly
prohibited, or against public policy, or shall for any reason whatsoever be held invalid,
then such covenants, agreements and provisions shall be null and void and shall be
deemed separable from the remaining covenants, agreements and provisions of this
Resolution, and shall in no way affect the validity of any of the other covenants,
agreements or provisions hereof.
