Mayor Brock & City Commissioners:

As you know, Dade City Main Street has been working with the city on the selection of
streetscape amenities for downtown. I am pleased to report that we have selected a style

. of bench and trash receptacle that we believe is in keeping with the historic feel of Dade
City and will be an attractive addition to the downtown business district. I have attached
copies of the product specifications for these items, along with a photograph.

Main Street recommends that the city allocate funds from the Community Redevelopment
Agency to make an initial purchase of 20 benches and 15 trash cans for downtown. (The
cost of each bench is $1,000 and the trash can is $700. With freight charges, the total will
be $35,000 - $36,000. Harold Sample has asked us to seek bids from two additional

manufacturers but the total expense would not exceed this amount.)

At its last meeting, the Redevelopment Advisory Committee unanimously approved Main
Street’s recommendation for both the style and quantity of benches and trash cans. In
addition, the Main Street Board of Directors has agreed to allocate $10,000 for five

additional benches and trash cans.

Main Street’s Design Committee has conducted a walking tour of the town and has made
recommendations for precise locations for these amenities. We will be working with both
RAC and the Downtown Merchants Association to be sure these items are located
effectively. While the city may make additional purchases in the future, we believe this
initial purchase will have a dramatic impact on the look and feel of our downtown.

We are excited to be moving forward with these streetscape improvements and we welcome
your comments and input!
