It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As you have previously discussed, in recent months the use of large metal storage units in
both residential and commercial zoning districts has increased. These units are called
portable storage units and are often constructed of steel or old semi-trailer beds. They are
being used to store items during construction and simply for long-term on-premises
storage especially in commercial areas. Currently, the City has no ordinances which
address these portable storage units (PSU) or which regulate the location of the units or
the length of time they may be used.

ISSUES:

The Ordinance attached has been substantially re-written from the version of the
Ordinance which was presented to you on March 13, 2007. At the public hearing on that
date, several local business owners presented comment regarding the current use of
PSU’s by their business and claimed expenses and hardships which have been and would
be incurred as a result of their actual purchase of the PSU’s. Pursuant to your direction
on that date, then, the Ordinance was again presented to the Land Development
Regulation Committee (LDRC) on April 9, 2007 for reconsideration. The attached
ordinance allows for the use of new PSU’s on both residential and non-residential
property only for temporary purposes or during the term of an active building permit.
New PSU’s include any unit placed on property after the effective date of this Ordinance.
The new language added to the Ordinance provides for the “grandfathering” of PSU units
located in non-residential zoning districts and which exist upon the effective date of this
ordinance. In order for the “grandfather” provisions to apply, however, each PSU must
be registered with the building department and must be reviewed by the Development
Review Committee for compliance with various requirements including but not limited to
fire codes, stormwater regulations, parking requirements, etc. In addition, the PSU must
be located to the side or rear of the principal structure within required setback areas, be
tied/secured to the ground and must be actively used for the existing on-site business.

The PSU cannot be used as a separate business in lieu of construction of a building. If
the PSU is self-propelled and/or moveable, it must have a current license and registration.
Finally, the LDRC recommended that owners of “grandfathered” PSU’s pay an annual
registration fee for each unit to maintain that status. They reasoned that the use of PSU’s
enables the business owner to avoid construction of a new building or portion thereof,
and to avoid the associated increase in valuation and ad valorem taxation. A resolution
establishing such fees is attached hereto for your review and approval. Again, based
upon prior Commission discussion, I have reduced the one-time site review fee to
$150.00 per site plus required advertising costs and reduced the annual registration fee to
a flat $0.10/per cubic foot per PSU. The average size of a PSU is approximately 1150
cubic feet which would equate to an annual placement fee of $115.00 per PSU.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve Ordinance No. 2007-0952 and authorize the mayor to execute the
attached ordinance and resolution; or

2. Recommend additional revisions to the attached ordinance and/or resolution; or
3. Do not approve the attached ordinance and resolution.

BY THE CITY COMMISSION
ORDINANCE NO. 2007-0952

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, PROHIBITING THE PERMANENT
USE AND PLACEMENT OF PORTABLE STORAGE UNITS
WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS; PROVIDING FOR RECITALS AND
DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR GRANDFATHERING OF PRE-
EXISTING UNITS; PROVIDING FOR SITE PLAN REVIEW;
PROVIDING FOR REGISTRATION AND A REVIEW
SCHEDULE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, INCLUSION IN
CODE, REPEALER AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida finds the public
health, safety, and welfare will be served through the creation of regulations governing
the use and placement of portable storage units within the City limits; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has created the Citizens Advisory Committee for the
Land Development Code to review existing land use ordinances and to create new
ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Citizens Advisory Committee has reviewed this Ordinance providing for
the regulation of portable storage units; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance is designed to improve the aesthetic appearance of residential
neighborhoods and commercial areas in the City, and to protect the health, safety and
welfare of the public by prohibiting the permanent placement of new portable storage
units and registering and regulating existing units.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of Dade City, Florida
as follows:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated
herein.

SECTION 2. Definitions.

A. Portable Storage Unit _means a non-self-propelled, temporary container often
constructed of steel and which is intended to be used for the off-site storage of personal
property. For the purposes of this Ordinance, a personal storage unit is not a building,
accessory structure, or a structure as would be associated in reference to the Florida
Building Code or the Land Development Code and includes but is not limited to PODS,
steel containers, and semi-trailers. Garbage dumpsters and portable structures designed
for depositing recyclable items or personal goods to be donated to a non-profit charitable

organization are not included in this definition.




