It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

This action is in response to the petition filed April 10, 2007, by East Pasco Habitat for
Humanity, Inc., requesting a public hearing pursuant to Section 177.101, Florida Statutes,
before the City Commission for vacation of public right-of-way.

ISSUES:

The Petitioner is asking the City to vacate the right-of-way depicted in Exhibit “A”
attached hereto so that they may use the property for construction of an additional single
family home. The portion of the right-of-way to be vacated is approximately 110 feet
long by 50 feet wide and is located immediately north of Main Avenue. Habitat currently
has a contract to purchase the adjacent property, Lots 11 through 15 of Cable’s
Subdivision, which are located between Davis and Main Avenues to the immediate west
of the area to be vacated. Habitat plans to construct a total of five (5) single family
homes on the property.  This right-of-way was previously dedicated to the public by
recorded plat in Plat Book 5, Page 39 of the Public Records of Pasco County, Florida.

This right-of-way is unimproved.

In preparation for this item, notice of the proposed vacation was forwarded to the Dade
City Utility Department, Sprint, TECO, and Bright House Networks. There were no
objections filed. Therefore this office recommends approval of the vacation of right-of-

way.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the Petition.



2. Disapprove the petition in case there is some future need for this right-of-way.

RECOMMENDATION:
The Community Development Department recommends the City Commission approve
Alternative No. 1, authorize the Mayor to execute the attached Resolution to Vacate the

above-described right-of-way of 20™ Street, and instruct the City Clerk to record the
Resolution in the Public Records of Pasco County.

. It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission has granted approval for staff to surplus vehicles and equipment
where it is not cost effective to repair. Identified items have been taken to Tampa
Machinery Auction and this has proven to be an excellent method to dispose of surplus

property.

ISSUES:
The Wastewater Division of Public Works has a 1963 Truck with Crane referred to as a

Boom Truck (Equipment ID #219) purchased in 1963 for approximately $9,000.00. The
boom truck is not being used due to several mechanical and safety concerns. The age of
the apparatus presents a challenge to find necessary parts and mechanics qualified to
repair this type of machinery. Although the odometer registers 20,398 miles, it has been
broken for years so the true mileage of this vehicle is not accurate. The Commission
recently approved the purchase of a used 1997 Boom Truck to replace the 1963 truck.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Commission may:
1. Approve the declaration of surplus and dispose of the 1963 boom truck.
2. Direct Fleet Maintenance to attempt to repair the 1963 boom truck to retain in the

City’s fleet.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the City Commission declare the 1963 Truck with Crane (Boom

Truck) Serial Number GWW 2700 (City ID# 219) as surplus and authorize its
consignment to Tampa Machinery Auction for sale.

FUNDING:
The FY 2006-2007 Budget does not include funds to repair this specific apparatus.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:
The fire escape stairway has been deemed as unsafe by the City Building Official and

must be repaired. The Commission authorized staff to expedite the needed repairs and
waived the bid process to obtain quotes from local companies at the June 12, 2007
meeting. Vendors were required to submit their quotes for the project no later than 10:00
AM. on Friday, June 29, 2007 to be opened at 10:05 A.M.

ISSUES:
The City requested that vendors submit bids in response for specifications for the repairs

of a fire escape stairway. (Please see attached). Three (3) vendors submitted quotes to
repair the fire escape stairway as identified in the project specifications. The results are
as follows:

Ryman Construction of Florida, Inc.: $32,487.50
W.A. Neumann Construction, Inc.: $17,485.00
Borregard Construction, Inc. $11,200.00
Alternate for painting ramp: 570.00

Total: $11,770.00

The City Building Official reviewed the submitted quotes to determine each were in
agreement as to the scope of the project. (Please see attached). Borregard Construction,
Inc. was determined to have the lowest responsive bid of $11,200.00. In addition to the
base bid, Borregard submitted an alternate to sandblast and paint the railing on the ramp
going to the stairs for $570.00. Staff recommends the sandblasting and painting of the
ramp be included for the overall esthetic appearance.



ALTERNATIVES:

1. The City Commission may award the repair of the fire escape stairway with
additional painting of the ramp railing in the amount of $11,770.00 to Borregard
Construction, Inc.

2. The City Commission may award the repair of the fire escape stairway without
the additional painting of the ramp railing in the amount of $11,200.00 to
Borregard Construction, Inc.

3. The City Commission may reject the award to Borregard Construction, Inc. and
direct staff to formally bid the project.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Commission award the repair of the fire escape stairway
with additional painting of the ramp railing in the amount of $11,770.00 to Borregard
Construction, Inc.

FUNDING:

This project is necessary as an emergency as the fire escape must be available as an exit
during a fire. Funds were included in the FY 2006-2007 Budget to paint the exterior of
City Hall. The cost to repair the fire escape stairway can be taken from this allocation.
