It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:
The Dade City Police Department has participated for several years with the other law

enforcement agencies in Pasco County in the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant
(JAG) Program. For each law enforcement agency that participates, this grant program supplies
overtime funding for drug enforcement through the use of off duty police officers. This program
provides a source of revenue that would not be available in the standard operating budget of the

police department for drug enforcement.

ISSUES:
The attached Memorandum of Understanding has been sent to the City by the Sheriff’s

Department. It outlines the combined mission, objectives and responsibilities of the agencies
participating in the program and is identical to Memorandums approved by the Commission in

previous years.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Approve the Memorandum of Understanding with the Pasco County Sheriff.
2. Do not approve the Memorandum of Understanding with the Pasco County Sheriff.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is the recommendation of the staff of the Dade City Police Department that the City continue

to participate in this program.

FUNDING:

The program provides a 75% reimbursement for overtime monies spent on S.N.A.P. activities.
The remaining 25% is the responsibility of the agency. During the last five years, the city’s
portion has never exceeded $5,000. This money is included in the budget.



MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

PURPOSE:

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding is to outline the combined mission,
objectives and responsibilities of the agencies participating in the S.N.4.P. (Street Narcotics
Apprehension Program). This Memorandum of Understanding will formalize policy, guidance,
planning and the objectives of participating agencies as it relates to the Edward Byrme Memorial
Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program. This Memorandum of Understanding is entered into
between Bob White Sheriff of Pasco County, New Port Richey Police Department, Port Richey
Police Department, Dade City Police Department and Zephyrhills Police Department and shall be
in effect for the duration of the grant. Under no circumstances may this Memorandum of
Understanding be changed or amended except by in writing and with the agreement of the above

parties.

MISSION:

To identify, apprehend and assist in the prosecution of drug offenders, and seize illicit drugs and
assets of those engaged in illicit street level drug activity.

To improve the quality of life for all residents of Pasco County by working collectively to
suppress the illicit trade and use of control substances.

OBJECTIVES:

02.01: Arrest 125 offenders for the commission of drug offenses.
02.02: Seize 750 grams of powdered or crack cocaine.

02.03: Seize 15 pounds of marijuana, excluding marijuana plants seized through eradication
operations.

02.04: Scize 300 grams of dangerous drugs, LSD, PCP, barbiturates, amphetamines, etc.
02.05: To conduct 280 drug-related investigations during the grant period.

02.06: To conduct_5 _multi-jurisdictional drug-related investigations (involving agencies in
addition to project-funded agencies) during the grant period.



COMPOSITION - ADMINISTRATION:

Bob White Sheriff of Pasco County will administer the grant program, prepare financial
reimbursement requests and quarterly and annual status reports as required by the Florida
Department of Law Enforcement and the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant

(JAG) Program.
Personnel:

Bob White Sheriff of Pasco County will provide two detectives to be assigned full time to the
Task Force. New Port Richey Police Department will provide one detective to be assigned full
time to the Task Force. Zephyrhills Police Department will provide one detective to be assigned
full time to the Task Force. Other participating law Enforcement agencies may assign officers to
work on Task Force objectives on a part time basis.

Liability:

Each participating agency engaging in any Task Force initiative agrees to assume responsibility
for the acts, omissions, or conduct of such party’s own employees while engaged in said Task
Force initiatives.

Loss/Damaged Property:

Each participating agency shall be responsible for bearing its own costs associated with any loss
or damage incurred to such jurisdiction’s property, equipment or resources as a result of the use
of such property during a Task Force initiative.

Chain of Command:
During Task Force initiatives participating agency members will receive guidance and direction

from the coordinating agency. However, unity of command dictates that they will at all times be
under the jurisdiction, supervision and chain of command of their participating agency.

Task Force Advisory Council:

A Task Force Advisory Council will be established comprising of Bob White Sheriff of Pasco
County and Police Chiefs from the cities of New Port Richey, Port Richey, Dade City and
Zephyrhills. Advisory Council members may delegate this authority to subordinates within their

organization.

The Task Force Advisory Council will meet quarterly to recommend short and long term
initiatives and provide guidance to the Task Force. In addition to Advisory Council initiatives,
Task Force members are encouraged to individually pursue grant objectives within their

jurisdiction.



It will be incumbent on the Task Force Advisory Council to insure that it’s actions as a governing
board do not conflict with the Standard Conditions of Agreement as set forth in Section 5 of the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant

(JAG) Program.

Records and Reports:

All Task Force reports will be completed by each officer involved, individually, utilizing their
respective agency’s reporting system. Copies of all reports will be forwarded to the Sheriff’s
Office Vice and Narcotics Unit to facilitate the compiling of a centralized data base for
intelligence and grant reporting purposes.

Statistical Reporting;

In an effort to ensure a coordinated approach in documenting Task Force objectives, agency
members will initiate an activity report immediately following any Task Force initiative. The
Sheriff’s Office will be responsible for collecting, recording and submitting all required
statistical data and reports generated from task force initiatives.

Reimbursements:

Member agencies assigning part time officers to Task Force initiatives will be reimbursed based
on the individual officer rate of pay for overtime. Overtime will be paid at the rate of time and
an half in accordance with the individual agencies overtime policy. Member agencies will be
required to submit reimbursement claims to the Task Force on a monthly basis at the end of their
respective pay period. Reimbursements will be paid out to member agencies quarterly and
should be utilized by the member agency to reimburse monies paid out of their overtime account.

