It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Article VI of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance governs the adoption of the Planned Unit
Development (PUD) zoning district. Specifically, Section 6.1(j)(2) provides that the
previously approved PUD ordinance and/or preliminary plan may be amended following
consideration by the Planning Commission and the City Commission. Non-substantial
amendments do not require a public hearing, but may be considered as a regular agenda
item.

ISSUES:

The original PUD ordinance for the Abbey Glen Subdivision was approved on February
14, 2006. At this time, the applicant has requested the following revision to the Abbey
Glen preliminary plan and/or Ordinance No. 2005-0874:

1. The original preliminary plan and associated ordinance caps the total number of
lots at 113. The applicant is requesting an additional one (1) lot to total 114
single family lots. No other changes are proposed.

On August 1, 2007, the Planning Commission considered this matter and unanimously
recommended approval of this proposed non-substantial amendment.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the non-substantial amendment of the Abbey Glen preliminary plan to
allow a total of 114 single family lots; or

2. Find that the proposed amendment constitutes a substantial amendment and
advertise this item for a public hearing; or



3. Deny any amendment to the Abbey Glen PUD.

RECOMMENDATION:
This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

On May 21, 2007, Rob Northrop, on behalf of SAR Properties, Inc., submitted a
completed application for rezoning of 21.78 acres of property located on the west side of
Happy Hill Road north of State Road 52. The property is located across the road from
the proposed Summit View Subdivision. As you may recall, this property was formerly
owned by the Camerons who annexed the property into the City in 2002. Shortly
thereafter, Pasco County filed suit against the City contesting the legality of the
annexation. Although the Court found in favor of the City, the property has never been
given City zoning. In March 2007, the new owners of the property filed an application
for contraction or “de-annexation” of the property which was denied by the City
Commission. The subject property is located within a RES-1, Residential (1 du/ga) land
use category which permits only one acre lots. The surrounding zoning and land use is as
follows:

North (County): RES-1/AC (Existing Single Family)
East (City): LDR/PD-1 (Summit View Subdivision)
West (County): RES-1/ MPUD (Lake Jovita)

South (County): RES-1/ AC and AR

ISSUES:

All development within Dade City must be reviewed for consistency and conformity with
the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan. The subject property is currently
undeveloped and abuts the Lake Jovita MPUD on the west side. The properties to the
north are developed with site built homes on minimum ten (10) acre lots. The properties
to the south are developed with mobile homes on one (1) acre lots. The property across
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the street to the east is current under development as the Summit View Subdivision. The
entire west side of Happy Hill Road is designated RES-1 (1 du/ga) in the County. The
applicants are requesting appropriate zoning to allow one acre lots for residential
development. The County’s Zoning Administrator has previously been contacted
regarding this matter and is satisfied with one acre lots in this area.

This office has reviewed the proposed use and finds it to be consistent with the requested
zoning and existing FLUM designation. The subject property will be connected to City
water and sewer. Access to the property will be from Happy Hill Road and shall be
reviewed by the County during its access management review. Conditions have been
proposed for the property limiting net lot size to one acre, requiring Development Review
Committee review prior to development, and requiring compliance with the County’s
Basins of Special Concern Ordinance if applicable.

On August 1, 2007, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on this matter.
Following the hearing, the Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend
approval of the rezoning subject to the following additional conditions:

1. The rezoning shall be limited to 21 gross units. The property shall be platted and
shall contain site built homes only;

2. No dirt shall be removed from or hauled to the site;

3. the developer must obtain a right-of-way use permit from Pasco County and
comply with the County’s Access Management Ordinance prior to final plat

approval;

4. The developer must demonstrate compliance with all SWFWMD and FDEP
regulations prior to final plat approval; and

5. The developer/builder must contribute $100 per unit for City park improvements
at the time of issuance of building permit.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached Ordinance and authorize the mayor to execute same;
2. Recommend additional conditions or changes to this ordinance; or

3. Do not approve the attached Ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION:

This Office recommends that the City Commission approve Alternative No. 1.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY,
FLORIDA AMENDING THE DADE CITY ZONING
ORDINANCE TO CHANGE THE ZONING ON LAND
HEREINAFTER DESCRIBED FROM COUNTY ZONING
CATEGORY AC, AGRICULTURAL, TO ZONING
CATEGORY PD-1, PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT, IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION
166.041, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR
CODIFICATION, CONFLICT, SEVERABILITY, AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE. (SAR PROPERTIES)

WHEREAS, ROB NORTHROP and SANDY ANGEL, as representatives of SAR
PROPERTIES, INC., the owner of land hereinafter described in Section 1 below, did petition on
May 21, 2007 for rezoning of said land; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has been given authority by the State of Florida pursuant to
Chapters 166 and 163, Florida Statutes, to rezone property within the City limits upon receipt of
written consent of the land owner, together with the approval of the City Commission of said

rezoning duly expressed by Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, due public notice of hearings on the proposed rezoning was given by the City
Commission and Planning Board on July 20, 2007, as required by Article XIV, Section 14.2 of
Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and Chapter 166, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the City’s Planning Board, did hold a public hearing on August 1, 2007 to consider
said proposed rezoning; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that the PD-1, Planned Unit Development
zoning category would be appropriate, is consistent with the underlying land use category, and
would promote the general welfare, and encourage proper development within the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION
OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: The above Whereas clauses are hereby adopted and incorporated herein.
Section 2: The following described lands, lying and being situated in Pasco County, to wit:

TRACT 1: THAT PART OF THE NORTHEAST % OF THE SOUTHEAST ' OF
SECTION 31, TOWNSHIP 24 SOUTH, RANGE 21 EAST, PASCO COUNTY, FLORIDA,



LYING WEST OF THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF COUNTY ROAD NO. 579, LESS AND
EXCEPT THE NORTH 960.69 FEET THEREOF.

