It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

In April 2005, the City approved a “pre-annexation” developer agreement with JDR
Properties (JDR) which was developed pursuant to Ordinance No. 2004-0852 and
Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, and contains provisions that are binding on all property
developed within the new business center including but not limited to the following:

e JDR will annex all of the property it owns known as the Dade City Business
Center into the City of Dade City; and

e Since transportation impact fees were accounted for at the time the County’s fees
went into effect in 1986, no additional transportation impact fees will be assessed
against the project unless trip generation of the new facility is shown to exceed
that generated by the Pasco Beverage Plant; and

e The Business Center will connect to City sewer service for domestic sewage only.
JDR will pay all expenses and perform all construction necessary to run utility
lines from its property to the nearest connection point. The City agrees to require
any adjacent developers who may tap into this line in the future to pay their
proportionate share of construction costs; and

e The City agrees to waive all application fees for the annexation, rezoning and
future land use map amendment; and

e JDR will submit a site plan for the project and individual building permits for
individual structures on the property. JDR will provide an engineer’s certification
of compliance of all improvements which will be in addition to the City’s
inspection of the construction. The City has agreed that the project, throughout
the term of this agreement, will be subject to the land development regulations,
including landscaping, parking and sign regulations, in effect at the time of the
annexation; and

e JDR will construct and install streetscape beautification improvements and
facilities on the right-of-way adjacent to the main entrance of the project. Said D l
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improvements and facilities shall include, but are not limited to, landscaping,
lighting, median improvements, and utility pole banners; and

e In order to address the positive economic impacts and benefits of this project on
the City of Dade City, the City agrees to reimburse to JDR a pre-determined
amount as incentive reimbursement toward costs for construction of the
streetscape as well as sewer connection and impact fees. Said reimbursement will
be made from City property taxes beginning the second year after the project is on
the City’s tax rolls, up to the agreed upon amount.

ISSUES:

At this time, JDR has filed an application for annexation of another 3.78 acres of property
into the City of Dade City. As you may recall, in December 2006, JDR annexed an
additional 18.94 acres of property into the City. When the original development
agreement was written, it failed to provide for the automatic inclusion of future
annexations into the terms and requirements of the approved agreement. The proposed
addendum to the development agreement attached hereto provides for inclusion of the
former, current and future annexed parcels into the terms of the development agreement

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the first addendum to the JDR developer agreement and authorize the
Mayor’s execution of same.

2. Recommend changes to the first addendum to the JDR developer agreement.

3. Do not approve the first addendum to the JDR developer agreement.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is the recommendation of this office that the Commission approve Alternative No. 1

FUNDING:

Funding for advertisement of this agreement has previously been budgeted. The
agreement provides for the waiver of certain fees on annexed property.



FIRST ADDENDUM TO CITY OF DADE CITY
ANNEXATION AGREEMENT FOR DADE CITY
BUSINESS CENTER PROJECT

THIS AMENDMENT is made by and between JDR PROPERTIES OF PASCO,
INC., a Florida corporation (“JDR”) and the CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, a
municipal corporation under the laws of the State of Florida (the “CITY™).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, JDR and the CITY entered into an Annexation Agreement For Dade
City Business Center Project dated May 24, 2005 for the re-development of the former
Lykes-Pasco and Pasco Beverage Company citrus juice facility, hereinafter referred to as
“the project site”, as a business and industrial park to be known as the Dade City
Business Center; and

WHEREAS, the said agreement provided terms and conditions for the initial
annexation and understandings as to the conditions, impacts, reimbursements and
requirements for the re-development of the properties; and

WHEREAS, on June 12, 2005 by Ordinance No. 2005-0891, CITY annexed the
first JDR parcels pursuant to the above Agreement; and

WHEREAS, on December 12, 2006 by Ordinance No. 2006-0942, the parcel
listing of the above annexation was corrected; and

WHEREAS, on December 12, 2006 by Ordinance No. 2006-0941, the CITY
approved the voluntarily annexation of additional parcels, both initially and subsequently
acquired by JDR, into the City; and

WHEREAS, JDR has acquired additional parcels of the project site that were
initially sold to other parties; and

WHEREAS, it was and is the intent of both parties that the terms and conditions
of the Annexation Agreement be applied to all the annexed parcels of the project site to
facilitate the overall orderly development of the Business Center.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual terms, covenants and
conditions contained both herein and in the original agreement, and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, it

is mutually agreed as follows:

1) The above recitals are hereby incorporated as if restated.



2) The following section is hereby added to the terms, provisions and conditions of
the original Annexation Agreement:

21.  Future Annexations. Unless otherwise agreed to by the parties
hereto, subsequent annexations into the CITY by JDR of additional
parcels, originally a part of the Lykes Pasco, Inc./Pasco Beverage
Company properties, shall be subject to and included in the scope of this
Agreement.

3) This amendment shall be applicable to those parcels annexed into the CITY on
December 12, 2006 by Ordinance No. 2006-0941.

