It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As you know, the City has been working with the Florida Department of Community
Affairs (DCA) in order to update our comprehensive plan in accordance with provisions
of the Florida Statutes. The attached exhibit is submitted for your review, consideration
and public comment. In order to transmit this document to the DCA for review and
comment, Section 163.3191, Florida Statutes, requires that the Commission and the Local
Planning Agency hold two public hearings prior to transmittal. The DCA and other
applicable agencies will then have a period of sixty (60) days to evaluate our transmittal
and provide comments back to us.

ISSUES:

The attached report contains verbiage and proposed future land use map changes in
accordance with recent legislation. These changes include the following:

1. The City must create and annually update a Schedule of Capital Improvements in
order to meet the State’s “financial feasibility” requirement. This requirement
mandates that the City can only show projects within years 1 to 3 of the Capital
Improvements schedule if the funding is committed and is not merely planned.
Capital Improvements include water, sewer, transportation, solid waste, and park
improvements. The proposed schedule reflects only water and wastewater
projects since there are no parks/recreation, solid waste or transportation projects
which are level of service (LOS) related;

2. The EAR includes a proposed Residential Transition Overly (RTO) boundary for
the Congress Park and Lester Park area. This change would allow property
owners within the designated area to apply for a change in zoning to allow
professional offices and associated uses. If the change is adopted, all the area
within the red boundary would be amended to the R-O (Residential Office)



category and the RTO overlay policies would be applied as set forth in the
attached document; and

Perfection Properties owns a 51 acre parcel immediately to the east of their parcel
at the northeast corner of Clinton Avenue and U.S. 301. As you may recall, this
51 acre parcel was, last year, previously annexed, rezoned and the future land use
changed to allow for single family development. Since that time, the owners have
reconsidered their options with regard to the use of this parcel. They now wish to
rezone the west 20 acres of the new parcel to general commercial to be developed
in conjunction with the corner commercial piece. The remaining 30 acres would
be rezoned to allow for multi-family development. In order to accomplish these
proposed changes, it is necessary to promulgate a large scale map amendment.

Finally, pursuant to prior ordinances of the Commission as well as Chapter 163, Florida
Statutes, the City Commission shall comprise and serve as the City’s Local Planning
Agency.

ALTERNATIVES:

1.

Hold a public hearing as the Local Planning Agency, accept public comment and
continue this matter to the September 27, 2007 City Commission meeting;

Do not hold a public hearing and continue this matter to a future date; or

3. Do not move forward with the EAR process and risk financial and other
repercussions from the State.
RECOMMENDATION:

This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY,
FLORIDA TRANSMITTING THE EVALUATION
AND APPRAISAL REPORT TO THE STATE LAND
PLANNING AGENCY AND OTHER AGENCIES
PURSUANT TO SECTION 163.3191, FLORIDA
STATUTES.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida (hereinafter referred

Planning Agency, (hereinafter referred to as the “LPA”), held a duly notice public
hearing to consider transmittal of the proposed EAR and receive comments from
interested citizens; and

WHEREAS, on September 27, 2007, the City Commission held a duly notice public
hearing to consider transmittal of the proposed EAR and receive comments from
interested citizens; and

WHEREAS, subsequent to the public hearing on September 27, 2007, the City
Commission approved the transmittal of the EAR to the state land planning agency and
other agencies pursuant to Section 163.3191, Florida Statutes, for informal comments.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida in regular session duly assembled, as follows:

Section 1. Incorporation of Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law.

The foregoing findings of fact and conclusions of law are hereby
incorporated into and made a part of this resolution.

Section 2. Transmittal of EAR to state land planning agency and other
agencies.




The City Commission hereby approves the transmittal of the
proposed EAR attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated
herein by reference. Concurrent with this transmittal, the City
Commission hereby directs the Community Development Director
to transmit the EAR to the State Land Planning Agency and other
agencies in accordance with Section 163.31919, Florida Statutes
and other applicable administrative rules.

Section 3. Effective Date.

This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption by
the City Commission.

Honorable members of the Dade City Commission,
Karla Ownens, City Attorney,

My family has owned property in the Congress Park District since the early 1900's. We owned a 40 acre
orange grove and it was a beautiful hill south of town. We have owned the home and property on
Southview since the 1930's. My families property extended to the éast and included what is now Lester
Park. Our family home was centerally located on the property. In the 1950's the state extended what is
now 7th St or Hwy. 301 and cut into the NE portion of our property and taking part of the historic barn's
roof structure with it. Traffic and street noise at time were not an issue. Everyone in the neighborhood
did enjoy walking to the local restaurant then called Bob and Anns to enjoy one of the best burgers and
milkshakes in town. It was a local gathering place and no one complained about the parking. This was
located directly west of the Womans Club on 7th St. My grandfather, then Mayor of Dade City owned
the Hilltop gas station just north of that. I also looked forward to free candy from the large glass candy
jars there.

The traffic has steadily increased and the noise is unbearable. The sidewalk has increased the amount of
pedestrian traffic and presently the property is even more public. I have tolerated over the years
continued replacement of my windows from being shot with pellet guns and am constantly picking up
trash along the sidewalk edge and along the side of my home from people sleeping there. Ihave had my
screens on both doors cut and garden ornaments stolen from my yard. I have found a passerby sleeping
in the second floor of my barn and even a convict out on work release sleeping in my home after
breaking the door down. I have had light fixtures and appliances stolen from my home by tenants and
my pine floors scraped and destroyed.And just recently while staying there overnight someone tried to
break into my car. I have not been able to rent my home due to the noise level and lack of privacy and
security.

The highest and best use of this property is not residential. I do not wish to build a concrete wall or
metal fence along the street edge. I do not want my property to turn its back to the street and become
nothing more than another Tampa Palms or Lake Jovita Community. This is the city and it is expected
of a city to offer services, diversity, convenience and vitality to its residents. I would like to see this
transition and believe that it is to the benefit of the city as well as the neighborhood. It is a selfish and
self-centered decision to put this wall in place and turn our backs to the city. With creativity and good
planning transition areas such as service and parking can be put into place as it has been done
successfully all around the state, country and the world. All one has to do is look back to history. We are
not recreating the wheel. The parks in England are public spaces for all to enjoy. The architecture
surrounding these parks in mixed use. After visiting Georgetown this summer I documented many
examples of transitions from residential to commercial and office. I did not need the car that I rented but
instead found that everything that I needed was within walking distance.

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I think allowing our city to grow in a positive way is the only option. It will take creativity and residents
working together.I would like to see the character in this area preserved and the new use of historic
structures. The area would benefut from architectural guidelines put in place to retain the historic
character. Height restrictions, building materiality, and the use of signage should be addressed. I would
love to be able to live and walk to work in my neighborhood as would many others. It would be
wonderful to be able to walk to the coffee shop once again and meet with local residents. I would like to
see the properties included which surround Lester Park as well. This is an important issue in defining
and strengthening the concept of the park as public space. This area surrounding the parks could be a
vital, diverse and fun place for people to enjoy. The parks would be a nice space for local art shows and
events. Hopefully with this change we would be able to install security, improve our landscaping, and
make improvements to our existing properties. We would then have sufficient lighting in place and not
be left in the dark for months.

In closing, my property located at 37849 Southview is large enough to accomodate parking, service and
landscaping. I am looking forward to this progressive and positive change. It is long overdue.
