ADDITIONAL SALARY ADJUSTMENTS

1% salary increase = $40,000

2% salary increase = $80,000

Funding options

1. Eliminate one parks groundskeeper and one streets equipment operator. $62,000

(The public works director does not recommend a reduction in positions. Employees already
being “stretched thin” will have to continue doing more work without additional overtime or
contracted labor currently being paid by monies from those vacant positions.)

2. Use funds remaining from the vacant city manager’s position. $ 0

(The City has a very generous policy of paying unused leave time at separation from
employment. Although the city manager position has been vacant since July 1, the leave payout
to Mr. Sample plus the adjustment for the interim city manager used the monies remaining for
that position. In fact, the entire general fund is anticipated to have an approximate $28,000
deficit in all wages for FY 06-07.)

3. Use monies remaining from the safety services director position. $32,000

(Using the budgeted salary for that position, less the adjustment for Ms. Owens and the leave
payout for Mr. Wubbena, will leave approximately 332,000 in salary and benefits. These funds
were proposed to be used for a second code enforcement position to supplement the existing
part-time position and keep us from falling behind in this area.)

4. Reduce City Commission registrations and travel per diem. $11,700
5. Eliminate capital purchases not funded by restricted revenues $42,150
A/C units $10,000
Fleet pickup truck $17,000
Fleet equipment $15,150
6. Reduce contributions to private organizations $78,000
Main Street $ 7,500 (excludes CRA portion)
Chamber $ 7,500 (excludes CRA portion)

7. Sell city-owned property to developers of Terrace Park $ 0

(The City is not proposing to give any property to the developers of Terrace Park. They have
agreed to build an extension of the trail on the city-owned linear rail right-of-way, but the
property will remain under city ownership. The right-of-way has arsenic contamination and
cannot be used for houses, so it is of no use to the developer. The $100,000 property value
mentioned at the meeting is the value of the entire trail right-of-way from Howard Avenue to the
south end. It is not advisable to use one-time revenues from the sale of property for the recurring
expenses of salary increases. In fact, the annual payments for the fire station will go away after
the upcoming year, so the city is already facing a $100,000 deficit for fiscal year 2008-2009.)

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As you know, the City has been working with the Florida Department of Community
Affairs (DCA) in order to update our comprehensive plan in accordance with provisions
of the Florida Statutes. The attached exhibit is submitted for your review, consideration
and public comment. In order to transmit this document to the DCA for review and
comment, Section 163.3191, Florida Statutes, requires that the Commission and the Local
Planning Agency hold two public hearings prior to transmittal. The DCA and other
applicable agencies will then have a period of sixty (60) days to evaluate our transmittal
and provide comments back to us.

ISSUES:

The attached report contains verbiage and proposed future land use map changes in
accordance with recent legislation. These changes include but are not limited to the

following:

1. The City must create and annually update a Schedule of Capital Improvements in
order to meet the State’s “financial feasibility” requirement. This requirement
mandates that the City can only show projects within years 1 to 3 of the Capital
Improvements schedule if the funding is committed and is not merely planned.
Capital Improvements include water, sewer, transportation, solid waste, and park
improvements. The proposed schedule reflects only water and wastewater
projects since there are no parks/recreation, solid waste or transportation projects
which are level of service (LOS) related;

2. The EAR includes a proposed Residential Transition Overly (RTO) boundary for
‘the Congress Park and Lester Park area. This change would allow property
owners within the designated area to apply for a change in zoning to allow
professional offices and associated uses. If the change is adopted, all the area



within the red boundary would be amended to the R-O (Residential Office)
category and the RTO overlay policies would be applied as set forth in the
attached document; and

Perfection Properties owns a 51 acre parcel immediately to the east of their parcel
at the northeast corner of Clinton Avenue and U.S. 301. As you may recall, this
51 acre parcel was, last year, previously annexed, rezoned and the future land use
changed to allow for single family development. Since that time, the owners have
reconsidered their options with regard to the use of this parcel. They now wish to
rezone the west 20 acres of the new parcel to general commercial to be developed
in conjunction with the corner commercial piece. The remaining 30 acres would
be rezoned to allow for multi-family development. In order to accomplish these
proposed changes, it is necessary to promulgate a large scale map amendment.

ALTERNATIVES:

1.

Hold a public hearing, accept public comment and approve transmittal of the EAR
as written to the DCA for informal comment; or

Hold a public hearing, accept public comment and approve transmittal of the EAR
as amended by the City Commission; or

Do not hold a public hearing and continue this matter to a future date; or

Do not move forward with the EAR process and risk financial and other
repercussions from the State.

RECOMMENDATION:

This office recommends Alternative No. 2 above.

No funding is required for this item.
