It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations: '

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission approved an Agreement with the West Central Florida Police
Benevolent Association (PBA) for the contract period of October 1, 2005 to September
30, 2008 on February 14, 2006.

ISSUES:
The approved Agreement included the following Articles which were reopen to
negotiations for the second and third year of the contract:

Article 34 Wages: This Article maintained status quo for the first year of the
contract but specified that representatives from each bargaining unit would meet
to reopen negotiations for wages for the second and third year of the contract.

Representatives of the bargaining unit met to reopen negotiations for Article 34 Wages.
The PBA bargaining unit accepted the City’s proposed wage increase of three (3) per cent
for Fiscal Year 2007-2008. The PBA bargaining unit accepted the City’s proposed
starting pay of $35,568.00 for new officers hired after October 1, 2007. The members of
the PBA ratified Article 34 for year three of the contract.

The City Commission adopted the proposed Holiday Schedule for City employees for
Fiscal Year 2007-2008 at the July 10, 2007 meeting. This approved schedule differed
from Article 30 establishing the holiday schedule approved in the PBA contract. The
difference is the City will provide employees an official holiday on Christmas Eve,
December 24, 2007 in lieu of a holiday on Good Friday on March 21, 2008. The PBA
bargaining unit accepted the City’s proposed Holiday Schedule for the third year of the
contract. The members of the PBA ratified the changes to Article 30 for the third year of
the contract.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. The City Commission may approve the proposed three (3) per cent wage increase for
Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and the starting pay of $35,568.00 for new officers hired after
October 1, 2007 as ratified by the PBA bargaining unit. The City Commission may also
approve the change to Article 30 which includes the City’s approved Holiday schedule
for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.

2. The City Commission may reject the proposed three (3) per cent wage increase for
Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and the starting pay of $35,568.00 for new officers hired after
October 1, 2007 as ratified by the PBA bargaining unit and direct City representatives to
commence with further negotiations on Article 34. The City Commission may also reject
the proposed change to the Holiday schedule in Article 30 and retain the Holiday
schedule previously adopted in the PBA contract.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is respectfully recommended that the City Commission approve the three (3) per cent
wage increase for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and the starting pay of $35,568.00 for new
officers hired after October 1, 2007 as ratified by the PBA bargaining unit. It is also
recommended that the City Commission approve the changes to the Holiday schedule in
Article 30 as ratified by the PBA bargaining unit.

FUNDING:

The FY 2006/2007 Budget does contain funding for three (3) per cent increase for
members of the PBA bargaining unit. The changes to the Holiday schedule will not
impact the budget as funds are included to provide for Holiday pay as necessary.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission created a Board to be known as the City Youth Council by Sections 2-171
through 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances in June 1999. The City Commission
amended Sections 2-171, 2-173 and 2-176 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances on October 10,

2006.

ISSUES:
The amendment to the Ordinance states that one member shall be from middle school (eighth

grade only). Mr. John Agnello was appointed to the Youth Council on April 24, 2007 as the 8™
grade representative. Mr. Agnello is now in the ninth grade and ineligible to serve in the capacity
for which he was appointed. Due to an opening of representatives at the high school level due to
the graduation of former member Patrick Weightman, I am recommending that Mr. Agnello be
appointed to fill that vacancy on the Youth Council.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. The City Commission may approve the appointment of Mr. Agnello to continue to serve on
the City Youth Council occupying the vacant seat of former member Patrick Weightman.

2. The City Commission may disapprove the appointment of Mr. Agnello and accept
applications from other candidates to fill the vacancy.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is respectfully recommended that Mr. John Agnello be reappointed to the City Youth Council

to fill the seat vacated by the graduation of Patrick Weightman.

