Re:  Considerations for CRA Exterior Grant Projects

I am planning the continued remodeling of the main corner in downtown. I would
like to engage a working dialog to explore the possibility and quantity of multiple grants
for this project. The main premise is that the buildings may have reason for exceptional
consideration in regard to the exterior grants. The reasons are;

- The Touchton Building is a large building, stands two stories, and has a very
expansive sidewall to the West facing into our downtown. One business (Kiefer Village
Jewels) occupies the downstairs, but with the two doorways, this could have been
subdivided for two tenants possibly allowing for multiple grant considerations. The
upstairs is occupied by Hevia Harrelson & Co., Inc. with offices for administration over
the jewelry, real estate, and investment businesses.

- The Treiber Building also stands two stories. The downstairs is currently
occupied by two tenants and there is a deteriorated doorway where there was a staircase
to the upstairs, which could be additional business for the downtown.

Project Overview

My intent is to greatly beautify this significant corner in downtown. Ihave
attempted to create a project overview outline for your understanding. These amounts
are estimates based on information from contractors. Iam not requesting to have every
line item considered for funding. Also, some of this work will have to be done in phases.
Some items are somewhat of a “wish list,” like the sidewalk upgrade, but I list them
incase the RAC has some compelling interest in them. I am asking for guidance to
maximize the grant and add benefit to the downtown.

Let me explain that I completely understand there are aspects of this project that
are not wholly exterior. Meanwhile, other aspects are certainly exterior and fairly
significant. I have tried to break the project up to apply it to different buildings and
different businesses. This was my attempt at maximizing my grant application potential.

An elevator in our building would allow us to utilize the upstairs for offices or
retail and it would also allow us to make future use of some restricted area of the
Touchton Building’s upstairs. This would all lead towards an increase in property values.

c. Regulations for projecting signs. Projecting signs shall be allowed in
nonresidential districts, provided the following specific regulations are met, in addition to

the general regulations stated above:

i Projecting signs may be substituted for the permitted wall sign referenced
above, provided that the sign structure area of the projecting sign is not greater

‘than the maximum sign structure area permitted for a wall.

i Projecting signs shall not project more than four (4) feet from the building
wall to which the projecting sign is attached.

it Projecting signs shall-not be located above the roofline of the building nor
more than eighteen (18) feet above the grade of the street, whichever is léss.

v The supporting hardware of a projecting sign shall not be visible from the
street or sidewalk.

v Projecting signs shall not be constructed in violation of the public space
encroachment limitations specified in this Chapter.

vi Projecting signs shall not be erected closer than ten (10) feet from an
interior lot Iine or an adjacent establishment. _

; vii Projecting signs which pro_;ect over any public or private pedestrian way
X shall be elevated a minimum of nine (9) feet above such pedestrian way.
Projecting signs which project over any public or private street shall be elevated a

minimum of fifteen (15) feet above such street.

d. Regulations for marquee, canopy and awning signs. Marquee, canopy and awning
signs shall be allowed in nonresidential districts, provided the following specific

regulations are met, in addition to the general regulations stated above:

i One (1) sign located on a marquee, canopy or awning shall be affixed flat
to the surface and shall not rise in vertical dimension above the marquee, canopy

or awning.

i The maximum allowable sign structure area for awning, canopy and
marquee signs shall not exceed two (2) square feet per linear foot of building
frontage facing a public street. However, the aggregate surface area of all shapes,
letters, numbers, symbols, and illustrations shall not exceed twenty five percent
(25%) of the total area of the awning or canopy surface. The awning or canopy
sign may be illuminated only if the material of which it is made is opaque. _

i Canopy and awning signs shall be permitted only when in lieu of a wall
e. Directory  signs. One directory 51gn per entrance mto  a
nonresidential development or subdivision with a maximum height of five (5) feet for the
