It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On June 12, 2007, the City Commission approved Ordinance No. 2007-0952 regulating
the use and placement of portable storage units (PSU). PSU’s existing on commercially
zoned property prior to the above date were “grandfathered” subject to compliance with
certain site related and structural requirements. Since that time, several local businesses
have submitted “site plans” for their PSU’s in an attempt to comply with the ordinance.

ISSUES:

Since adoption of the ordinance, City staff has worked with commercial property owners
to assist them with the required elements of their site plan and inspection of same. One
of the requirements of the ordinance is that the PSU must be tied down or secured to the
property. In order to determine whether the PSU is appropriately tied to the site,
however, it is necessary to know the manufacturer’s specifications for the unit or the
owner must provide an engineered calculation. We have also discovered that the
majority of these units are used (not new) and, therefore, have no tie down specifications.
In addition, property/PSU owners are reluctant to spend additional funds to obtain
engineered calculations. From a liability standpoint, City staff does not want to approve
or certify the tie down of a structure without appropriate information. As a solution, then,
the attached amendment to the ordinance still requires the PSU to be secured to the site,
but clarifies that the property owner will be solely responsible should any damage or
injury occur as a result of improperly securing any unit.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached amendment to Ordinance No. 2007-0952 and authorize the
mayor to execute same.

2. Do not approve the attached amendment.



3. Direct staff to take another course of action.

ORDINANCE NO. 2007-0970

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AMENDING
ORDINANCE NO. 2007-0952 REGARDING
PORTABLE STORAGE UNITS TO REQUIRE
PROPERTY OWNERS TO ASSUME
RESPONSIBILITY FOR SECURING PORTABLE
STORAGE UNITS TO THE SITE; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY, INCLUSION IN CODE,
REPEALER, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on June 12, 2007, the City Commission approved Ordinance No. 2007-0952
regulating the placement of portable storage units (PSU) within the City limits; and

WHEREAS, that ordinance “grandfathered” PSU’s existing on commercially zoned
property on or before the date of adoption of the above-referenced ordinance; and

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to amend that ordinance to require that the
property/PSU owner assume all liability for securing the unit to the site.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 3(B) of Ordinance No. 2007-0952 is hereby amended as follows:

“Section 3. Portable Storage Units.

B. Those PSU’s located in a CG, General Commercial, CN, Neighborhood Commercial,
CBD, Central Business District, CH, Highway Commercial, or RIO, Residential,
Institutional, Office zoning district and existing on the effective date of this Ordinance
may remain so long as the following requirements are met:

(1) Each PSU must comply with all applicable fire codes;

(2) Unless the PSU is moved from the site on a regular basis, no advertising of any
kind other than the name of the company and telephone number shall be permitted on
the exterior of PSU’s;

(3) The exterior color of PSU’s must coordinate with or complement the color of the
principal structure;

(4) The PSU must be actively used for the existing on-site business. The PSU must
be used as an accessory use to and not in lieu of a principal structure;



(5) The PSU must be located in the rear or side of the principal structure and within
required setbacks;

(6) Fx be-ti : e-property;_The property/PSU owner
shall be respons1ble to secure the PSU to the 51te The City of Dade City shall assume
no financial or other responsibility for the failure to secure or inadequate securing of
PSU’s

(7) If the PSU is self-propelled and/or moveable, it must have a current license and
registration;

(8) All PSU’s must be maintained in good repair including but not limited to exterior
paint;

(9) Owners of existing PSU’s must register each PSU with the Building Department
within forty-five (45) days of the effective date of this Ordinance. Failure to register
and maintain registration, failure to comply with the provisions of this Ordinance,
and/or abandonment of the PSU for a period of six (6) months or more shall
necessitate the immediate removal of the PSU; and

(10)Upon registration, applicants must submit a site plan showing the location of each
PSU on the property. Each site plan shall be reviewed by the Development Review
Committee for compliance with stormwater regulations;—parkingrequirements;—ete.

the above-referenced requirements.

SECTION 2. Repealer.

All provisions of Ordinance No. 2007-0952 in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to
the extent of any conflict.

SECTION 3. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.

SECTION 4. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be

affected by such holding.



SECTION 5. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

SECTION 6. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

The above ordinance was read and approved upon first reading this 27 day of
November, 2007, and adopted following public hearing on the 11" day of December,
2007.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA
AMENDING CHAPTER 98 OF THE DADE CITY CODE OF
ORDINANCES TO ESTABLISH A METER AUTOMATION FEE
AS PART OF THE METER UPGRADE PROJECT; PROVIDING
FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2007, the City Commission approved the automated meter read
system project as presented by Triton Water Technologies; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the funding for that project was to come from the
implementation of a meter automation fee; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend Chapter 98 of the Dade City Code of
Ordinances to establish a meter automation fee for a period not to exceed ten years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Dade City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1.

Chapter 98 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to include the
following:

Meter automation fee.

Unless included as part of the connection charge for new water service, each utility
account will be charged a monthly meter automation fee as set forth below. Said fee
will be included on any bills issued after January 1, 2008 and will be effective for a
period not to exceed ten years. Said fee will be due and payable at the same time as
other monthly utility charges and fees.
