It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

Afier several years of discussion, the City Commission approved the automated meter
read system project on June 26, 2007 with Triton Water Technologies under a bid from
West Melbourne. The project will replace or retrofit the city’s water meters to allow them
to be read by radio signals. The Commission also approved a ten-year financing through
CitiCapital, with payments to begin in January 2008.

ISSUES:

A portion of the funding for the financing was proposed to come from a meter
automation fee. The attached proposed ordinance establishes these fees in the amounts
approved with the project in June. This fee will be billed with the regular monthly utility
bill for a period not to exceed ten years. When the city adopts a new rate ordinance, new
connection fees will be proposed that incorporate the costs of these new meters. New
accounts that have paid the new connection fees would not be charged the monthly meter
automation fee since they will have paid for that through the connection fee. An option
has been added to the ordinance to allow one lump sum payment that would stay with the
property and would not be refundable or transferrable.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA
AMENDING CHAPTER 98 OF THE DADE CITY CODE OF
ORDINANCES TO ESTABLISH A METER AUTOMATION FEE
AS PART OF THE METER UPGRADE PROJECT; PROVIDING
FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2007, the City Commission approved the automated meter read
system project as presented by Triton Water Technologies; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the funding for that project was to come from the
implementation of a meter automation fee; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend Chapter 98 of the Dade City Code of
Ordinances to establish a meter automation fee for a period not to exceed ten years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Dade City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1.

Chapter 98 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to include the
following:

Meter automation fee.

Unless included as part of the connection charge for new water service or paid in one
lump sum, each utility account will be charged a monthly meter automation fee as set
forth below. Said fee will be included on any bills issued after February 1, 2008 and
will be effective for a period not to exceed ten years. Said fee will be due and payable
at the same time as other monthly utility charges and fees. The lump sum amount is
the monthly fee for a period of ten years and cannot be refunded or transferred.

SECTION 2. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City of Dade City, Pasco County, Florida, that if any
section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be declared
invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having contained said
section, subsection, sentence, clause or provision, and shall not be affected by such

holding.

SECTION 3. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City of Dade City that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the City of Dade City Code, and that the sections of this Ordinance
may be renumbered or relettered and the word “ordinance” may be changed to “section”,
“article”, “regulation”, or such other appropriate word or phrase in order to accomplish
such intentions.

SECTION 4. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon second reading and signing by the Mayor.

The foregoing Ordinance No. 2007-0971 was read and passed on its first reading in
open and regular meeting on the 27th day of November, 2007, and read and passed
on its second reading after public hearing by the City Commission of the City of
Dade City, Florida, this 22nd day of January, 2008.

BACKGROUND:

On September 12, 2007, the structure located at 38252 Hampton Avenue was demolished
at the direction of the City. Pursuant to Chapter 22 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances,
the Building Official determined on May 24, 2006 that the structure was unsafe and met
the criteria for demolition. A Final Order to Demolish was posted on the structure and
mailed to all interested parties on November 30, 2006. No response was ever received
and, therefore, the structure was demolished.

ISSUES:

At this time, it is necessary to adopt the attached resolution in order to place the above-
referenced lien on the subject property. The lien will be recorded in the Official Records
of Pasco County, Florida. The lien represents costs expended by the City for the benefit
of the property and the surrounding neighborhood. The lien will accrue interest at eight
percent per annum from the date the lien is recorded.

BACKGROUND:
Section 2-517 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes the procedure for

Departments to submit to the City Manager reports showing stocks of all supplies which
are no longer used or which have become obsolete, worn out or scrapped. The City
Manager may transfer surplus to other using agencies.

Section 2-511 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes procedures for
the sale of public property which has become obsolete and unusable when the estiminated

value exceeds $1,000.00

ISSUES:
The Dade City Police Department confiscated the vehicles listed below during arrests for
