It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and recommendations:

BACKGROUND:
Section 2-426 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances provides for amendments to the budget. Resolution
No. 2003-0816 requires a public hearing for amendments to the infrastructure surtax appropriations.

ISSUES:

Resolution No. 2008-0969 amends the FY 2007-2008 infrastructure surtax budget, as shown in the

attached exhibit, as follows:

1. The revenues have been adjusted to reflect the actual beginning balance and the estimated
collections for the current fiscal year.

2. Funding was reduced for items that will be completed for less than the budgeted amount or that will
not be started during this fiscal year.

3. Funding was added for the street resurfacing project, the required replacement of roofing structures
at the equipment yard, and needed resurfacing of the basketball courts at Pyracantha Park and the
tennis courts at Price Park.

Section 1. The appropriations for the infrastructure surtax fund are amended as shown in the
attached exhibit.

The total budget for the fiscal year 2007-2008 remains at $10,788,770 after making
the changes as outlined in section 1 and as so revised is hereby adopted.

Section 3. This resolution will take effect immediately.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

The City Commission approved the purchase of compact utility tractors for the Public
Works Department, Grounds Division in the budget for FY 2007/2008 to be funded by
the Local Option Surcharge (“Penny”) Fund. $50,000.00 was budgeted to purchase two

(2) tractors.

ISSUES:

Staff conducted research for suitable tractors under State Bid or other governmental
contract. During this process, staff became aware of a viable tractor owned by a private
individual available for sale. This apparatus was evaluated by Donnie Shive, Public
Works Operations Manager and Charlie Keith, Mechanic I.

The tractor is a 2005 model with few clock hours. The seller also was including the
following equipment with the tractor:

Bush Hog with 72 inch cutter, including clutch

72 inch box scraper unit

Boom pole crane

Upon evaluation it was obvious this equipment had been well maintained while
registering little use. On the basis of a recommendation from his staff, Jose Gil, Director
of Public Works, conducted a thorough inspection of the tractor and a comparison
evaluation of the price for a new tractor with the same equipment. The Massey Ferguson
proved to be an excellent deal. Mr. Gil inquired if the City could purchase this item from
an individual. The owner of the tractor is Ms. Bobbi Lyles Connor a recently retired City

employee.

Staff requested that Ms. Karla Owens, City Attorney, render her legal opinion if such
purchase can be made from a private individual. Ms. Owens advised that since the
tractor was included in the adopted budget for FY 2007-2008 and the current owner has
no conflict of interest as she is a retired employee and receives no other financial
compensation from the City of Dade City such purchase could be made.



Approval for the purchase of the tractor is now being presented. Attached is a Bill of
Sale prepared by Ms. Owens. The total purchase price of the 2005 Massey Ferguson
Model MF-431, 4X2 diesel tractor with specified equipment is $14,000.00. This
represents a significant cost savings for the City while obtaining a tractor and
accompanying equipment in exceptional condition.

ALTERNATIVES:

The City Commission may:
1. Approve the recommendation to purchase the tractor as noted.
2. Direct that other quotes be sought through the bid process.
3. Defer the purchase of the mowers at this time.

RECOMMENDATION:
