It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

This action is in response to the Petition filed February 14, 2008, by East Pasco Habitat
for Humanity, Inc., requesting a public hearing pursuant to Section 177.101, Florida
Statutes, before the City Commission for vacation of public right-of-way.

ISSUES:

The Petitioner is asking the City to vacate the right-of-way depicted in Exhibit “A”
attached hereto so that they may use the property for construction of two single family
homes. The portion of the right-of-way to be vacated is the west ¥z of a platted alleyway
abutting Lots 11 through 15, and running north to south. Habitat currently is constructing
a total of six homes on former Lots 11 through 15 of Cable’s Subdivision. The City
Commission previously vacated a portion of the former 20™ Street right-of-way to
facilitate this project. This right-of-way was previously dedicated to the public by
recorded plat in Plat Book 5, Page 39 of the Public Records of Pasco County, Florida.
This right-of-way is unimproved.

In preparation for this item, notice of the proposed vacation was forwarded to the Dade
City Utility Department, Sprint, TECO, Bright House Networks, and neighboring

property owners. There were no objections filed. Therefore this office recommends
approval of the vacation of right-of-way.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Approve the Petition.

2. Disapprove the petition in case there is some future need for this right-of-way.



RECOMMENDATION:

The Community Development Department recommends the City Commission approve
Alternative No. 1, authorize the Mayor to execute the attached Resolution to Vacate the
above-described right-of-way, and instruct the City Clerk to record the Resolution in the
Public Records of Pasco County.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

On January 18, 2008, Garry W. Walden and Isaac W. McKinney III, submitted a
completed Petition for rezoning and future land use map amendment for a total of 1.73
m.o.l. acres of property on the northeast corner of 4" Street and Florida Avenue. The
property is currently undeveloped and is zoned a combination of R-2 (Residential) and
RIO (Residential, Institutional, Office). The property also contains a split land use
designation of R/O (Residential Office) and LDR (Low Density Residential). The
applicant wishes to develop the property with a maximum of 30 multi-family units. The
surrounding zoning and land use is as follows:

North (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/ RIO zoning

South (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/RS-2 zoning (Massey orange groves and existing
Casa Mia apartment building)

East (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/RS-2 zoning (existing single family housing)
West (City): R/O (Residential/Office)/RIO zoning (CARES Center)

ISSUES:

All development within Dade City must be reviewed for consistency and conformity with
the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan. The applicants have requested a
rezoning to RIO on a portion of the property to be consistent with the remainder of their
property. They have also requested a FLUM designation of R/O, Residential/Office, on
another portion of the property in order to be consistent with the RIO zoning. The
applicants have indicated a desire to construct a unified multi-family project with a
maximum of 30 townhome units. This office has reviewed the proposed use and finds it
to be consistent with the requested zoning and FLUM designation.



Future Land Use Element: The density of the proposed use is consistent and
compatible with the surrounding properties in the area. The south boundary of the
project directly abuts the existing Casa Mia apartments. In addition, all the land
extending to the west of the subject property is already designated Residential/Office
with an RIO zoning. The proposed use of the property for a small unified townhome
complex will promote the efficient use of natural resources and public facilities and
services by encouraging the use of innovative land development techniques. (FLU 1.1.4,
1.1.6, 1.2.2, and 1.8.6). It will also fulfill a need set forth in the Comprehensive Plan for
additional rental housing product in our area.

Transportation Element: Access to the property is provided from 4™ Street and Florida
Avenue. The developer will be required to address projected traffic impacts during the
development review process. Further, staff has routinely required provision of a
minimum of two assigned parking spaces per multi-family unit. Finally, access related
issues, including possible off-site improvements, pedestrian traffic, and driveway
connection permits will also be reviewed prior to construction plan approval. (TRA
1.1.1 and 1.1.2).

Housing Element: The proposed project is consistent with the area and the Housing
Element of the Comprehensive Plan, and will increase affordable housing opportunities
for area residents. (HOU 1.1.3 and FLU 1.1.7)

Public Facilities Element: The subject property is located within the current utility
service area where water and sewer services are both available. The applicant will be
required to provide acceptable utility easements for connection, pay connection and
impact fees plus construct, at their own cost, any required off-site improvements
necessitated by the development prior to completion of development of the project (INF
2.1.1 and 2.2.5).

Capital Improvements Element: All applications for development shall be subject to
compliance with the City’s proposed Concurrency Management System (CMS). The
City Engineer will review the project for necessary traffic related improvements prior to
approval of the construction plan (Goal CIE 1 and Policy CIE 1.3.1).

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Introduce the attached Ordinances for rezoning and FLUMA of this property and
authorize staff to advertise for the appropriate public hearings.

2. Do not introduce the attached Ordinances.

RECOMMENDATION:

This Office recommends that the City Commission approve Alternative 1 above.

FUNDING:

Funding for the advertisement of these Ordinances has previously been budgeted.
