It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

On January 18, 2008, Garry W. Walden and Isaac W. McKinney III, submitted a
completed Petition for rezoning and future land use map amendment for a total of 1.73
m.o.l. acres of property on the northeast corner of 4™ Street and Florida Avenue. The
property is currently undeveloped and is zoned a combination of R-2 (Residential) and
RIO (Residential, Institutional, Office). The property also contains a split land use
designation of R/O (Residential Office) and LDR (Low Density Residential). The
applicant wishes to develop the property with a maximum of 30 multi-family units. The
surrounding zoning and land use is as follows:

North (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/ RIO zoning

South (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/RS-2 zoning (Massey orange groves and existing
Casa Mia apartment building)

East (City): LDR (3-6du/ga)/RS-2 zoning (existing single family housing)
West (City): R/O (Residential/Office)/RIO zoning (CARES Center)

ISSUES:

All development within Dade City must be reviewed for consistency and conformity with
the City’s Zoning Ordinance and Comprehensive Plan. The applicants have requested a
rezoning to RIO on a portion of the property to be consistent with the remainder of their
property. They have also requested a FLUM designation of R/O, Residential/Office, on
another portion of the property in order to be consistent with the RIO zoning. The
applicants have indicated a desire to construct a unified multi-family project with a
maximum of 30 townhome units. This office has reviewed the proposed use and finds it
to be consistent with the requested zoning and FLUM designation.



Future Land Use Element: The density of the proposed use is consistent and
compatible with the surrounding properties in the area. The south boundary of the
project directly abuts the existing Casa Mia apartments. In addition, all the land
extending to the west of the subject property is already designated Residential/Office
with an RIO zoning. The proposed use of the property for a small unified townhome
complex will promote the efficient use of natural resources and public facilities and
services by encouraging the use of innovative land development techniques. (FLU 1.1.4,
1.1.6, 1.2.2, and 1.8.6). It will also fulfill a need set forth in the Comprehensive Plan for
additional rental housing product in our area.

Transportation Element: Access to the property is provided from 4™ Street and Florida
Avenue. The developer will be required to address projected traffic impacts during the
development review process. Further, staff has routinely required provision of a
minimum of two assigned parking spaces per multi-family unit. Finally, access related
issues, including possible off-site improvements, pedestrian traffic, and driveway
connection permits will also be reviewed prior to construction plan approval. (TRA
1.1.1 and 1.1.2).

Housing Element: The proposed project is consistent with the area and the Housing
Element of the Comprehensive Plan, and will increase affordable housing opportunities

for area residents. (HOU 1.1.3 and FLU 1.1.7)

Public Facilities Element: The subject property is located within the current utility
service area where water and sewer services are both available. The applicant will be
required to provide acceptable utility easements for connection, pay connection and
impact fees plus construct, at their own cost, any required off-site improvements
necessitated by the development prior to completion of development of the project (INF

2.1.1 and 2.2.5).

Capital Improvements Element: All applications for development shall be subject to
compliance with the City’s proposed Concurrency Management System (CMS). The
City Engineer will review the project for necessary traffic related improvements prior to
approval of the construction plan (Goal CIE 1 and Policy CIE 1.3.1).

On March 5, 2008, the Planning Commission recommended approval of both the
rezoning and FLUMA of this property.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached Ordinances for rezoning and FLUMA of this property and
authorize the mayor’s signature of same.

2. Do not aprove the attached Ordinances.

RECOMMENDATION:

This Office recommends that the City Commission approve Alternative 1 above.

The total number of multi-family dwelling units allowed on the entire parcel (1.73 acres
m.o.1.) shall be 30.

The maximum height of any building shall be 35 feet.

The developer/builder shall provide a minimum of two (2) assigned parking spaces per
multi-family unit.

Both parcels shall be developed with a unified development plan.

The developer/builder shall provide a minimum six (6) foot buffer between the project
and any existing single-family homes.

The developer/builder shall contribute $100.00 per townhome unit towards City park
development which fee shall be payable at the time of issuance of each building permit.

The developer shall create a mandatory homeowner/condominium association in the form
of a non-profit corporation registered with the Florida Secretary of State. The developer
shall convey in fee simple, to an entity other than the City of Dade City, for ownership
and maintenance, all open space, drainage areas, common areas, landscape areas, wetland
areas, buffer areas, preservation/conservation areas, recreation areas, parks, and other
special purpose areas. Prior to approval of the final plat, the homeowner/condominium
association documents, including Articles of Incorporation with proof of filing with the
Secretary of State, restrictive covenants, and all exhibits, shall be submitted to the City
Attorney for review along with copies of instruments to be used to convey in fee simple
the above-mentioned areas to said association.

Section 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 4: That if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is held to be invalid
or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding shall in no way affect
the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Section 5: This ordinance shall take effect as provided in the City Charter.

Subject: Interlocal Agreement for School Concurrency

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As you know, the City is required by recent changes to the Growth Management Act to
adopt provisions governing school concurrency. As part of that requirement, the 2003
interlocal agreement between the School Board, the County Commission and the
municipalities must now be amended to include provisions creating a school concurrency
program among other requirements.

ISSUES:

The attached interlocal agreement provides for the following provisions:

1. A requirement that specific information be shared among the parties including

information related to student enrollment and projections, population projections
and growth information;

. Creation of a school site and school development review process for proposed

school sites and expansions of existing sites;

. Provision for co-location and shared use of facilities and/or properties to be

considered by the parties to the agreement;

_ Creation of a school concurrency management system that satisfies the

requirements set forth in the proposed amendments to the Comprehensive Plan
pertaining to school concurrency;

. Creation of level of service standards for each school type and procedures for

modification of same;

. Creation of concurrency service areas for each school type and procedures for

modification of same; and

. Identification of proportionate share mitigation methodology and options.



ALTERNATIVES:

1. Adopt the attached Interlocal Agreement and authorize the Mayor’s signature of
same; or

2. Do not adopt the attached Interlocal Agreement; or

3. Direct staff to some other action.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends Alternative No. 1 above.
