Subject: Proposed Ordinance Regulating and Restricting Temporary Uses
Date: March 18, 2008

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Before you for consideration is a proposed ordinance regulating and restricting temporary
uses and activities on private property within the City limits. Such uses are already
prohibited on the public rights-of-way. In the past, the City has received numerous
requests for many types of temporary uses and sales including furniture, tools, cars,
fireworks, pumpkins and Christmas trees. Although the applicant/operator is asked to
provide information on the number and location of signs, fences, tents, parking spaces,
and outdoor lights to be used, the activity or sale is often held over a weekend, and these
items usually become altered from the original design causing traffic obstructions,
parking problems, and an unsightly appearance for neighboring shop owners and the
traveling public. In addition, there are no current regulations stating which uses are
acceptable.

ISSUES:

The attached ordinance provides for regulation and restriction of temporary sales and
activities on private property. Seasonal activities are limited to sale of produce,
Christmas trees and fireworks. All other temporary sales or activities are prohibited. The
ordinance also requires the submittal of a detailed plot plan showing the proposed
location of the use, traffic circulation, parking areas, and proposed signage, lighting, etc.
This site plan must be reviewed and approved by the City’s Technical Advisory
Committee prior to issuance of any building permit for a temporary use.

On March 10, 2008, the Land Development Regulation Committee held a public hearing
and recommended approval of the attached ordinance.



ALTERNATIVES:

1. Hold a public hearing regarding the attached ordinance regulating temporary uses
and authorize staff to advertise for final public hearing; or

2. Recommend denial of the attached ordinance; or
3. Provide staff with further direction.
RECOMMENDATION:

ORDINANCE NO.: 2008-0975

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA CREATING
RESTRICTIONS AND REGULATIONS FOR
TEMPORARY USES; PROVIDING FOR ALLOWED
USES AND PROHIBITING ALL OTHER
TEMPORARY SALES OR USES; REQUIRING
COMPLIANCE WITH PERMITTING, SAFETY,
HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL STANDARDS;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY
AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida finds the public
health, safety, and welfare will be served through the regulation and restriction of
temporary sales and events on private property; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has created the Citizens Advisory Commiittee for the
Land Development Code to review existing land use ordinances and to create new
ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Citizens Advisory Committee has reviewed this Ordinance providing for
the regulation and restriction of temporary sales and events; and

WHEREAS, this Ordinance is intended to improve the aesthetic appearance of
commercial areas in the City and to protect the health, safety and welfare of the traveling

public by regulating temporary sales and events on private property.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

SECTION 1. Recitals and Title. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are
incorporated herein. This Ordinance shall be known as the City of Dade City Temporary

Use Ordinance.

SECTION 2. Temporary Uses.

A. The following uses only may be permitted temporarily after issuance of necessary
building permits by the Building Official:

1. Seasonal sales of Christmas trees and wreaths, produce and fireworks may
be permitted temporarily unless otherwise regulated or restricted by
Florida Statutes; and



2.

Facilities for the transshipment, processing, fabrication or manufacture of
materials for governmental public works projects. These uses are not
limited to four weeks, but may be allowed during the entire construction
periods of specific public works projects so long as such temporary uses
do not cause adverse effects on adjacent lands or uses.

B. Before issuing a permit, the Building Official shall determine that the site is
adequate for its intended temporary use and in compliance with the following
criteria:

1.

Temporary uses shall be permitted only in commercial, professional
office, industrial or agricultural zoning districts;

The applicant/operator (if not the property owner) must obtain written
permission to use the site from the property owner and must have such
permission available on site during the operation of the temporary use;

The applicant/operator shall provide safe and adequate off-street parking
(no parking or sales area shall be within a public right-of-way) so that the
safe and orderly flow of traffic can be ensured;

The applicant/operator shall provide safe and adequate ingress and egress
to the property, including safe clear sight distance for vehicles entering or

leaving the property;

The applicant/operator shall insure that all use area (i.e., sales, activities
other than parking) are located at least twenty-five (25) feet from a public
right-of-way and any neighboring residential areas; and

The applicant/operator shall obtain appropriate permits and fire
inspections for any structures to be located on the property or, if such use
requires electricity or plumbing permits, the applicant shall obtain such
permits and inspections prior to operation of the temporary use. A
business license tax fee must also be obtained from the City Clerk.

