BACKGROUND:

On September 13 and 27, 2008, the City Commission conducted public hearings for
consideration and transmittal of the proposed Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR).
The Department of Community Affairs (DCA) along with other state and regional
agencies reviewed the EAR and subsequently provided comments in the Objections,
Recommendations and Comments (ORC) Report.

Subject: Authorization to Declare Equipment Surplus — 1967 Ford Tractor ID #181 and
1975 Ford Tractor ID #152

Date: April 2, 2008

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:
Section 2-517 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes the procedure for

Departments to submit to the City Manager reports showing stocks of all supplies which
are no longer used or which have become obsolete, worn out or scrapped. The City
Manager may transfer surplus to other using agencies.

Section 2-511 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Dade City, establishes procedures for
the sale of public property which has become obsolete and unusable when the estimated

value exceeds $1,000.00

The City Commission has granted approval for staff to surplus vehicles and equipment
where it is not cost effective to repair. Identified items have been taken to Tampa
Machinery Auction and this has proven to be an excellent method to dispose of surplus

property.

ISSUES:
The Parks Division of Public Works has a 1975 Ford Tractor (Equipment ID #152) which

was purchased March 12, 1975 (vendor unknown). The purchase price was $6,448.75.
The Parks Division also has a 1967 Ford Tractor (Equipment ID #181) which was
purchased July 30, 1967. The purchase price was $2,668.00. (Please see attached). The
tractors can be viewed at the Public Works compound.

In view of the age and condition of these tractors and other anticipated mechanical
problems, the Commission approved the purchase of two new tractors using penny funds
at its February 11, 2008 meeting. The Public Works Department has no other use for the
older tractors and therefore has recommended they be assigned surplus status.

ALTERNATIVES:
The City Commission may:




1. The Commission may approve the declaration of the 1975 and 1967 Ford
Tractors as surplus and transport to Tampa Machinery Auction to sell for
the best price.

2. The Commission may approve the declaration of the tractors as surplus
and advertise for sealed bids in anticipation the purchase value may
exceed $1,000.00.

3. The Commission may direct staff to commit the resources necessary to
repair the tractors and retain them in the Parks Division or assign to
another Public Works Division.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended as follows:
1. Declare the 1975 Ford Tractor Serial Number C447236 (City ID #152) as surplus
and authorize its consignment to Tampa Machinery Auction for sale. Declare the
1967 Ford Tractor Serial Number C178631 (City ID #181) as surplus and
authorize its consignment to Tampa Machinery Auction for sale.

FUNDING:
The FY 2007-2008 Budget does not include funds to repair these two tractors.
