It is recommended that the data herein presented be given formal consideration by the Board of
County Commissioners.

DESCRIPTION AND CONDITIONS:

Please find before you for your consideration the second and final public hearing for a proposed
Ordinance creating Section 704, Geologic Hazards of the Land Development Code.

On July 10, 2007, a proposed ordinance to prohibit the location of future buildings, structures,
roadways, parking lots and retention/detention ponds in areas where geologic hazards are
determined to exist or the potential for the development of such hazards is possible and such
conditions are not or cannot be remediate was introduced. That proposed ordinance is the
second ordinance requested by the Board to address ground settlement claims that have
contributed to increased rates for property insurance. The proposed ordinance, which has
come to be referred to as the “Geological Hazards Ordinance” was referred to the Citizens
Ordinance Review Committee (CORC) and heard by CORC on August 22, 2007, and October
22, 2007. Also, the proposed ordinance has been reviewed, discussed and modified by County
Staff in conjunction with members of the Pasco Builders Association and a group of interested
geologists and professional engineers. In addition, at the direction of the Board on December 4,
2007, a section has been added that imposes soil compaction standards during site and
building development, On February 27, 2008, the Board held the first public hearing on the
proposed ordinance.

The ordinance as prepared will require development plans submitted to Pasco County to be
accompanied by a Geotechnical/Geological Engineering Report which provides for an
evaluation of the property proposed for development and development and construction
recommendations that include site preparation, fill placement, pavement design considerations,
foundation construction requirements, minimum requirements for construction inspection and
testing and recommendations for mitigation of known or found geological hazardous areas.

The ordinance also includes land construction requirements which include compaction
standards for fill placed in building pad areas, engineering certifications for the building pad
areas, building permit application requirements that include a statement by an appropriate
design professional that the report has been reviewed and the proposed building is
appropriately designed for the conditions that exist on the proposed building area and building
inspection requirements.

ALTERNATIVES AND ANALYSIS:

1. Acting as the Local Planning Agency, adopt the Growth Management Memorandum as
the recommendation to the BCC as to the ordinance’s consistency with the
Comprehensive Plan, and as the BCC, hold the public hearing, take public comment, if
any, and adopt the attached proposed ordinance by roll call vote.

2. Direct revisions to the attached proposed ordinance.

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RECOMMENDATION AND FUNDING:

The County Attorney’s Office and Development Services Director recommends that the Board of
County Commissioners accept public comment, approve Altemative No. 1, authorize the
Chairman to execute the attached ordinance, and direct the Board Records Department to file a
certified copy of the ordinance and the coding form with the Department of State within ten days
after enactment and distribute the ordinance as follows: retain one original; one copy to the
Development Review Services Department; and one copy to the County Attorney, New Port
Richey, along with a copy of the letter from the Department of State showing receipt of the
ordinance.

No funding is required for this item. The impact on the cost of housing will be offset by the future
savings in possible ground settlement claims.

AN ACT TO BE ENTITLED

AN ORDINANCE BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF PASCO COUNTY, FLORIDA AMENDING
THE PASCO COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE;
ORDINANCE NO. 89-21 AS AMENDED; AMENDING SECTION
306 CONTENT REQUIREMENTS; CREATING SECTION 704 TO
REQUIRE GEOTECHNICAL/GEOLOGICAL ENGINEERING
REPORTS AND INVESTIGATION OF RISKS PRIOR TO
DEVELOPMENT OF GEOLOGICAL HAZARDOUS AREAS;
PROVIDING FOR INCREASED STANDARDS FOR
DEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES AND BUILDING PERMIT
APPLICATIONS AND INSPECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR
EXEMPTIONS, DEFINITIONS, A REVIEW PROCESS,
MODIFICATION THAT MAY ARISE FROM CONSIDERATION AT
PUBLIC HEARINGS, SEVERABILITY, REPEALER, INCLUSION
INTO THE PASCO COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE,
APPLICABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE. '

WHEREAS, the legislature of the State of Florida has in Chapter 125, Florida
Statutes, delegated to local government units the responsibility to adopt regulations
designed to protect the public health, safety and general welfare of its citizenry; and

WHEREAS, due to a large number of ground settlement insurance claims within
Pasco County, the County’s property owners have been subjected to increased property
insurance rates by insurers; and

WHEREAS, in a continued effort to address the matter of increased property
insurance rates due to perceived sinkhole risks, the Board of County Commissioners of
Pasco County finds that the land proposed for placement of structures should be
investigated for geologic hazards; and

WHEREAS, said Board finds that it is in the best interest of the health, safety and
welfare of the County’s residents, both current and future, to investigate the potential risk
of geologic hazards causing damage to real property and structures built thereon by
adopting and implementing additional development submittal requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Board understands the inherent restrictions and limitations of
underground testing and evaluations, and the subjectivity of data interpretation; and
recognizes that all {or potential) buried or covered over geologic hazards may not and/or
will not be discovered or found during reasonable investigation practices and techniques
in a particular site; it does however recognize the importance of such site testing and it's

impact on development; and
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WHEREAS, regardless of testing evaluation results of a particular development

site, all non-exempt building construction shall be subject to the stricter standards for soil

compaction, building permit application and inspection.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of County Commissioners

of Pasco County, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Authority and Power.

Pursuant to the Constitution of the State of Florida and through Florida Statutes Chapter

125, the Board of County Commissioners is vested with the authority to adopt the

following amendments to the Pasco County Code Land Development Code, as

amended.

SECTION 2. Recitals.

The foregoing whereas clauses are true and correct and are incorporated herein.

SECTION 3. Section 306 of the Land Development Code is amended as follows,

creating new subsections 306.3.C.33., 306.3.D.3.gg. and 306.6.D.1.q.:

306.3.C.33. Geotechnical/Geological Engineering Report.

306.3.D.3.9g. Geotechnical/Geological Engineering Report.

306.6.D.1.q. Geotechnical/Geological Engineering Report.

SECTION 4. Pasco County Land Development Code, Section 704 is hereby created.

704.

GEOLOGIC HAZARDS

704.1 General

A. At the time of preliminary plan submittal, areas proposed for development

shall be investigated for existing geologic hazards and the presence of poor
soil conditions or other factors that may affect the improvements proposed for
the site in unincorporated Pasco County on a site by site basis during the

development review process.

. All applications for preliminary plan approval shall include a

Geotechnical/Geological Engineering Report containing the information

meeting the requirements of this ordinance.

. No structures built after the effective date of this ordinance and not otherwise

exempt by this ordinance shall be built without adherence to this ordinance.
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
