Subject: Emergency purchase of a control panel for Sunset Ave. lift station
Date: May 20, 2008

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information:

BACKGROUND:
Like many other lift stations throughout the City, the Sunset Avenue lift station is old and

in need of repairs. With the control panel not correctly working, the lift station is not
able to properly service the citizens, thus creating public safety concerns.

ISSUES: .
' The lift station control panel on Sunset Avenue has been malfunctioning, thus resulting in

sewage spills from that station and area manhole. The latest spill was witnessed by Jose
Gil and Mike Mulholland. It was determined that the spills were a result of the control
panel and should be replaced immediately. Under my direction I requested that the
Public Works department do what was needed to quickly repair the control panel. Mr.
Mulholland was able to obtain two quotes and we chose A L. Covell Electric, Inc.

My recommendation was given to proceed with an emergency purchase, because of the
possibility of raw sewage spilling on the ground. The formal bid process would have
taken 3 to 4 months to have the project complete. An emergency purchase will only take
about 3 weeks to correct the problem.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Approve the City Manager’s decision to approve the emergency purchase to buy
the control panel on the Sunset Avenue lift station.
2. Disapprove the City Manager’s decision and have the control bid through the

normal process.

RECOMMENDATION:
City Manager recommends alternative 1 above in order for the lift station to properly

work.

FUNDING:
The cost of the new control panel is $9,400.00 (see attached invoice). Monies were

previously budgeted in the capital account 63.00 titled rebuild of control panel.
