It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On April 16, 2008, a certified letter was sent by the City’s Building Official to the
property owner, Yvonne Trueblood Barker advising her that the structure located at the
corner of Tuskeegee Avenue and Wilson Street was unsafe and meets the criteria for
demolition pursuant to Section 22 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances. Specifically, the
structure was deemed to be unsafe as no roof at all is present, the existing structure does
not meet Florida Building Code requirements, and the structure is and has been
abandoned for some time. On April 29, 2008, Ms. Barker filed a timely appeal of the
notice of demolition. A phaotograph of the structure is attached hereto. A color
photograph will be submitted during the public hearing.

ISSUES:

In her appeal application, Ms. Barker indicates that the original home was built by her
father and that she would like to keep the house in her family. She purchased the
property from her mother in 2007. At this time, however, Ms. Barker does not have the
funds available to pull a building permit and bring the structure back up to building code
requirements. _

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Grant Ms. Barker an extension of time to pull a building permit for restoration of
this structure; or

2. Do not grant an cxtension of timc; or

3. Remove this structure from the unsafe structures/demolition list.



RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends Alternative No. 2 above.
