It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On August 15, 2005. Vermland Robinette, as Trustee of the Bertha L. Sparkman Trust
and Henry and Lois Willis submitted a completed Petition for annexation and rezoning of
56.5 m.o.l. acres of property located on the west side of U.S. 301 behind the Hampton
Inn. In January 2007, Flanagan-Hillpot, LLC purchased the property and has continued to
pursue the annexation and rezoning of this property. The new applicant wishes to develop
the property as a residential Planned Unit Development (PUD) with a maximum of 286
total residential units including both single family and townhome product. The small
parcel located behind the hotel is planned for either townhomes or professional office
use. The existing County future land use designation on the property is RES-6 (6 du/ga)
and the property is currently zoned a combination of R-3 (Medium Density Residential)
(approximately 1.5 parent parcels out of 6) and AR (Agricultural Residential). The
County’s R-3 zoning designation allows construction of 5.8 site built dwelling units per
gross acre and AR zoning allows 1 unit per acre, either mobile homes or site built homes,
as well as limited agricultural uses.

ISSUES:

The applicant has previously submitted five different site plans for consideration by the
City. Some time in November 2007, the applicant substantially revised the site plan
initially submitted, replacing a multi-family apartment component with professional
offices or townhomes, adding a substantial buffer area along the northern boundary of the
property, and limiting construction to sirigle family units only in the northern portion of
the property contiguous to the existing single family residences. The project also contains
(at the developer’s cost) a six foot multi-modal path within the right-of-way connecting
the existing paved rails-to-trails path all the way to U.S. 301 along the project’s internal
spine road. Finally, the proposed single family lots to the north of the property are to be
situated in an east-west orientation to the project’s northern boundary in order to limit the
number of lots near the existing properties to the north. Any townhome product, if



subsequently provided, is to be located to the center and the south of the project. In
addition, the spine road has been moved south to the center of the project and the former
interconnection to 10™ Street was been eliminated. The developer proposed a stabilized
stub-out at this location, however, with break away bollards in case this access is needed
for emergency purposes or in case the City desires an interconnection in the future. The
stub-out to the southeast boundary remains for future connection to the commercial
parcels to the south. Additional changes from previously submitted site plans are as

follows:

o The proposed east-west collector road will be removed from the project and will
be replaced with a local road to serve this project only. This local interior road
will be relocated to the middle or south portion of the property and will no longer
be adjacent to the properties to the north. As you may recall, in the fall of 2006,
the City retained the services of Coastal Engineering to examine the feasibility of
an extension of Morningside Drive from CR 35A to Fort King. Until recently, it
was anticipated that the most likely location of the road would be through this
project. Coastal Engineering has advised this office that although they are not
finished with their study, the proposed road extension will not be through this
project;

o The developer will construct, at their expense, a continuation of the rails-to-trails
pathway through the existing City (old CSX) right-of-way which runs in a north-
south direction to connect to the multi-modal path at the spine road;

o The developer will provide a twenty foot buffer along the northern boundary of
the project;

e The developer will provide a traffic study addressing proposed traffic impacts to
U.S. 301 and any resulting required roadway improvements;

e The developer has agreed to engineer the project to Pasco County’s Basins of
Special Concern Ordinance, as applicable;

e The single family lots in the northern portion of the property will be situated in an
east-west orientation to the project’s northen boundary in order to limit the
number of lots adjacent to the existing properties on the north;

¢ No interconnect will be provided from the project to 10" Street. A stub-out will
be provided, however, to the commercial property to the south; and

e No multi-family or non-residential construction will be built adjacent to any
single family homes to the north of this property.

" On June 4, 2008, the Planning Commission held a public hearing to discuss and make
recommendations regarding the annexation and rezoning of the subject property. Prior to
the public hearing, Pat German recused herself and did not vote on either item. That left
six other Planning Commission members considering and voting on this matter. At the
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conclusion of the public hearing, the Planning Commission voted 4-2 to approve the
annexation of the property. During the subsequent discussion pertaining to the proposed
rezoning, a motion was made to approve the rezoning with the conditions proposed by
staff and with the following additional conditions:

A 25 foot buffer must be provided along all four sides of the property;

The north/south portion of the rails-to-trails path to be constructed by the

developer must be the same as the existing trail;

The minimum lot width for the single family homes must be at least 60 feet; and

The developer must obtain a FDEP permit prior to construction plan approval.
This motion was voted on twice by the Planning Commission. Both votes resulted in a 3-
3 tie vote. According to Robert’s Rules, a tie vote constitutes a denial. Interestingly, at
the request of the developer, both the annexation and rezoning ordinances contain a
condition stating that approval of one ordinance is contingent on approval of the other
and vice versa. As a result, the recommendation of denial of the rezoning ordinance

negates the recommendation of approval of the rezoning ordinance, thereby
recommending denial of the entire project.

Since the last Commission meeting, I have attached several documents to this
agenda item addressing cost-benefit analyses, the County’s “liability” for Tank
Lake Basin flooding, SWFWMD’s engineering documentation regarding this area,
and proposed changes to the existing conditions submitted by the developer.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached annexation and rezoning ordinances and authorize the
mayor to execute same; or

2. Continue the public hearing to a time and date certain; or
3. Take no action; or
4. Do not approve the attached ordinances; or
5. Direct staff to take some other action.
RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends Alternative 1 above.

Michelle,

We have an annexation pending on 56 acres of property behind the Hampton Inn on US 301, and
partially within the Tank Lake basin. The opposition is making statements that the County
undertook the canal cleanup from Lake Jovita to the Withlacoochee due to legal liability they
incurred due to the flooding in Hickory Hills. They are waiving around a paper with
approximately $800,000 in costs that they allege the County has incurred because “the County is
liable for this flooding” (apparently simply because thé property is within the unincorporated
area). They are trying to make the argument that if the City annexes this property, the City will
then be financially liable for the clean-up, etc. of the Tank Lake basin. Can you provide me with
the exact rationale and reason the County decided to undertake this project? Thanks.

Hi Karla - The County does not accept any “liability” for the flooding in Tank Lake.
There is a long history of issues which contributed to the flooding problems, not the
least of which is that the Hickory Hills neighborhood is built in the middle of the old
lake. The County did not do anything to cause the flooding.

The County has done a number of things to help the residents in this area. We have
set-up pumps and moved water from west Tank Lake over the abandoned RR berm to
east Tank Lake on a number of occasions. We have conducted a Study of Tank Lake
and designated the area a Drainage Basin of Special Concern. We are continuing to
explore alternatives for relieving the flooding to include an operable structure at the
culvert location on the berm where we have historically set-up pumps. We have
continued cooperative funding with SWFWMD to expand the Study limits to the entire
Duck Lake Basin in the hopes of identifying a location where we can construct a “large”
retention pond. For more information on the Study efforts, please contact Mike Garrett,

Stormwater Manager.

After the 2004 hurricane season, Pasco County received funds from the Natural
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) to remove storm debris from water ways. In
the summer of 2005 we cleaned several channels and we removed a hillock from a
retention pond in Hickory Hills. As a result of that project we identified additional needs
for cleaning the Duck Lake canal. We pursued out of cycle funding with SWFWMD, but

we were rejected. We later received funding and cleaned the ditch from the berm on
the Evans property all the way to the Blanchard property using a contractor.

FYI, as a result of the 2004 hurricanes, we offered the residents on Green Oak Lane
buy-outs with hazard mitigation funds, but they declined.

Pasco County has undertaken all of these efforts because of a desire to assist these
residents with their public safety needs. If you need additional information, please call
