It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Last year, the Commission heard information from representatives from Angelo’s
Aggregate Materials and the Protectors of Florida’s Legacy setting forth pros and cons on
the proposed construction of a Class I municipal solid waste landfill approximately 1.5
miles from the existing boundary of Dade City. For more than a year now, the Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) has been reviewing and processing the
permit application for this facility.

ISSUES:

It has recently been brought to the attention of this office that the FDEP will be
concluding its review of this permit sometime in July 2008 and rendering a final decision
on either the approval or denial of the permit. The Protectors of Florida’s Legacy have
again contacted the City and requested that before the FDEP takes action, that the City
Commission reiterate its position on the pending application. Consistent with the
Commission’s prior correspondence and vote on this matter, the attached resolution in
opposition to the proposed landfill has been attached for your review and consideration.
Finally, Mr. Carl Roth has asked to speak to the Commission about the latest updates in

this matter.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached resolution and authorize the mayor’s signature of same; or
2. Do not approve the attached resolution; or

3. Direct staff to take some alternative action.



RECOMMENDATION:

RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA EXPRESSING ITS
OPPOSITION TO THE PERMITTING,
CONSTRUCTION OR OPERATION OF THE
PROPOSED ANGELO’S AGGREGATE MATERIALS
CLASS I LANDFILL.

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City, Florida understands that a private company, Angelo’s
Aggregate Materials (the “applicant”) is proposing to construct and operate a Class I
municipal solid waste landfill less than 1.5 miles from the City limits of Dade City; and

WHEREAS, the location of said facility is bordered by Enterprise Road, Singletary Road,
Messick Road and Old Lakeland Highway, and is in close proximity to the
environmentally sensitive Green Swamp, a critical groundwater recharge area for the
Floridan Aquifer, as well as for the Hillsborough River and the Withlacoochee River; and

WHEREAS, the floodplain forests and swamps of the adjacent Green Swamp provide a
productive habitat and breeding area for a variety of species of both birds and mammals
for our area; and

WHEREAS, the applicant’s own engineers and geologists have indicated that the vicinity
of the proposed landfill has a moderately high risk for sinkholes, and Pasco County is
clearly already recognized by the insurance industry as one of the highest risk counties in
the state for sinkhole activity; and

WHEREAS, the Greater Dade City Chamber of Commerce and Downtown Dade City
Mainstreet, Inc. and its associated Merchant’s Association, have previously expressed
opposition to the proposed landfill due to the incompatibility of this facility to the
downtown area and the traditional commercial and economic growth nurtured by the

community; and

WHEREAS, numerous City and County residents have expressed concerns to the City
Commission relating to the negative effect the proposed landfill will have on their
property values as well as on the surrounding environment; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has held a public workshop on this issue to understand
aspects of the proposal by Angelo’s Aggregate Materials as well as information provided
by the Protectors of Florida’s Legacy, a local citizen’s group; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has also reviewed independent documentation relating
to the potential public health risks due to landfill gas and leachate toxicity escaping from

other landfills.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida in regular session duly assembled, that on behalf of the citizens of our
community, the Commission does not support the permitting, construction, and/or
operation of the proposed Class I Landfill application proposed by Angelo’s Aggregate
materials.

o Class 1 waste observed in Class 3 facility

o Insufficient cover exposing waste & creating offsite odors

o Insufficient dust control

o Erosion occurring due to insufficient maintenance

o Loads not spotted and then quickly covered
FDEP had follow-up inspection in late October and AAM had performed
no remediation at all
FDEP issued a Warning Letter December 11, 2007 and AAM replied
January 29, 2008. A final FDEP Consent Order expected March 2008
AAM conducted Ground Penetrating Radar (October 2007) and additional
borings (November 2007) for their supplemental review.
November 16, 2007 Florida Geological Survey provided an assessment of
the geological/sinkhole risk at the site.

o Cover subsidence sinkhole risk can allow contaminants into Aquifer

o Change in groundwater chemistry or major changes in water table

could cause sinkholes

December 4, 2007 PFL met with Senator Victor Crist about introducing SB
730. Gained Environmental Preservation & Conservation Committee
approval in April 2008.
December 6, 2007 PFL invited to speak at Pasco Legislative Delegation
forum at PHCC by Senator Mike Fasano
January 2, 2008 PFL met with Pasco County Development Review &
Zoning to discuss application status
February 26, 2008 Angelo’s Truck collision with CSX Train
February 26, 2008 PFL notified FAA and FDOT of the proximity of the
proposed Class 1 landfill to Zephyrhills Airport. The applicant had not
made them aware of the proposal.

ARCHITECTURE REVIEW BOARD TO CHANGE
MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING
FOR REPEALER, CODIFICATION, SEVERABILITY
AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on November 27, 2007, the City Commission adopted and established
architectural guidelines for the downtown redevelopment plan area; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to that ordinance, the City Commission also created a citizen’s
Architectural Review Board to review and approve all new development or
redevelopment applications within that area; and

WHEREAS, persons with qualifications which may be valuable to the operation of that
board may currently be excluded due to current restrictions on membership; and

WHEREAS, it has become necessary for the City Commission to amend the membership
requirements for the Architectural Review Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Section D(1) of Ordinance No.: 2007-0968 is hereby amended as follows:

D. Composition; procedures; authority.

1. Membership. The board shall consist of seven (7) members who shall be
appointed by the City Commission as follows: One (1) member shall be appointed
by each Commissioner, and two (2) additional members shall be appointed from
the Redevelopment Advisory Committee and the Historic Preservation
Committee, respectively, by consensus of a majority of the Commission.
Members shall be chosen on the basis of experience or interest in the fields of
architecture, City planning and conservation of architectural, historical or cultural

resources.

The membership of the board shall, whenever possible, consist of an architect and
a general contractor. All members shall be engaged in business within the

community redevelopment district or ewn-property-within-the-City-ef Dade-City
