It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, in order to expand an existing Community
Redevelopment Area, the Redevelopment Advisory Committee (RAC) must consider the
expansion and recommend same to the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA). The
CRA then shall consider the expansion and, if they vote to proceed with a proposed
expansion, they must forward the details of the expansion in writing to all the area taxing
authorities. Pasco County then has 30 days to consider the proposal. In order to oppose
the proposed expansion, the County must show that they have competing policy goals
and plans for the public funds that the County would be required to deposit to the
Community Redevelopment Trust Fund under the proposed expansion. If the County
does file an opposition, a mediation process between the City and the County must be
undertaken. If the County does not object, the CRA must adopt a resolution setting forth
a finding of necessity for the expansion following a public hearing.

ISSUES:

For the past several months, the RAC has been considering a proposal to expand the
existing Commumttz' Redevelopment Area south to east Coleman Avenue, west to 4"
Street and east to 8" Street. A map depicting the proposed area has been attached hereto
for your reference. Also attached is a resolution by the RAC finding that additional area
meeting the requirements of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes exist, setting forth findings of
necessity, and recommending approval of the expansion.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the proposed expansion and authorize staff to forward same to Pasco
County and the other taxing authorities for their comment; or



2. Do not approve the proposed expansion and take no further action; or
3. Delay action on this matter; or
4. Direct staff to take some alternative action.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends Alternative 1 above.

WHEREAS, on February 13, 1996, the City Commission found a need for the creation of
a Community Redevelopment Agency and, following the appropriate public hearing,
established the Agency and the associated district; and

WHEREAS, the Dade City Redevelopment Advisory Committee has recently studied
conditions in Dade City and determined that additional areas exist within the City that
meet the definitions and requirements found in Sections 163.340 and 163.355, Florida
Statutes; and

WHEREAS, conditions in this area also impair sound growth and the preservation of the
tax base; and

WHEREAS, the Dade City Redevelopment Advisory Committee has held public
meetings and voted to present a recommendation of expansion of the existing Community
Redevelopment District to the City Commission.

SECTION 1. That the Redevelopment Advisory Committee of the City of Dade City,
Florida declares that conditions exist in the area set forth in Exhibit “A” which meet the
criteria of the Florida Community Redevelopment Act for inclusion in the City’s
community redevelopment area. :



That the Redevelopment Advisory Committee finds that the
redevelopment, conservation, and redevelopment of the property described in Exhibit
“A” is necessary in the interest of the public health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of
the City.

District™).

That the City Commission finds that the redevelopment, conservation, and
redevelopment of the Addition to the Redevelopment District is necessary in the interest
of the public health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the City.

SECTION 4. That this resolution shall become effective as provided in the City Charter.
