It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:
The Dade City Zoning Ordinance was created in February 1975 and contains standards for
several different zoning districts along with various supplemental regulations. Although the

ordinance sets forth specific special exception uses within zoning districts, there are no
provisions for conditional uses.

ISSUES:

Unlike a special exception use, a conditional use is not permitted as a matter of right. Such uses
may, however, be appropriate on specific properties following public hearing and application of
standards and conditions. The attached ordinance creates the conditional use process, establishes
public hearing procedures before both the Planning Commission and the City Commission, and
sets forth standards for review and approval of proposed conditional uses.

On July 28, 2008, the Land Development Regulation Committee (LDRC) voted unanimously to
recommend approval of the proposed ordinance creating the conditional use process.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Hold a public hearing to discuss the attached ordinance and authorize staff to advertise
same for a second, final public hearing before the City Commission; or

2. Withdraw the attached ordinance; or

3. Direct staff to take some alternative direction.
RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

ORDINANCE NO. 2008-0984

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
DADE CITY, FLORIDA CREATING CONDITIONAL
USES WITHIN SPECIFIC ZONING DISTRICTS;
PROVIDING FOR REVIEW AND APPROVAL
PROCESS; PROVIDING FOR STANDARDS FOR
APPROVAL OF CONDITIONAL USES; PROVIDING
FOR CONDITION AND APPROVAL REVOCATION;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, CODIFICATION,
MODIFICATION, SEVERABILITY AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City currently does not provide for conditional uses within specific
zoning districts; and

WHEREAS, some uses may be appropriate in certain zoning districts only upon approval
by the City Commission; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary and appropriate to create an ordinance providing for specific
conditional uses and establishing a procedure for their consideration; and

WHEREAS, the Citizens Advisory Committee has reviewed the attached ordinance and
recommends approval.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

Section 1. The Conditional Use Ordinance is hereby created as follows:

A conditional use is not permitted as a matter of right. The approval of the City
Commission must be obtained prior to the commencement of any conditional use and,
further, such conditional use may only be located in zoning districts in which conditional
uses are identified as possible uses of property.

1. An application for a conditional use permit must be submitted to the Community
Development Director or his designee. The City Planning Commission and the City
Commission shall hold separate public hearings on such an application within sixty
(60) days after all information and facts comprising the application have been
submitted. Due public notice shall be given prior to said hearings.

2. The public hearings referenced above shall be preceded by publication of notice of
the time, place, and purpose of the hearing in a newspaper of general circulation in
the County, with the first such publication to be at least 15 days prior to the date of



the hearing and the second such publication to be at least five (5) days prior to the
hearing, excluding Sundays and legal holidays. For the purposes of compliance with
this provision, notice of both hearings may be given simultaneously, provided the
time requirements set forth above are either met or exceeded. In addition, a sign shall
be posted on the land which is the subject of the hearing, at least 15 days prior to the
date of the public hearing by the Planning Commission.

. Planning Commission Recommendation. At the completion of the public hearing
on an application for a conditional use, the Planning Commission shall vote to
recommend approval or denial of the application. The recommendation of the
Planning Commission shall be submitted to the City Commission in written form.

. City Commission Hearing.

a. Upon receipt of the Planning Commission’s recommendations, the City
Commission shall hold a separate public hearing on the proposed conditional use.

b. If the recommendation of the Planning Commission is adverse to the proposed
conditional use, such conditional use shall not become effective except by an
affirmative vote of a majority of the entire membership of the City Commission.

c. At the conclusion of the public hearing on the application for conditional use, the
City Commission may vote to approve or deny the application. Approval shall be
given in the form of an ordinance or resolution approving the conditional use.
Denial may be made by motion and majority vote for denial.

d. Whenever the City Commission has denied an application for conditional use, the
Planning Commission shall not thereafter consider any further application for the
same conditional use of any part or all of the same property for a period of 12
months from the date of such action.

. Standards for Approval of Conditional Uses. The City Commission may, at its
discretion, grant approval of a conditional use application if the evidence presented at
the public hearing establishes compliance with the following standards:

a. That the request is consistent with the goals, objectives, and policies of the
adopted comprehensive plan elements or portions thereof.

b. The proposed conditional use will not adversely affect or contribute to the
deterioration of quality of life or property values in the immediate neighborhood.

c. The proposed conditional use is consistent with the character of, and existing land
use patterns in the surrounding area.

d. The proposed conditional use will not create or excessively increase traffic or
parking congestion or otherwise affect public safety.

e. The site upon which the proposed conditional use is to be located has suitable
drainage, access, ingress and egress, off-street parking, and loading areas.

f. The site upon which the conditional use is to be located has, or will have,
screening and buffering sufficient to prevent interference with the enjoyment of
surrounding properties.



g. The proposed site meets the applicable lot and yard area requirements of the
zoning district in which it is located.

h. Any exiting or proposed lighting will not adversely affect enjoyment of
surrounding properties or vehicular traffic.

i. The proposed conditional use will not otherwise adversely affect the health, safety
or welfare of the surrounding community or area.

