It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND: ’

The Dade City Code of Ordinances currently provides that billing deposits are held until the
utility account is closed and then refunded after application to any amounts owed. At the request
of a customer, the City Commission voted to have staff draft an ordinance that would allow for

the early return of deposits.

ISSUES:

Staff researched other local governments in the area to determine their practices for returning

deposits. The attached ordinance makes the following changes:

1. Deposits of single-family residential accounts in the name of the property owner may be
refunded, without interest, after 24 billing periods provided that there have been no late
payments, no returned payments, and no disconnections on the account during that time
period.

2. Users disconnected for nonpayment or a returned payment will have to pay an additional
deposit so that the total deposit on file is two times the amount of the current level of deposit

for that service.
3. The City may make collection efforts on delinquent accounts and recover the costs of those

efforts. .
4. Other minor changes have been made to clarify some items in the existing Code.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Introduce the ordinance and advertise for a public hearing.

2. Amend the ordinance and introduce and advertise as amended.
3. Do not introduce the ordinance or advertise for a public hearing.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA,
AMENDING SECTIONS OF THE DADE CITY CODE OF
ORDINANCES TO ALLOW FOR THE RETURN OF CERTAIN
BILLING DEPOSITS AND THE COLLECTION OF ADDITIONAL
BILLING DEPOSITS; AUTHORIZING THE COLLECTION OF
DELINQUENT ACCOUNTS AND THE RECOVERY OF FEES
AND COSTS; UPDATING SECTIONS REGARDING BILLS AND
NONPAYMENTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY,
CODIFICATION, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 98-48 of the Dade City Code establishes metered monthly water
rates and charges and also requires that a monetary deposit be paid prior to the
commencement of water service; and

WHEREAS, Section 98-95 of the Dade City Code also requires that a monetary deposit
be paid prior to the commencement of sewer service; and

WHEREAS, Section 74-38 of the Dade City Code establishes fees for residential garbage
service; and

WHEREAS, these Sections do not currently allow for the return of deposits until the
utility account is terminated; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to amend the Code to allow for the return of
utility deposits when a good credit history has been proven through continued regular and
full payments for a period of at least two years; and,

WHEREAS, in consideration for the early return of deposits, the City Commission also
desires to enhance its ability to collect on unpaid accounts, including the recovery of any
fees or charges relating to the collection of amounts due to the City; and,

WHEREAS, other Sections regarding penalties and disconnections also need to be
updated . ‘

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, as follows:

" SECTION 1.

Subsection 98-48 (b) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:



(b) Billing Deposits.

(1) Deposit required. The owner, tenant or occupant of each lot or parcel of
land within or outside the City who is now or may hereafter become
obligated to pay the water service charges set forth in Subseetions-(1)-and
@—of-this section, shall deposit simultaneously with the filing of an
application for water service with the city clerk, an amount hereafter
prescribed as reasonable and equitable, to ensure payment of such service
charge as such charge becomes due and payable. Deposits must be paid in
full prior to the initiation of water service. Such deposit shall be held by
the City in a non-interest-bearing reserve account-until-final-settlement-of

the-user’s-account,—and-will-be-subject-to-application-by-the-city-elerkto
when-delinquent. Deposits must be brought up to current levels when a
user is-disconnectedfor-nonpayment-or-transfers to a different account.
When a user is disconnected for nonpayment or a returned payment, an
additional deposit will be required so that the total deposit on file is two

times the amount of the current level of deposit for that service.
(2) Deposit refunds. Deposits of single-family residential accounts in_the

name of the property owner may be refunded, without interest, after 24
billing periods provided that there have been no late payments, no returned
payments, and no disconnections on the account during that time period.
Otherwise, upon final settlement of the user’s account, any unused balance
of the deposit will be refunded, without interest, to the account name as
listed on the deposit receipt. Deposits cannot be changed and are not
transferable to another user except in situations where appropriate legal

documentation is provided.

A $60.00 deposit is required for owners and/or landlords of rental units who wish to have
temporary service for cleaning or maintenance. Only one such deposit shall be required




for each owner and/or landlord regardless of the number of rental units owned or
managed; however, no more than three accounts may be active at one time under one

deposit. A $500.00 deposit is required to establish an account for the temporary use of a
hydrant meter.

SECTION 2.

Subsection 98-95 (a) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

(a) Billing Deposits.

