PROCLAMATION

"RECOGNIZING DADE CITY TOURS
AND MR. DONALD DUEKER”

WHEREAS, a review of the history of Florida and Pasco County clearly shows how vital
the railroad systems were in the development of our State and area, with rail service first
established to Dade City in 1887 with a second line serving the area by 1890; and

WHEREAS, the Dade City Atlantic Coastline Railroad Depot was constructed in the year
1912 to provide for transportation and commerce that supported the development of the timber,
tobacco and then citrus industries, a mainstay in the City’s economy for over a half century; and

WHEREAS, the railroad ceased use of the Depot for terminal operations and it fell into
disrepair, prompting the City to purchased it in 1994 and, through grants from the Florida
Department of Transportation and other sources, was able to renovate the brick structure, with the
Depot receiving designation on the National Register of Historic Places; and

WHEREAS, in 2007, through a cooperative agreement between the City, East Pasco Habitat
for Humanity, Dade City Tours, Inc., Citrus Country Groves, Inc. and JDR Properties of Pasco, Inc.,
a project was set in motion for the Depot to be established as a railroad museum, capturing this
most significant aspect of Dade City’s history for young and old alike to learn and appreciate; and

WHEREAS, the project to recapture its original character and ambiance was under the
direction of Mr. Donald Dueker, President of Citrus Country Groves, who provided creative
direction and many hours of personal sweat, resulting in a beautiful, informative display and
another outstanding destination opportunity for visitors to Dade City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Dade City wishes to express its appreciation for this work on the
City’s Historic Depot and contribution to historic recognition in our community.

NOW, THEREFORE, |, Scott Black, by virtue of the authority vested in me as Mayor of Dade
City, on behalf of the entire City Commission, do hereby extend this proclamation to Dade City
Tours, Inc. and, in particular, to Mr. Donald Dueker, in appreciation of all they have done to
restore the City’s Historic Railroad Depot and the creation of the Dade City Railroad Museum.
