AGREEMENT NO. CRA 08- 011

FUNDING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DADE CITY

COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY AND DOWNTOWN

DADE CITY MAIN STREET

THIS AGREEMENT entered into by and between the Dade City Community Redevelopment
Agency, a public body corporate and politic created by the City of Dade City, a municipal corporation
of the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as the “CRA”, and Downtown Dade City Main Street,
Inc., a not-for-profit, IRS Section 501(c)(3), Florida corporation hereinafter referred to as “Main
Street.”

WITNESSETH: ,

WHEREAS, the CRA desires to enter into an agreement for the services of Main Street to
disseminate redevelopmeht information and to undertake and carry out redevelopment projects and
related services within the Dade City Redevelopment District; and

WHEREAS, such services serve to promote a valid public purpose for which expenditure of
public funds is authorized; and '

WHEREAS, the City Commission has allocated funds in its adopted budget for FY
2008/2009 for the CRA for such services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual covenants contained
herein, the parties do hereby covenant, contract, stipulate and agree as follows:

1. Main Street shall serve as the point of contact for the fagade improvement
program to encourage exterior building renovations that will provide continuity of
historic design and strengthen architectural features of businesses in the Dade
City Redevelopment District.

2. Main Street shall prepare and/or distribute brochures and materials that market
and promote the Dade City Redevelopment District, and business and economic
development opportunities therein.

3. Main Street shall cooperate with the CRA to assist with the development of
coordinated plans and designs for landscaping and streetscaping of the Dade
City Redevelopment District. :

4. The CRA shall pay Main Street a total of $15,000.00 toward costs incurred by
Main Street in return for the above services.

5. Main Street shall submit a written invoice to the CRA specifically documenting its
expenses for these services on or before June 15, 2009 and September 15,
2009 requesting one-half each of the total payment for services allocated by the
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CRA.

6. Both parties agree that this agreement shall apply retroactively to the period from
October 1, 2008 to September 30, 2009 and that future funding by the CRA shaill
depend on the progress achieved by Main Street in providing services, and the
availability of funds for appropriation.

FUNDING AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DADE CITY COMMUNITY
REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY AND THE GREATER DADE CITY
CHAMBER OF COMMERCE

THIS AGREEMENT entered into by and between the Dade City Community Redevelopment
Agency, a public body corporate and politic created by the City of Dade City, a municipal corporation
of the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as the “CRA”, and the Greater Dade City Chamber of
Commerce, a not-for-profit corporation of the state of Florida, hereinafter referred to as “Chamber.”

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the CRA desires to enter into an agreement for the services of the Chamber to
disseminate redevelopment information and to undertake and carry out community redevelopment
projects and related activities with the CRA’s area of operation; and

WHEREAS, such services serve to promote a valid public purpose for which the expenditure
of public funds is authorized; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has allocated funds in it adopted budget for FY 2008/2009
for the CRA for such services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual covenants contained
herein, the parties do hereby covenant, contract, stipulate and agree as follows:

1.  The Chamber shall provide information and referral services for tourists, residents and
businesses on the benefits and available services offered in the Dade City Redevelopment
District.

2.  The Chamber shall prepare and/or distribute brochures and materials that market and promote
the Dade City Redevelopment District and business and economic development opportunities
therein.

3. The CRA shall pay the Chamber a total of $15,000.00 toward costs for the Chamber to
accomplish the above tasks. ‘

4. The Chamber shall submit a written invoice to the CRA specifically documenting its
expenses for these services on or before June 15, 2009 and September 15, 2009 requesting
one-half each of the total payment for services allocated by the CRA.

5. Both parties agree that this Agreement shall apply retroactively to the period from October 1,
2008 to September 30, 2009 and that future funding by the CRA shall depend on the progress
achieved by the Chamber in providing the services and the availability of funds for

appropriation.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA AND THE
DADE CITY COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY
THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (the “Interlocal Agreement” or “Agreement”) is
entered into this __ day of October, 2008 between the Dade City Community
Redevelopment Agency, a public body corporate created pursuant to Part III, Chapter
163, Florida Statutes (the “CRA”) and the City of Dade City, Florida, a municipal
corporation of the State of Florida (the “City”).
WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, the City found conditions of blight existed in certain areas of the City and
designated such area as a Community Redevelopment Area (CRA) pursuant to Section
163.356, Florida Statutes; and
WHEREAS, the City created the CRA pursuant to Part ITI, Chapter 163, Florida Statutes
(the “Redevelopment Act”); and
WHEREAS, the City enacted an ordinance creating a Redevelopment Trust Fund for the
Community Redevelopment Area pursuant to Section 163.387, Florida Statutes, in which
it has each year since it was created, deposited an amount equal to 95% of the difference
between the amount of ad valorem taxes levied by the City in the Community
Redevelopment Area and the amount equal to that which would have been collected in
that area prior to the creation of the Redevelopment Trust Fund (each such amount being
hereinafter referred to as “Statutory Increment Revenues”); and
WHEREAS, Section 163.387(3)(b), Florida Statutes gives the City and the CRA the
authority to establish alternate provisions in an interlocal agreement between the City as a
“taxing authority” and the City as the governing body that created the Community
Redevelopment Agency that supersede the provisions of Section 163.387(1), Florida
Statutes, with respect to the amount of Statutory Increment Revenues paid by that taxing
authority, and the Community Redevelopment Agency may be a party to any such
agreement; and
WHEREAS, a portion of the City’s boundaries are identical to the boundaries of the
CRA, and in which the City levies an ad valorem tax within its boundaries and
