AGREEMENT NO.: 2008-0825

LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF DADE CITY
AND THE WEITZENKORN FAMILY PARTNERSHIP FOR
OVERFLOW PARKING AREA

This Agreement, made and entered into by and between the City of Dade City, a
municipal corporation of the State of Florida, acting by and through its City Commission,
the governing body thereof, hereinafter referred to as the “City”, having a principal address
of 38020 Meridian Avenue, Dade City, Florida 33525, and the Weitzenkorn Family
Partnership, Ltd., a Florida limited partnership with a principal business mailing address
of P.O. Box 1896, Dade City, Florida 33526-1896, hereinafter collectively referred to as
“Weitzenkomn”.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the subject property contains approximately 1.55 acres and is located along the south
side of Church Avenue at its intersection with 8™ Street; and
WHEREAS, the subject property is located in close proximity to existing public parking for the
downtown shopping area and is convenient for use by the “City” for general overflow public parking
and for parking for special events; and
WHEREAS, the “City” desires to lease the subject property from “Weitzenkorn” for occasional and
alternative public parking and other public purposes for both the City of Dade City and the
Community Redevelopment District; and
WHEREAS, the “City” is satisfied that such property is appropriate for such use and is needed for
public purposes.
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing premises and in consideration of the sum of
Ten Dollars and 00/100 ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration to be paid to
“Weitzenkorn” as hereinafter provided, the parties agree as follows:

The “City” shall be entitled to utilize the subject property for overflow public parking and
special event parking during the terms of this Agreement; provided however that no permanent
structures shall be installed or erected without the expressed written consent by “Weitzenkorn™.

The “City” shall maintain liability insurance on the subject property during the terms of
this Agreement covering its use. The “City” further agrees to defend and hold “Weitzenkorn”



harmless from all causes of action which may arise as a result of use or maintenance of the subject
property by or on behalf of the City of Dade City or its Community Redevelopment Agency.

The “City” shall maintain the subject property in a safe and clean condition, and shall
continue to provide regular mowing and other needed or necessary routine maintenance during the
terms of this Agreement.

In addition, the “City” agrees to pay “Weitzenkorn” a yearly fee of One Dollar and
00/100 ($1.00) per year on the 1st of January while this Agreement remains in effect.

It is stipulated that this Agreement is a license for permissive use only and that the use of
the subject property shall not operate to create or to vest any property right in the “City”.

This Agreement shall be for a duration of five (5) terms of twelve (12) months each,
commencing on January 1, 2009 and automatically renewing each year thereafter, unless terminated
as herein provided below.

This Agreement may be terminated by any party upon written notice to the others at least
ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of any annual term, or as otherwise mutually agreed by the
parties.

2008.

All eligible grantees must submit to HUD the
following: (1) substantial amendment to the
annual action plan; (2) an SF-424; and (3)
signed certifications.

NSP grantees develop their own programs and funding priorities. However, NSP
grantees must use at least 25 percent of the funds appropriated for the purchase
and redevelopment of abandoned or foreclosed homes or residential properties
that will be used to house individuals or families whose incomes do not exceed 50
percent of the area median income. In addition, all activities funded by NSP must
benefit low- and moderate-income persons whose income does not exceed 120
percent of area median income. Activities may not qualify under NSP using the
"prevent or eliminate slums and blight" or "address urgent community

development needs" objectives.

Eligible Uses

NSP funds may be used for activities which include, but are not limited to:

e Establish financing mechanisms for purchase and redevelopment of

foreclosed homes and residential properties;
e Purchase and rehabilitate homes and residential properties abandoned or

foreclosed;
e Establish land banks for foreclosed homes;

e Redevelop demolished or vacant properties

Requirements

Each NSP grantee receiving an alllocation of NSP funds must submit an action plan
amendment describing the intended use of funds by December 1, 2008 and all
funds must be used within the statutory deadline of 18 months from receipt of the

funds.

HUD is using the Disaster Recovery Grant Reporting (DRGR) system to monitor
NSP funds and grantees will be required to use DRGR for action plan and
performance report submissions to HUD. Citizen participation will be required
under the NSP, but the citizen comment period for action plans will be limited to

15 days.

PRESTON ALLOCATES NEARLY $4 BILLION TO STABILIZE NEIGHBORHOODS IN
STATES AND LOCAL COMMUNITIES HARD-HIT BY FORECLOSURE
HUD plans housing summit to explain new Neighborhood Stabilization Program

WASHINGTON - U.S. Housing and Urban Development Secretary Steve Preston
today allocated a total of $3.92 billion to all states and particularly hard-hit areas
trying to respond to the effects of high foreclosures. HUD's new Neighborhood
_Stabilization Program (NSP) will provide targeted emergency assistance to state
and local governments to acquire and redevelop foreclosed properties that might
otherwise become sources of abandonment and blight within their communities.

HUD plans to host a national housing summit in Washington, DC on October 7-8,
as well as a series of regional conferences to explain the details of this new
program to governors, mayors, county executives and other State and local
leaders.

"To those areas trying to recover from the effects of foreclosure and declining
property values, help is on the way," said Preston. "Clearly, the intent is to put
this money to work in communities with the highest need and to have a
meaningful impact. Now the real work begins and HUD stands ready to support
these States and communities as they work to stabilize their neighborhoods."

The funding is provided through HUD's Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) Program under the Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008. These
targeted funds will be used to purchase foreclosed homes at a discount and to
rehabilitate or redevelop them in order to respond to rising foreclosures and falling

home values.

State and local governments can use their neighborhood stabilization grants to
acquire land and property; to demolish or rehabilitate abandoned properties;
and/or to offer downpayment and closing cost assistance to low- to moderate-
income homebuyers (household incomes not exceed 120 percent of area median
income). In addition, these grantees can create "land banks" to assemble,
temporarily manage, and dispose of vacant land for the purpose of stabilizing

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neighborhoods and encouraging re-use or redevelopment of urban property.

In determining the allocations announced today, HUD followed Congress's
direction that grants be targeted to areas based on the number/percent of
foreclosures, subprime mortgages and mortgage defaults and delinquencies. HUD
took a data driven approach to this process, relying on numerous data sets from
government agencies and private sources.

HUD also will issue specific rules that will assist communities in the administration
of this new program and to ensure, as Congress directed, that these grant funds
be obligated for specific activities within 18 months. This Congressional timetable
may present challenges to state and local governments undertaking ambitious,
and in some cases unprecedented, acquisition and rehabilitation activities.
Meanwhile, HUD is actively encouraging local governments receiving direct grants
to coordinate with each other, and with their state governments, to make most
effective use of available funds.

The NSP Program also seeks to prevent future foreclosures by requiring housing
counseling for families receiving homebuyer assistance. In addition, the Agency
seeks to protect future homebuyers by requiring States and local grantees to
ensure that new homebuyers under this program obtain a mortgage loan from a
lender who agrees to comply with sound lending practices.

HUD's Methodology for allocating the Supplemental CDBG Appropriation

The Housing and Economic Recovery Act of 2008 calls for allocating funds to
States and local governments with the greatest need, as determined by:

a. "The number and percentage of home foreclosures in each State or unit of

general local government;
b. "The number and percentage of homes financed by a subprime mortgages in

each State or unit of general local government; and
c. "The number and percentage of homes in default or delinquency in each

State or unit of general local government.”
To ensure these funds have the maximum impact possible and are targeted to
States and local communities with the highest needs, HUD analyzed data from
several different sources, including:
e The Mortgage Bankers Association National Delinquency Survey data on the
rate of foreclosure starts in 2007 and 2008 as well as current rates of
subprime loans and loans in default or delinquency at the state-wide level;

e Census Bureau data from 2006 on the number of owner-occupied mortgages
