It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

Currently, the ordinance governing the Police Officers’ Retirement Fund requires the
participation of all police officers as a condition of employment. The Board of Trustees
of the Fund has requested that the City Commission consider adopting an ordinance
allowing the Police Chief the option to not participate in the plan.

ISSUES:

The proposed ordinance allows the Police Chief the option to remain in the City’s
pension plan for police officers or to not participate in the plan. Any ordinance that
amends the plan requires a statement explaining the actuarial impact of the proposed
amendment and must also be submitted to the Division of Retirement prior to the final
public hearing. It is not anticipated that there will be an actuarial impact on the plan
requiring additional funding by the City. As of this date, the City has not received the
actuarial statement and therefore has not been able to submit the ordinance to the
Division, which may mean that the public hearing would have to be continued.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY, AMENDING
THE CITY OF DADE CITY POLICE OFFICERS’ PENSION FUND
AS ADOPTED PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE NO. 2003-0821; AS
SUBSEQUENTLY AMENDED; AMENDING SECTION 2,
MEMBERSHIP; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION;
REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BEIT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DADECITY,
FLORIDA;

SECTION 1: That the City of Dade City Police Officers’ Pension Fund as adopted pursuant
to Ordinance No. 2003-0821, as subsequently amended, is hereby amended by amending Section 2,
Membership, to read as follows:

SE N 2. HIP.

1. Conditions of Eligibility.
All Police Officers as of the Effective Date, and all future new Police Officers, shall

become Members of this System as a condition of employment. Notwithstanding the previous
sentence, the current Police Chief and any future Police Chie on or before the later of six (6
months from the effective date of this ordinance or six (6) months fr. i é loyment as Police
hief, notify the board and the city. in writing, of his election to not be a member of the system.
e event of any such election, he shall be barred from future membership in the system.

2. Designation of Beneficiary.
Each Police Officer shall complete a form prescribed by the Board designating a

Beneficiary or Beneficiaries.

SECTION 2: Specific authority is hereby granted to codify and incorporate this Ordinance
in the existixig Code of Ordinances of the City of Dade City.

SECTION 3: All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith be and the same are

hereby repealed.

SECTION 4: That this Ordinance shall become effective upon its adoption.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

In order for special events to be conducted in the City that utilize State road rights-of-way,
permits must be submitted to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) by the
sponsoring entity. These Request for Temporary Closing/Special Use of State Road applications,
which contain provisions for assumption of responsibility for alternative traffic control and other
provisions, must have the concurrence and endorsement of the City.

ISSUES:
We are submitting an application from the Greater Dade City Chamber of Commerce for the

annual Kumquat Festival to be held on January 31, 2009.

We are also asking for Commission approval to allow Staff, under the direction of the City
Manager and/or the Chief of Police, to temporarily close other City streets, not included in the
permit to FDOT.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Commission may approve, direct changes to or reject this application. It should be noted
that the City accepts oversight activities and responsibility relating to the street closings by
approving these permit applications.

RECOMMENDATION:
It is recommended that the Commission approve the above noted Request for Temporary
Closing/Special Use of State Road permit application for submittal to FDOT.

It is further requested that the Commission allow Staff, under the direction of the City Manager,
to temporarily close other event-associated City streets.

The Permittee, shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Department and all of its officers, agents, and employees from any

claim, loss, damage, cost, charge, or expense arising out of any acts, actions, neglect, or omission by the Permitiee, its agents,

employees, or subcontractors during the performance of the Contract, whether direct or indirect, and whether to any person or

property to which the Department or said parties may be subject, except that neither the Permittee nor any of its subcontractors will

be liable under this Article for damages arising out of the injury or damage to persons or property directly caused or resulting from
the SOLE negligence of the Department or any of its officers, agents or employees.

Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and pay for the defense or at the Department's option, to participate and associate with
tha Department in the defense and trial of any damage cfaim or suit and any related settlement negotiations, shall be triggered by the
Department's notice of claim for indemnification to Contractor. Contractor's inability to evaluate liability or its evaluation of liability
shall not excuse Contractor's duty to defend and indemnify within seven days after such notice by the Department is given by
registered mail. Only an adjudication or judgment after highest appeal is exhausted specifically finding the Department SOLELY
negfigent shall excuse performance of this provision by Contractor. Contractor shall pay all costs and fees refated to this obligation
and its enforcement by the Department. Department’s failure to notify Contractor of a claim shall not release Contractor of the above
duty to defend.

It is understood and agreed that the rights and privileges herein set out are granted only to the extent of the State's right, title, and interest in
the land to be entered upon and used by the Permittee, and the Permittee will, at all times, assume all risk of and indemnify, defend and save
harmless the State of Florida and the Department from and against any and all loss, damage, cost, or expense arising in any manner on
account of the exercise or attempted exercises by said Permittee of the aforesaid rights and privileges.

During the event, all safety regulations of the Department shall be observed and the holder must take measures, including placing and display
of safety devices, that may be necessary in order to safely conduct the public through the project area in accordance with the Federal Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), as amended, and the Department's latest Roadway and Traffic Design Standards.

" In case of non-oompfianme with the Department's requirements in effect as of the approved date of this pemit, this permit is void and the facility
will have to be brought into compliance or removed from the R/W at no cost to the Department.
