It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Sections 106-31 through 106-93 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances regulate the
licensing, insurance requirements, accident reporting, driver investigation, rates, signage,
and zones of operation for taxicabs within the City limits. Similarly, Sections 106-121
through 106-136 of the Dade City Code regulates the rates, records, equipment, and hours
of operation for vehicle wrecker services.

ISSUES:

Section 125.0103, Florida Statutes, states that no municipality may adopt or maintain in
effect an ordinance which has the effect of imposing price controls upon a lawful
business activity which is not franchised by, owned by, or under contract with, the
governmental agency. Consequently, the above-referenced ordinances are invalid as this
area is pre-empted to the state. Repeal of these ordinances will have no effect on the
City’s ability to charge a business tax/occupational license if applicable.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the adoption of the attached ordinance and authorize the mayor to
execute same; or

2. Do not adopt the attached ordinance; or

3. Direct staff to take some alternative action.

WHEREAS, since the City’s ordinances impose price controls, they are in conflict with
the state statute and must be repealed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1. Ordinance R ed.

Sections 106-31 through 106-136 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances are hereby
repealed in their entirety.

SECTION 2. Severability.
In the event that any section or provision of this Ordinance or any portion thereof, any
paragraph, sentence or word is declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid,

such a decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder hereof as a whole or part
thereof other than the part declared to be invalid.

BACKGROUND:

Sections 18-2; 18-3 and 18-5 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances regulate the keeping
of exotic and captive wild animals within City limits.

ISSUES:

Chapter 372, Florida Statutes, and Article IV, Section 9 of the Florida Constitution
specifically grant to the Florida Wildlife Commission the exclusive right to regulate the
possession of exotic and captive wild animals. Since the City’s existing ordinances

regulate the possession of exotic and captive wild animals, they are in conflict with the
state statute and must be repealed.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the adoption of the attached ordinance and authorize the mayor to
execute same; or

2. Do not adopt the attached ordinance; or

3. Direct staff to take some alternative action.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On September 26, 2008, the structures located at 14530 6™ Street and 14741 5™ Street were demolished at
the direction of the City. Pursuant to Chapter 22 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances, the Building
Official determined on June 20 and June 25, 2008, respectively, that the structures were unsafe and met
the criteria for demolition. A Final Order to Demolish was posted on the structures and mailed to all
interested parties on July 9 and July 14, 2008, respectively. The owner of the first property did not object
to the demolition. Morris Peavey, Jr., owner of the second structure, filed an appeal of the Notice of
Unsafe Structure which appeal was heard by the City Commission on September 9, 2008. Following that
public hearing, the City Commission denied the appeal and approved the demolition of the structure.

ISSUES:
At this time, it is necessary to adopt the attached resolutions in order to place the above-referenced liens
on the subject properties. The liens will be recorded in the Official Records of Pasco County, Florida.
The liens represent costs expended by the City for the benefit of the properties and the surrounding
neighborhood. The liens will accrue interest at eight percent per annum from the date the liens are
recorded.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the attached lien resolutions, authorize the Mayor’s execution of same, and authorize
staff to record the liens in the Official Public Records.

2. Do not approve the attached lien resolutions and absorb the costs of the demolitions into the
City’s budget.
