It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

The Pasco-Hernando Community College District Board of Trustees has recently filed a
petition for annexation of an additional 20 acres of property along the north side of
Blanton Road to be developed as part of the existing campus. Specifically, the subject
property will contain the existing welding instructional lab and will be primarily used as
an additional entryway.

ISSUES:

Chapter 171, Florida Statutes, requires certain characteristics to be present before land
may be annexed by a municipality. The subject property meets all criteria as the west
side of the parcel is directly contiguous with existing City boundaries. The property is

also reasonably compact, not part of any other municipality, and will not create an
enclave.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve adoption of the attached Ordinance and authorize the mayor to execute
same.

2. Do not approve adoption of the attached Ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, ANNEXING
ADDITIONAL TERRITORY TO BE INCLUDED WITHIN
THE BOUNDARIES OF SAID CITY PURSUANT TO THE
REQUEST OF THE OWNERS OF SUCH LANDS AND IN
ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 171.044, FLORIDA
STATUTES, AS AMENDED. (PHCC PARCEL).

WHEREAS, the District Board of Trustees of Pasco-Hernando Community College, is the
present owner of the land hereinafier described in Section 1 below, and has requested and
consented to the annexation by the City of Dade City of the land herein described in Section 1
below; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by Chapter 171, Florida Statutes, to annex contiguous and
infill areas, and to extend the City limits upon receipt of written consent of the land owner,
together with the approval of the City Commission after notice and public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission has reviewed and evaluated the application submitted, and has
determined that the annexation of said land into the City is in the public interest and is consistent
with the City’s Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City
of Dade City, Florida, as follows:

SECTION 1: The following described land, lying and being situate in Pasco County, Florida,
to-wit:

COMMENCE AT THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF THE SOUTHWEST % OF
SECTION 21, TOWNSHIP 24 SOUTH, RANGE 21 EAST, THENCE NORTH O

700.00 FEET. THENCE WEST 1318.80 FEET TO A POINT 718.50 FEET NORTH OF

municipal corporation.

SECTION 2: Said land is contiguous to or is infill of the present City limits of the City of Dade
City. Said land is now unincorporated and lies in the same County as said City, and when
annexed would form a compact addition to the incorporated territory of said City. That the
owner of said land contained in said area to be annexed has given written consent to have such

annexation for said area.

SECTION 3: The City of Dade City, Florida, is authorized by the legislature of the State of
Florida, pursuant to Section 171.044, Florida Statutes, and pursuant to the Charter of the City of
Dade City, to annex contiguous and infill areas and to extend the City limits or territorial
boundaries upon receipt of a written consent of all owners of land contained in the area to be
annexed, together with the approval of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, of said
annexation duly expressed by Ordinance.

SECTION 4: It is the intention of the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida to
annex the above-described land to the City within its territorial limits and the boundary lines of
said City are hereby redefined and extended so as to include said area of land within its territorial
limits upon the final passage of this Ordinance.

SECTION §&: This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation for two
(2) consecutive weeks, and proof of publication of this Ordinance shall be filed herein.

SECTION 6: Upon the filing of the Proof of Publication and final adoption of this Ordinance, a
copy of same shall be filed with the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Pasco County, Florida, and a
copy will be forwarded to the Department of State, Tallahassee, Florida.

Date: January 23, 2009

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

On January 10, 2006, the City Commission approved the PUD rezoning of the proposed
residential subdivision located just north of State Road 52 on Happy Hill Road. The
developer of the property is JES Properties. Since that time, the developer has submitted
and received approval from the Development Review Committee of both preliminary and
construction plans for Phase I of the subdivision. In addition, a utility service agreement
was approved for this project by the Commission on July 24, 2007 but has not yet been
executed by the developer. Phase I includes 51 multi-family condominium units and 206
single family homes. On July 18, 2007, JES Properties submitted a subdivision plat for
Summit View, Phase I for review and final approval by the City. This submittal was later
withdrawn by the developer. On December 23, 2008, the developer resubmitted a request
for platting of Phase I of the subdivision. On February 4, 2009, the Dade City Planning
Commission met and recommended the Commission’s approval of this plat.

ISSUES:

Pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 177, Florida Statutes and Section 6.08 of the City’s

Subdivision Ordinance, plats must be reviewed for general, technical, statutory and
conditional content and accuracy. Plats are reviewed and compared with applicable
development review conditions, rezoning conditions, Southwest Florida Water
Management District conditions and requirements set forth in Chapter 177, Florida
Statues. In addition, the required boundary survey submitted with the plat must conform
to Section 61G17-6, Florida Administrative Code (Minimum Technical Standards). At
this time, the attached plat has been reviewed and found to be in compliance with the
above references by staff, the Planning Commission and Bobby Simmons, P.S., the
City’s plat review surveyor. Pursuant to Section 6.085 of the City’s Subdivision
Ordinance, if the final plat meets all of the above requirements, the governing body shall
approve the plat and indicate its approval on each copy by signature of the mayor.



ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve the Plat of Summit View, Phase I and authorize the mayor’s signature of
same.

2. Find that the requirements of Chapter 177, Florida Statutes, Section 6.08 of the
Subdivision Ordinance or some other technical requirements have not been met or
satisfied. Specific findings must be made in writing.

RECOMMENDATION:
This office recommends Alternative No. 1 above.

It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, in order to “expand” an existing Community
Redevelopment Area, the Redevelopment Advisory Committee (RAC) must consider the
expansion and recommend same to the Community Redevelopment Agency. The CRA
then shall consider the expansion and, if they vote to proceed with a proposed
“expansion”, they must forward the details of the “expansion” in writing to all the area
taxing authorities. Pasco County then has 30 days to consider the proposal. As you may
recall, the CRA voted in July 2008 to recommend the “expansion. In fact, the
“expansion” will actually be considered a second, distinct and separate redevelopment -
district by the State of Florida. On August 8, 2008, certified letters were mailed to the
appropriate representatives from Pasco County and the School Board indicating our
desire to move forward with the “expansion”. All mailings were received and “green”
cards returned. No response whatsoever was received from the School Board. Although
City staff received some emailed questions from the County OMB office, no written
objection or approval was ever received from the County. Pursuant to Chapter 163, then,
if the County does not timely object, the City Commission must adopt a resolution setting
forth a finding of necessity for the “expansion” following a public hearing.

ISSUES:

For the past several months, the RAC has been considering a proposal to “expand” the
existing Communittz' Redevelopment Area south to east Coleman Avenue, west to 4%
Street and east to 8" Street. A map depicting the proposed area has been attached hereto
for your reference. Also attached is a resolution previously approved by the RAC finding
that additional area meeting the requirements of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes exists,
setting forth findings of necessity, and recommending approval of the new area. Finally,
the CRA has also recommended approval of the attached resolution creating
Redevelopment Area No. 2. At this time, should the City Commission wish to move



forward with the new redevelopment area, a public hearing must be scheduled for final
consideration of this matter.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Approve proceeding with creation of a new redevelopment area and authorize
staff to advertise the attached resolution and maps for the appropriate public
hearing; or

2. Do not continue forward with the creation of a new redevelopment area and take
no further action; or

3. Delay action on this matter; or
4. Direct staff to take some alternative action.
RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends Alternative 1 above.

Funding for the advertisement of this matter in the amount of approximately $300.00 has