SECTION 3. Portable Storage Units.
A. Following the effective date of this Ordinance, new portable storage units (PSU) may

only be allowed on residential or commercial property on a temporary basis subject to the

following regulations:

(1) PSU’s shall not exceed eight (8) feet in width, sixteen (16) feet in length and
nine (9) feet in height;

PSU’s shall be placed either on a driveway, approved designated parking area or

in the buildable portion of a lot, and shall not be placed in a right-of-way;

PSU’s shall have safety reflectors on all sides of the container facing oncoming
traffic. PSU’s shall not create a hazardous condition and shall not block
visibility for intersections of streets, alleys, driveways or sidewalks;

PSU’s shall not exceed the following durations of stay. An “event” shall consist

of the delivery and pickup of the PSU. Events shall be non-consecutive.

a.

Single Family or Two-Family Residential Use: Up to two (2) PSU
containers during the term of an active building permit or for a maximum
of twentv-one (21) calendar days per event with a maximum of three (3)

events per dwelling unit per calendar year.

Non-residential Use (Includes Multi-Family Development): Up to two (2)
PSU containers during the term of an active building permit or for a
maximum of twenty-one (21) calendar days per event with a maximum of
three (3) events per each non-residential unit on a property per calendar
year or up to sixty (60) days for one event per each calendar year provided
that the PSU is in a designated parking area and on a portion of the site
that has less visibility from adjoining street rights-of-way.

B. Those PSU’s located in a CG, General Commercial, CN, Neighborhood Commercial,

CBD. Central Business District, CH, Highway Commercial, or RIO, Residential

Institutional, Office zoning district and existing on the effective date of this Ordinance

may remain so long as the following requirements are met:

(1) Each PSU must comply with all applicable fire codes;

(2) Unless the PSU is moved from the site on a regular basis, no advertising of any
kind other than the name of the company and telephone number shall be permitted on

the exterior of PSU’s;

(3) The exterior color of PSU’s must coordinate with or complement the color of
the principal structure;




(4) The PSU must be actively used for the existing on-site business. The PSU must
be used as an accessory use to and not in lieu of a principal structure;

(5) The PSU must be located in the rear or side of the principal structure and within
required setbacks;

(6) The PSU must be tied down or secured to the property;

(7) I the PSU is self-propelled and/or moveable, it must have a current license and
registration;

(8) All PSU’s must be maintained in good repair including but not limited to
exterior paint;

(9) Owners of existing PSU’s must register each PSU with the Building Department
within fortv-five (45) days of the effective date of this Ordinance. Failure to register
and maintain registration, failure to comply with the provisions of this Ordinance and
or abandonment of the PSU for a period of six (6) months or more shall necessitate
the immediate removal of the PSU; and

(10) Upon registration, applicants must submit a site plan showing the location of
each PSU on the property. Each site plan shall be reviewed by the Development
Review Committee for compliance with stormwater regulations, parking
requirements, etc.

C. All PSU’s shall:

(1) Have the name and current phone number and address of the company
providing/owning the PSU and the date the PSU was placed at the site clearly posted
on the exterior; and

(2) PSU’s shall be locked and secured by the owner or tenant of the unit or property
at all times when loading or unloading is not taking place. Storage of hazardous
material is prohibited.

D. This Ordinance shall not be applicable to PSU’s located on industrially zoned

property.

E. The City Commission shall establish appropriate permitting and registration fees for
administration of this Ordinance by separate resolution.

SECTION 4. Repealer

All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and ordinances
or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any

conflict.



SECTION 5. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the

Commission.
SECTION 6. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.

SECTION 7. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

SECTION 8. Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

The above ordinance was read and approved upon first reading this 8th day of May,
2007, and adopted following public hearing on the 12th day of June, 2007.

RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA ESTABLISHING
SITE PLAN REVIEW FEES AND ANNUAL FEES FOR
LOCATION OF EXISTING PORTABLE STORAGE
UNITS.

WHEREAS, the City Commission has adopted an ordinance regulating the placement of existing

portable storage units (PSU) in commercially zoned areas within the City; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that numerous businesses currently utilize

portable storage units as cost-effective accessory structures to the principal building; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined further that the proposed fees are necessary to
order to review and provide for correction of unsafely located or secured portable storage units

and/or aesthetically unappealing units.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade City,
Florida in regular session duly assembled, that said Commission hereby adopts the following

fees pertaining to portable storage units:

SECTION 1. Administrative Review and Registration Fees for Portable Storage Units are

established as follows:

A. Development Review- Initial Site Plan Review .... $150.00 plus advertising costs per PSU
B. Annual Registration Fee: $0.10 per cubic feet per PSU

SECTION 2. Any prior resolution or portion thereof establishing a rate schedule for
administrative functions of the Building, Community Development, or Zoning Divisions of the
City of Dade City that is inconsistent with this Resolution is hereby repealed to the extent that it

is inconsistent herewith.



SECTION 3. This Resolution shall become effective when duly signed by the Mayor.