Forfeitures:

In accordance with Office of Justice Programs Financial Guide rules, property and/or assets
seized for forfeiture are considered to be program or project generated income and must be
handled according to Office of Justice Programs Financial Guide, U.S. Department of Justice
Common Rule for State and Local Government. (Reference: The Cash Management
Improvement Act of 1990). The Pasco County Sheriff’s Office Forfeiture Unit will maintain
care, custody and control of all property and/or assets seized during any Task Force initiative and
will be responsible for initiating forfeiture action and/or disposing of the property and/or assets in
accordance with the Florida Contraband Forfeiture Act and granting authority guidelines.

Program Income:

Upon meeting the requirements set forth in the Office of Justice Programs Financial Guide,
Program Income will be disbursed to the participating agency in whose jurisdiction it was seized
for forfeiture. Multi-jurisdictional seizures or cases involving seizures arising from multi-
jurisdictional investigations will be disbursed based on recommendations from the Task Force
Advisory Council. However, the decision as to percentage of entitlement, or distribution on non-



divisible property shall be made on a case-by-case basis, pursuant to agreement between agency
members of the Task Force participating in the actual investigation or operation. It is agreed that
the percentage of any proceeds from forfeited property or the value of property retained by an
agency shall be commensurate with the participation of that agency in the activity which resulted
in the seizure, unless otherwise agreed by the agencies participating in the seizure. Any agency
which provides for court costs or costs for maintaining seized property shall be reimbursed out of
any proceeds from the sale of seized property prior to the distribution of proceeds or receive
consideration during the distribution of non-divisible assets. Program generated income which is
returned to member agencies will be governed according to Florida State Statute 932.7055 and as
such shall be deposited in a special Law Enforcement Trust Fund.

Equipment:

At the termination of the Grant year should the S.N.A.P. Program disband, ownership of any
equipment purchased with grant funds will revert to the participating agency who provided
matching funds for said equipment’s purchase

Press Releases:

Any press release concerning Task Force activity will be coordinated through all agencies
participating in an arrest, investigation, or operation.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

On May 21, 2007, Rob Northrop, on behalf of SAR Properties, Inc., submitted a
completed application for rezoning of 21.78 acres of property located on the west side of
Happy Hill Road north of State Road 52. The property is located across the road from
the proposed Summit View Subdivision. As you may recall, this property was formerly
owned by the Camerons who annexed the property into the City in 2002. Shortly
thereafter, Pasco County filed suit against the City contesting the legality of the
annexation. Although the Court found in favor of the City, the property has never been
given City zoning. In March 2007, the new owners of the property filed an application
for contraction or “de-annexation” of the property which was denied by the City
Commission. The subject property is located within a RES-1, Residential (1 du/ga) land
use category which permits only one acre lots. The surrounding zoning and land use is as

follows:

North (County): RES-1/AC (Existing Single Family)
East (City): LDR/PD-1 (Summit View Subdivision)
West (County): RES-1/ MPUD (Lake Jovita)

South (County): RES-1/ AC and AR

ISSUES:

All development within Dade City must be reviewed for consistency and conformity with
the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan. The subject property is currently
undeveloped and abuts the Lake Jovita MPUD on the west side. The properties to the
north are developed with site built homes on minimum ten (10) acre lots. The properties
to the south are developed with mobile homes on one (1) acre lots. The property across

the street to the east is current under development as the Summit View Subdivision. The
entire west side of Happy Hill Road is designated RES-1 (1 du/ga) in the County. The
applicants are requesting appropriate zoning to allow one acre lots for residential
development. The County’s Zoning Administrator has previously been contacted
regarding this matter and is satisfied with one acre lots in this area.

This office has reviewed the proposed use and finds it to be consistent with the requested
zoning and existing FLUM designation. The subject property will be connected to City
water and sewer. Access to the property will be from Happy Hill Road and shall be
reviewed by the County during its access management review. Conditions have been
proposed for the property limiting net lot size to one acre, requiring Development Review
Committee review prior to development, and requiring compliance with the County’s
Basins of Special Concern Ordinance if applicable.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached Ordinance and authorize the mayor to execute same.

2. Do not approve the attached Ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:

This Office recommends that the City Commission approve Alternative No. 1.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY,
FLORIDA AMENDING THE DADE CITY ZONING
ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE ZONING ON LAND
HEREINAFTER DESCRIBED FROM COUNTY ZONING
CATEGORY AC, AGRICULTURAL, TO ZONING
CATEGORY PD-1, PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT, IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION
166.041, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR
CODIFICATION, CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY, AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE. (SAR PROPERTIES)

WHEREAS, ROB NORTHROP and SANDY ANGEL, as representatives of SAR
PROPERTIES, INC., the owner of land hereinafter described in Section 1 below, did petition on

May 21, 2007 for rezoning of said land; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has been given authority by the State of Florida pursuant to
Chapters 166 and 163, Florida Statutes, to rezone property within the City limits upon receipt of
written consent of the land owner, together with the approval of the City Commission of said

rezoning duly expressed by Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, due public notice of hearings on the proposed rezoning was given by the City
Commission and Planning Board on July 20, 2007, as required by Article XIV, Section 14.2 of
Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and Chapter 166, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the City’s Planning Board, did hold a public hearing on August 1, 2007 to consider
said proposed rezoning; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that the PD-1, Planned Unit Development
zoning category would be appropriate, is consistent with the underlying land use category, and
would promote the general welfare, and encourage proper development within the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: The above Whereas clauses are hereby adopted and incorporated herein.