TRACT 2: THAT PART OF THE SOUTH 359.80 FEET OF THE NORTH 960.69 FEET
OF THE NORTHEAST % OF THE SOUTHEAST % OF SECTION 31, TOWNSHIP 24
SOUTH, RANGE 21 EAST, PASCO COUNTY, FLORIDA, LYING WEST OF THE
RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR COUNTY ROAD 579, SUBJECT TO 30.00 FOOT EASEMENT
FOR EASTERLING ROAD ALONG THE EAST BOUNDARY.

is hereby rezoned to PD-1, subject to the following conditions:

1.

Development shall be limited to a maximum of twenty-one (21) one-acre (gross) lots and
shall be in accordance with the application, plans and information submitted by the developer
unless otherwise stipulated or modified here. This shall be a platted subdivision with site
built homes only.

Development shall be in accordance with the application, plans and information submitted by
the developer unless otherwise stipulated or modified herein.

The developer shall create a mandatory homeowners’ association in the form of a non-profit
corporation registered with the Florida Secretary of State. The developer shall convey in fee
simple, to an entity other than the City of Dade City, for ownership and maintenance, all
open space, drainage areas, common areas, landscape areas, wetland areas, buffer areas,
preservation/conservation areas, recreation areas, parks, and other special purpose areas.
Prior to approval of the final plat, the homeowners’ association, documents, including
Articles of Incorporation with proof of filing with the Secretary of State, restrictive
covenants, and all exhibits, shall be submitted to the City Attorney for review along with
copies of instruments to be used to convey in fee simple the above-mentioned areas to said

association.

In addition to these conditions of approval, the developer shall comply with all City of Dade
City ordinances including all impact fee ordinances.

In the event ordinances/resolutions are subsequently adopted or amended by the City
Commission including, but not limited to, utilities, public safety, or transportation impact
fees or others, the developer shall be required to comply with same unless such
ordinances/resolutions materially and adversely change any conditions of approval granted.

Streets shall be public, dedicated to the City, and constructed to City standards. All internal
streets, including associated stormwater inlets and sanitary sewer manhole rims, shall be
constructed at or above the 100 year flood elevation.

If applicable, the developer shall install fire hydrants in compliance with the Pasco County
Fire Hydrant Ordinance, as amended. The Developer must provide proof of the adequacy of
said system prior to issuance of the first building permit. In addition, internal street layout
shall comply with current NFPA standards including but not limited to a 50 foot paved radius
on dead end streets 150 feet and longer.

Stormwater management and drainage plans shall be designed in accordance with Southwest
Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD) requirements for open/closed drainage
basins, as applicable, and in compliance with the Pasco County Basins of Special Concern
Ordinance, if applicable. The approved SWFWMD permit and proposed stormwater plan
must also be submitted to the Community Development Director prior to construction plan
approval. The developer shall submit a lot grading plan to the City prior to the final approval
of its construction plans.

The City of Dade City shall provide water and/or wastewater service to the project. The
developer shall execute a utility service agreement, and a master utility plan for the project
shall be submitted to the Public Works Director for review and approval prior to construction
plan approval. The developer shall construct all water and wastewater facilities within the
development to current City standards.

Unless required elsewhere within the conditions of approval, all conveyances to the
homeowners’ association required pursuant to this rezoning shall occur prior to the issuance
of the first certificate of occupancy in a form acceptable to the City Attorney, and excluding
any homeowner association restrictions or encumbrances, shall be free and clear of all liens

and encumbrances.

The developer/builder shall contribute $100.00 per residential unit as a park development fee,
which fee shall be payable at the time of issuance of each building permit.

No dirt shall be removed from or hauled to the site. In addition, the developer shall
demonstrate compliance with all applicable Southwest Florida Water Management District
(SWFWMD) and Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) requirements
prior to approval of the final plat.

The developer shall obtain a right-of-way use permit and comply with the County’s Access
Management Ordinance prior to connection to Happy Hill Road.

The re-zoning request has been reviewed by staff and deemed consistent with the Zoning
Ordinance, the Comprehensive Plan and applicable levels of service requirements.

Section 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 4: That if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is held to be invalid
or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect
the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.



Section 5: This ordinance shall take effect as provided in the City Charter and Chapter 166,
Florida Statutes.

The foregoing Ordinance No.: 2007-0961 was read and passed on introduction on July 24, 2007,
and was read and adopted following a public hearing in open and regular meeting on the 14th
day of August, 2007 by the City Commission of Dade City, Florida.