4) All other terms and conditions of the original agreement remain as stated.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:
On November 9, 2004 the City Commission approved the recommendation to award a

contract to the Genesis Group for engineering services associated with the Howard
Avenue drainage project funded by the Department of Community Affairs Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) Neighborhood Revitalization.

ISSUES:
The Agreement approved established the terms and conditions for the engineering and

design services associated with the project. Unfortunately this project required several
revisions to bring it within a budget approved for CDBG funding. The Commission may
recall, the project had to be bid three (3) times. The engineering services initially
performed were completed prior to the escalation of building projects and material costs.
The Genesis Group had to reconfigure the project with several alternatives to reduce
costs to remain within the authorized CDBG budget. The Commission approved a
contract with Marlon Dunn Contracting, Inc. on August 14, 2007 to complete the Howard
Avenue project and a pre-construction meeting was conducted on August 20, 2007.

The Commission has the authority to approve and issue “task orders” or “authorizations”
when additional engineering services are required beyond the specific scope of an
Agreement. Compensation may be paid without the need to execute a new Agreement.
The Genesis Group is submitting Authorization No. 1 in the amount of $10,000.00 for
additional tasks required for the Howard Avenue project considered beyond the scope of
the original agreement.

Staff has worked diligently with the Genesis Group to ensure the CDBG project would
continue to move forward. The additional services required to bring the Howard Avenue
project to fruition as to not jeopardize funding were necessary and staff agrees with the

submittal of Authorization No. 1. E l



Engineering services for the CDBG projects were funded from the Local Option
Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund and were applicable toward the $350,000.00 match required
by the City. The original Agreement with the Genesis Group was in the amount of
$59,800.00. The Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund could be used to fund the
request of $10,000.00 and continue to count as part of the City’s required match.
Otherwise funds will have to be allocated from the general fund contingency.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. The City Commission may approve Authorization No. 1 submitted by the Genesis

Group as it is needed to facilitate the services critical to progress toward the time
deadline to complete the Howard Avenue project. The Commission may also
authorize funding of $10,000.00 from the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”)
Fund. Otherwise the funds would have to be authorized from the general fund
contingency.

2. The City Commission may deny Authorization No. 1 submitted by the Genesis
Group; however, this will nullify construction phase services which are crucial to
the completion of the project, especially to comply with the grant extension to
December 9, 2007.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Commission approve and authorize the Mayor’s signature on

Authorization No. 1 in the amount of $10,000.00 with the Genesis Group. It is also
recommended that funds be allocated from the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund.

FUNDING:
Funds previously not allocated in the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund are

sufficient to defray to cost associated with Authorization No. 1.

Approval of Purchase — Ring Power Lift Trucks
Date: August 22, 2007

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission approved the purchase of a forklift for the Public Works
Department during the budget process for FY 2006/2007. The forklift can be utilized by
all Divisions in the Public Works Department for numerous functions and projects.
Therefore the purchase of this item is to be funded by the Local Option Surcharge

(“Penny”) Fund.

ISSUES:
A forklift is needed to provide the Public Works Department crews with an appropriate

apparatus to safely lift and move materials. Currently the crews use a forklift produced in
1962. The longevity of a forklift is approximately twenty to twenty-five years. All
divisions in the Public Works Department can implement the use of this apparatus in the

daily operations.

Staff began to review forklifts represented by Caterpillar, John Deere and Case. Prices for
the type and size forklift needed for the Public Works Department listed new between
$45,000.00 and $65,000.00 exceeding the estimated amount budgeted. (Please see

attached example).

Staff began to explore the option of purchasing a used, reconditioned forklift. Caterpillar,
Case and John Deere were contacted to evaluate the possibility of purchasing a viable
used apparatus. It is staff’s recommendation to purchase a used reconditioned 1998 JCB 4
Wheel Forklift with 2,800 existing clock hours from Ring Power Lift Trucks which has
an excellent reputation for providing used durable and quality forklifts. The contract price
is $24,000.00. This apparatus has been evaluated by City mechanics and staff and has
been determined to satisfy the City’s needs. (Please see attached). (Note: Color photos of
this apparatus are available for view in the City Manager’s Office). Section 14.5(d) of the
City Charter allows the City Commission to authorize the purchase of used equipment

without bidding.



During the budget process for FY 2006-2007, it was projected that a forklift could be
purchased for $20,000.00 and this was the amount budgeted for this item. Additional
funds totaling $4,000.00 from the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund would need to
be allocated in FY 2006-2007 to purchase the forklift.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Authorize the purchase of a used forklift for $24,000.00 from Ring Power Lift

Trucks without bidding and allocate additional funds totaling $4,000.00 from the
Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund.

2. Direct staff to obtain bids for both a new and used forklift.

3. Defer the purchase of the forklift at this time.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the City Commission approve the waiver of bid and authorize
purchase of a used reconditioned 1998 JCB 4 Wheel Forklift with 2,800 existing clock
hours. It is also recommended that $4,000.00 be allocated from the Local Option

Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund.

FUNDING:
The 2006-2007 Budget included funding in the amount of $20,000.00 for a forklift under

the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund.