FUNDING:
The appointment of Mr. Agnello to the City Youth Council has no impact on the 2007-2008

Budget.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

For some time, the City Commission, its advisory boards and various members of the
public have expressed concern over the lack of any design controls for the downtown
community redevelopment plan area. Specifically, under the existing zoning ordinance,
any type of construction or architectural design must be approved so long as it meets
Florida Building Code requirements and is a listed permitted use in the appropriate
zoning district. Any type of building construction (e.g., metal, glass, concrete) is
currently allowed and color choices are not regulated.

The attached ordinances are designed to work together and represent a compilation of
portions of design ordinances in effect in other cities in Florida. The Design Guidelines
Ordinance will be applied and implemented by an Architectural Review Board with an
appeal available to the City Commission. The board shall consist of seven citizen
members appointed by the City Commission in general. All members must be either
engaged in a business within the community redevelopment district area or own property
within the City limits. Whenever possible, at least one general contractor and one
architect should be appointed to the Board. The Design Guideline Ordinance applies to
all rezoning petitions, new development or redevelopment, exterior building
modifications, and/or substantial expansion of existing development/buildings within the
community redevelopment plan area. The ordinance then sets forth guidelines for a
variety of design elements, including but not limited to, rooflines, windows, facades,
exterior lighting, walls, signage, and paint color. The majority of the guidelines are not
set forth as mandatory requirements, but simply as a design guide. In practice, the
applicant would submit his plans to the Community Development Department for
processing to the Architectural Review Board. A certificate of appropriateness must be
issued by the Board before a building permit is issued or before any exterior work
commences. The Board shall not consider any interior design or plan. The applicant
shall not be required to submit engineered designs, plans or specifications, but each
application must be accompanied by such sketches, drawings, photographs, descriptions



or other information showing the proposed exterior alterations, additions, changes,
renovations, or new construction as is reasonably required for the Board to make a
decision. This information must be of sufficient detail to show the architectural design of
the building before and after the proposed work is done including proposed materials,
colors, textures, and site plan layout.

ISSUES:

In the past, this subject has been met with negativity bordering on open hostility. This
time, staff has attempted to gain community consensus prior to bringing this matter
before the Commission. This ordinance has been presented to Downtown Dade City
Main Street, the Greater Dade City Chamber of Commerce, the Planning Board, the Land
Development Regulation Committee, the Redevelopment Advisory Committee and the

Historic Preservation Board with positive results. In addition, all these boards have been
given the opportunity to comment on and make suggested changes to the ordinance.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Introduce the attached ordinances and authorize staff to advertise same for two (2)
public hearings before the City Commission; or

2. Do not introduce the attached ordinances.

RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends Alternative No. 1 above.
FUNDING:

Funding for the advertisement of these ordinances has previously been budgeted.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA CREATING
ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN GUIDELINES
APPLICABLE TO THE DOWNTOWN
COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT PLAN AREA;
PROVIDING FOR TITLE, PURPOSE AND INTENT;
PROVIDING DESIGN GUIDELINES AND
STANDARDS; PROVIDING FOR REVIEW OF
DEVELOPMENT BY AN ARCHITECTURAL
REVIEW BOARD; PROVIDING FOR APPEAL
PROCEDURES; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
CODIFICATION, SEVERABILITY AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission is proud of the architectural integrity of the downtown
community redevelopment plan areas of the City; and

WHEREAS, this area has become a thriving, active part of the City and is home to many
seasonal events attracting thousands of out-of-town visitors; and

WHEREAS, several buildings in the downtown community redevelopment plan area are
local landmarks and most have kept much of their original architectural character and

detailing; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to preserve the appearance of this area by
creating architectural guidelines applicable to the redevelopment of existing buildings
and the construction of new buildings in the downtown community redevelopment plan

area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows;

SECTION 1. A new downtown community redevelopment plan area architectural design
guideline ordinance shall be created as follows:

A. Title. This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the “Dade City Downtown
Architectural Design Guidelines.”

B. Purpose and Intent. The purpose of this Ordinance is to:



1. Implement the City of Dade City Community Redevelopment Plan which
establishes the basis for the City’s vision of the downtown area;

2. Recognize the dependency of commercial buildings and development on having
high visibility from the public street. Therefore, the design of building(s) and
sites determines much of the image and attractiveness of the streetscapes and
character of a community. Massive and/or generic developments that do not
contribute to, or integrate with, the community in a positive manner can be
detrimental to a community’s image, and sense of place. The goal is to create and
maintain a positive ambiance, pedestrian-oriented scale of development, and
strong community image and identity by providing for architectural and site
design standards that will enhance the visual appearance of commercial
development within the Dade City downtown redevelopment plan area while still
providing for design flexibility. These standards are intended to enhance the
quality of life in the City of Dade City;

3. Establish design guidelines and development standards for the City’s downtown
redevelopment plan area that:

a. Ensure that the design and development of the public realm and private
property are coordinated and tailored to provide high quality development.

b. Ensure that buildings that face the public realm have architectural designs
with detailed fagade features to create a pedestrian-scale streetscape and orient
parking and service functions to the rear of buildings and interior of blocks.

c. Create a mixture of uses to include shops, workplaces, residences and civic
buildings.

d. Ensure a design and scale transition of uses and building scale from the
downtown core to the adjacent established residential neighborhoods.

4. Final api)roval, appro'val with conditions or denial of all development plans and
designs may be granted by the Architectural Review Board with an appeal to the
City Commission.

C. Architectural Design Guidelines and Standards.

1. All rezoning petitions, new development or redevelopment, exterior building
modifications and/or substantial expansion of existing development/buildings
within the Downtown Redevelopment Plan Area shall be reviewed for approval
by the Architectural Review Committee, and shall be consistent with the design
guidelines and standards contained in this Ordinance. If approved, the applicant
shall receive a Certificate of Appropriateness. Modification shall include but is
not limited to painting, lighting, roofing, awnings, etc.



2. New Structures. Design Elements. The following guidelines shall apply to
commercial buildings.

a.

General. An overall unified architectural character and image should be
created by the use of common elements such as consistent forms, colors,
materials, and details. Similar architectural treatment between structures
within a multi-unit project may be permitted to allow diversity within the
project. The building orientation shall be towards a public right-of-way.
Similar architectural composition and treatment shall be provided on all sides
of the building that are visible from a public right-of-way, thus referred to as
“visible elevations.” For comer lots, this may require all four (4) sides to
meet the requirements.

Roofline. A strong roofline adds a more finished touch to the structure.
Roofline and cornices are especially important for buildings lacking window
openings or upper fagade detailing. The roofline along each elevation should
incorporate a minimum of one (1) design feature from below.

e Decorative roof details, such as dormers, cupolas, rafter tails, balconies,
terraces, or small beams;
Cornices with decorative detail; or
Pediment, porticos, architectural features at entryways, or decorative
towers.

Facade. Exterior building materials contribute significantly to the visual
impact of the building. The “visible elevations” of every building should
incorporate recesses and projections, and architectural elements such as
columns, arches, etc. Exterior finishes shall be used on all building materials
to provide an aesthetic look. Unfinished concrete block shall have stucco or
other decorative finish on all “visible elevations.” Corrugated metal panels,
used as a finish material, shall be prohibited on “visible elevations.”
Exceptions for architectural metal panels that change the visual appearance of
a building may be considered.

Exterior Building Lighting. Exterior building lighting shall be required for
new or existing buildings consistent with the lighting approved for
streetscape. Ornamental or decorative lights mounted with brackets and
emblem sign lights shall be used. No plastic lights shall be permitted on the

building exterior.

Storefronts. For new construction, individual ground-level retail uses with
exterior public access that are part of a larger freestanding building shall have
display windows along a minimum of fifty percent (50%) of the fagade length.
Windows shall be defined with details such as frames, sills, shutters, planters,
relief trims, or lintels. Storefront design, relief features and decorative