Appropriate signage shall be allowed during the duration of the permit and
shall be subject to the sign area and height requirements as set forth in
Section J of Ordinance No. 2005-0870.

C. The applicant/operator shall submit a detailed plot plan showing the location of
the tent or temporary structure, the floor area and maximum capacity (number of
persons) of the tent/structure, the number and location of off-street parking
spaces, a traffic circulation plan showing all ingress/egress locations, and the
location, number and a description of any signs, lights, balloons, fences, banners,
etc. Such plan shall be examined by the City’s Technical Advisory Committee to



determine compliance with this Ordinance and other applicable codes, ordinances,
or regulations. No building permit shall be issued until such plan complies with
these provisions.

D. The City Manager or his designee shall have authority to require immediate
compliance with the provisions of this Ordinance. Failure of the
applicant/operator to comply with such direction may result in the prohibition of
future sales/activities by the applicant and/or issuance of a Code Enforcement
Citation pursuant to Chapter 2 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances and Chapter

162, Florida Statutes.

E. Nothing herein shall relieve an applicant/operator of a temporary use from
complying with other applicable codes, ordinances and regulations.

F. Any temporary use existing on the date of adoption of this Ordinance shall
become a non-conforming use.

SECTION 3. Repealer

All provisions of the Dade City Code of Ordinances, as amended, and ordinances or parts
of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any conflict.

SECTION 4. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the ordinance adopted by the
Commission. :

SECTION 5. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.

SECTION 6. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.



SECTION 7. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon adoption.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

As previously requested by the City Commission, please find attached for your
consideration, an ordinance establishing a $100.00 per residential unit fee to be deposited
in a fund to be used exclusively for park and recreation purposes.

ISSUES:

This ordinance establishes a $100.00 park and recreation fee which will be assessed at the
time of issuance of every new building permit for construction of a residential unit
including single family homes, townhomes and/or apartment units. The fee will be
assessed at the time of issuance of the building permit and due and payable prior to
issuance of a certificate of occupancy for each unit. This ordinance will take effect thirty

(30) days following its adoption.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Introduce the attached ordinance and authorize staff to advertise for the
appropriate public hearing;

2. Do not introduce the attached ordinance; or
3. Direct staff to take some other action.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA
ESTABLISHING A PARK AND RECREATION FEE
TO BE ASSESSED AGAINST ALL NEW
RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT IN THE CITY;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, PENALTY,
SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Dade City is empowered pursuant to
Article VIII of the Florida Constitution of 1968, Chapter 125, Florida Statutes, and
Chapter 75-390, Laws of Florida (1975), as amended, to adopt ordinances relating to
budgeting and expenditure of City funds; and,

WHEREAS, the City Commission has conducted public hearings relating to the passage
of an Ordinance establishing a park and recreation fee and adopted the same; and

WHEREAS, Section 163.3177, Florida Statutes, requires the City’s comprehensive plan
to contain a capital improvement element which shall, among other things, provide for
standards to ensure the availability and adequacy of public facilities and projected
revenues to fund those facilities; and,

WHEREAS, the Capital Improvement Element of the City of Dade City’s
Comprehensive Plan contains goals, objectives, and policies providing that future
development shall pay for some portion of the cost of capital improvements necessitated

by its impact; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has determined that it is in the best interest of the
citizens of the City of Dade City to create and collect a park and recreation fee on all new
residential development within the City limits.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the City Commission of the City of Dade City,
Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 2-431 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to
establish a new Section entitled “Park and Recreation Fees” as follows:

Sec. 2-431. Park and Recreation Fee.

After the effective date of this ordinance, applicants for building permits for construction
of new residential dwelling units in the City limits of the City of Dade City shall be
assessed a Park and Recreation Fee in the amount of One Hundred Dollars and 00/100
($100.00) per unit for use by the City for park and recreation purposes. This fee shall be



due and payable at the time of issuance of the certificate of occupancy for the dwelling
unit.

SECTION 2. Severability.

It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,
that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Ordinance
shall be construed as not having contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or
provision and shall not be affected by such holding.

SECTION 3. Penalty.

Any building or construction permit used for new construction as covered by this
ordinance, but without payment of the park and recreation fee as required by this
Ordinance, shall be void.

'SECTION 4. Repealer.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION 5. Effective Date,

This Ordinance shall take effect within thirty (30) days of the date of the Mayor’s
execution of same.