6. Conditions. The City Commission may impose conditions upon the applicant where
deemed necessary to protect the health, safety or welfare of the public or where
deemed necessary to assure compliance with the above-referenced conditions. Such
conditions and stipulations shall become part of the written approval and must be
conformed to, or followed, by the applicant and any successor in interest.

7. Revocation. A conditional use approval may be revoked by the City Commission
following a public hearing in accordance with the above process.

8. Expansion. The holder of a conditional use permit shall be authorized to utilize the
site or location of the said use only in the manner specified in the written approval
and any conditions recited therein. Any substantial expansion, alteration, or change
in the conditional use authorized by the written approval must be reviewed by the
City Commission in the same manner in which the original conditional use
application was reviewed. The Community Development Director or his designee
shall determine whether a substantial alteration or change of an authorized
conditional use exists, and may initiate a review of the same by the City Commission.
For the purposes of this ordinance, an expansion, alteration, or change of a
conditional use shall be deemed to exist where a substantial modification of any of
the standards provided for in this Ordinance results from activity associated with the
conditional use, or where a substantial change of circumstances or conditions arises,
including, but not limited to, a change in use from a non-profit social operation to a
commercial operation.

For the purposes of this Ordinance, the sale of specific varieties of alcoholic
beverages in an existing building shall be deemed to constitute a conditional use
which may be expanded in accordance with this Ordinance without regard to the
proximity of the existing building to a school, church, or park, or it may be revoked
pursuant to the terms of this Ordinance. A prior approval issued in the form of a
resolution or ordinance duly adopted by the City Commission authorizing the sale of
alcoholic beverages in an existing building shall be deemed to constitute a conditional
use which requires no further expansion in order to increase the variety of alcoholic
beverages to be sold.

Section 2. Repealer
All provisions of the Dade City Zoning Ordinance No. 361, as amended, and ordinances

or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of any
conflict.



Section 3. Modification.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance may be
modified as a result of considerations that may arise during public hearings. Such
modifications shall be incorporated into the final version of the Ordinance adopted by the
Commission.

Section 4. Severability.
It is declared to be the intent of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida,

that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, the remainder of this Ordinance shall be construed as not having
contained said section, subsection, sentence, clause, or provisions and shall not be
affected by such holding.

Section S. Inclusion in Code.

It is the intent of the City Commission that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
and be made a part of the Dade City Land Development Code, and that the sections of
this Ordinance may be renumbered or re-lettered and the word “ordinance” may be
changed to “section,” “article,” “regulation,” or such other appropriate word or phrase in
order to accomplish such intentions.

Section 6. Effective Date.
This Ordinance shall take effect as provided in the City Charter.

The above ordinance was read and approved upon ﬁrst reading this 8th day of J uly, 2008,
and adopted following public hearings on the 12™ day of August and the 26™ day of
August, 2008.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:
The Dade City Zoning Ordinance was created in February 1975 and contains standards for

several different zoning districts including the CN, Neighborhood Commercial District.

ISSUES:
Since the creation of the ongmal zoning ordinance and zoning districts, times and technology

have changed, thereby creating the need for periodic review of each zoning district to ensure that
the uses contained therein are current. This office has recently been contacted by property
owners within existing CN zoning districts requesting an update to this district. The attached
ordinance substantially rewrites and revises the existing CN, Neighborhood Commercial zoning
district. Associated with this ordinance and all subsequent amendments to the zoning district
portion of the Land Development Code/Zoning Ordinance, is the newly created Conditional Use

Ordinance.

On July 28, 2008, the Land Development Regulation Committee (LDRC) held a public meeting
to discuss this proposed ordinance. The LDRC voted unanimously to approve the following
changes to the attached ordinance:
e Add personal services including barber/beauty shops, tanning salons, day spas, and nail
salons to the list of permitted uses; and
e Eliminate all special exception uses and include the previous special exception uses as
conditional uses.

ALTERNATIVES:
1. Hold a public hearing to discuss the attached ordinance and authorize staff to advertise
same for a second, final public hearing before the City Commission; or
2. Withdraw the attached ordinance; or
3. Direct staff to take some alternative direction.

RECOMMENDATION:

USES; PROVIDING FOR AREA, LOT WIDTH,
COVERAGE, YARD, AND HEIGHT
REGULATIONS; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
CODIFICATION, MODIFICATION,

SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 361, the Dade City Zoning Ordinance was adopted in
February 1975; and

WHEREAS, it has been many years since this district was updated and many currently
potential appropriate uses are not listed; and

WHEREAS, due to the neighborhood character of this district, it is also appropriate to
add uses which are permitted only as conditional uses.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida as follows:

Section 1. The CN, Neighborhood Commercial Zoning District is substantially reworded
as follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of the CN neighborhood commercial district is to provide and
require a unified and organized arrangement of buildings, service, and parking areas
together with adequate circulation and open space, in a manner so as to provide and
constitute an efficient, safe, convenient, and attractive shopping area to serve
neighborhood shopping needs.

2. Permitted Uses.

A. Principal Uses.

1. Retail sales for local or neighborhood needs when such business is conducted
entirely within a building.