(1) Deposit required. The owner, tenant or occupant of each lot or parcel of
land within and outside the City who is now, or may hereafter become,
obligated to pay the sewer service charges set forth in section 98-94, shall
deposit simultaneously with the filing of an application for sewer services
with the city clerk, of an amount prescribed in this subsection as
reasonable and equitable, to ensure payment of such sewer service charge
as it becomes due and payable. Deposits must be paid in full prior to the
initiation of sewer service. Such deposit shall be held by the City in a

non—mterest-bearlng reserve account—uﬂm—ﬁn&l—sefﬂemeﬂt—ef—%he—user—s

delinquent. Deposits must be brought up to current levels when a user is

disconnected for-nenpayment-oer-transfers to a different account. When a

user is disconnected for nonpayment or a returned payment, an additional

deposit will be required so that the total deposit on file is two times the

amount of the current level of deposit for that service.

(2) Deposit refunds. Deposits of single-family residential accounts in the

- name of the property owner may be refunded, without interest, after 24
billing periods provided that there have been no late payments, no returned
payments, and no disconnections on the account during that time period.

SECTION 3.

Subsections 74-38 (e) and (f) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances are hereby added as
follows:

e. For residential accounts billed by the city, a deposit of $15.00 must be
paid in full prior to the initiation of garbage service. Such deposit shall be
held by the City in a non-interest-bearing reserve account. Deposits must
be brought up to current levels when a user transfers to a different account.
When a user is disconnected for nonpayment or a returned payment, an
additional deposit will be required so that the total deposit on file is two
times the amount of the current level of deposit for that service.

f. Deposits of single-family residential accounts in the name of the property
owner may be refunded, without interest, after 24 billing periods provided
that there have been no late payments, no returned payments, and no
disconnections on the account during that time period. Otherwise, upon
final settlement of the user’s account, any unused balance of the deposit
will be refunded without interest to the account name as listed on the
deposit receipt. Deposits cannot be changed and are not transferable to
another user except in situations where appropriate legal documentation is

provided.

SECTION 4.

Section 98-37 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

(a) The water department shall have the right to transfer a delinquent water bill at one
address to the account of the same consumer at another address, provided the consumer is
receiving service at the latter address,_or to the account a different consumer where the
delinquent consumer is receiving service, and shall have the right to discontinue service
at the latter address for nonpayment of the transferred bill.

(b) Where a consumer has a delinquent balance at one address and it is transferred to
another account still in the name of the consumer_or to an account in a different name
where the consumer is receiving service, the water department shall have the right to
discontinue service to the second address unless the transferred balance is paid,
regardless of the fact that the property at the second address is being operated by a
mortgagee under terms of rent assignment and the current water bills are being paid.




(¢c) The city is hereby authorized to enforce payment of delinquent balances, including

the use of credit reporting, collection agencies, property liens, and the court system, and

may recover any fees and costs incurred in collecting the delinquent balances.

SECTION 5.

Section 98-48 (d) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:

(d) Penalties; nonpayments; transfers; disconnections.
(1) Penalties; due dates. Bills for water service shall normally be rendered

monthly, but the failure of the user to receive such bill shall not release or
diminish the obligations of the user with respect to the payment thereof. If
any account is not paid in full by the delinquent date,_which shall be 15
days after the billing date, a penalty charge of $5.00 shall be added. For
the purposes of this section, the term "paid in full" shall mean the date
payment is received as evidenced by the audit-maehine—date or other
similar indication printed on the payment stub_or receipt. Governmental
units and their agencies are exempt from the penalty charge. Persons over
65 years of age with accounts in their names may receive an exemption
from the penalty charge upon providing proof of their age.

(2) Nonpayments. Upon the simultaneous delinquency of all or part of a

user's billings for two months, all past due amounts are immediately
payable and utility service shall be disconnected for reason of
nonpayment. Partial payments of past due amounts shall not be sufficient
to prevent the service from being disconnected. Delays in the
disconnection of service shall not relieve the user of the obligation to pay
all past due amounts immediately. If service is discontinued for
nonpayment of bills, all amounts due plus a reeenneetien—nonpayment
charge of $30.00 must be paid before service can be restored. The
reconneetion-nonpayment charge is applicable once the disconnect order
has left the office for action. The city may, at its option, elect to send out
reminder notices, however, failure by the user to receive a reminder notice
shall not be sufficient to keep the service from being disconnected.

(3) Transfers; disconnections. A user may transfer their utility service from

on¢ account to another account within the city's utility system upon
completing a written request for transfer and paying all amounts
outstanding on their current account. A user shall be allowed to maintain
service at both locations for a period of up to three calendar days without
having to pay an additional deposit. A user shall be responsible for the
payment of all billings on their account until such time as the city receives
a written application from the user for the disconnection of their service.

Section 98-95 (b) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as follows:
