It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, in order to “expand” an existing Community
Redevelopment Area, the Redevelopment Advisory Committee (RAC) must consider the
expansion and recommend same to the Community Redevelopment Agency. The CRA
then shall consider the expansion and, if they vote to proceed with a proposed
“expansion”, they must forward the details of the “expansion” in writing to all the area
taxing authorities. Pasco County then has 30 days to consider the proposal. As you may
recall, the CRA voted in July 2008 to recommend the “expansion” In fact, the
“expansion” will actually be considered a second, distinct and separate redevelopment
district by the State of Florida. On August 8, 2008, certified letters were mailed to the
appropriate representatives from Pasco County and the School Board indicating our
desire to move forward with the “expansion”. All mailings were received and “green”
cards returned. No response whatsoever was received from the School Board. Although
City staff received some emailed questions from the County OMB office, no written
objection or approval was ever received from the County. Pursuant to Chapter 163, then,
if the County does not timely object, the City Commission must adopt a resolution setting
forth a finding of necessity for the “expansion” following a public hearing.

ISSUES:

For the past several months, the RAC has been considering a proposal to “expand” the
existing Community Redevelopment Area south to east Coleman Avenue, east to 4™
Street and west to 8™ Street. A map depicting the proposed area has been attached hereto
for your reference. Also attached is a resolution previously approved by the RAC finding
that additional area meeting the requirements of Chapter 163, Florida Statutes exists,
setting forth findings of necessity, and recommending approval of the new area. Finally,
the CRA has also recommended approval of the attached resolution creating
Redevelopment Area No. 2.



ALTERNATIVES:

1. Following a public hearing, adopt the attached ordinance creating a new
redevelopment area and authorize the mayor to execute same; or

2. Do adopt the attached resolution and take no further action; or
3. Delay action on this matter; or
4. Direct staff to take some alternative action.
RECOMMENDATION:
Staff recommends Alternative 1 above.

A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
DADE CITY, FLORIDA FINDING THAT ADDITIONAL AREAS
MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF CHAPTER 163, PART III,
FLORIDA STATUTES, EXIST IN THE CITY; SETTING FORTH
FINDINGS PURSUANT TO SECTION 163355, FLORIDA
STATUTES THAT CREATION OF COMMUNITY
REDEVELOPMENT AREA NO. 2 IS NECESSARY FOR THE
REDEVELOPMENT AND REHABILITATION OF THE NEW
AREA; DESCRIBING THE BOUNDARIES OF THE NEW AREA;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the State of Florida has enacted into law certain provisions set forth as the
Community Redevelopment Act of 1969 found in Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statues,
which provisions are designed to assist local government’s community redevelopment
efforts; and

WHEREAS, on February 13, 1996, the City Commission found a need for the creation of
a Community Redevelopment Agency and, following the appropriate public hearing,
established the Agency and the associated district; and

WHEREAS, the Dade City Redevelopment Advisory Committee has recently studied
conditions in Dade City and determined that additional areas exist within the City that
meet the definitions and requirements found in Sections 163.340 and 163.355, Florida
Statutes; and

WHEREAS, conditions in this area also impair sound growth and the preservation of the
tax base; and

WHEREAS, the Dade City Redevelopment Advisory Committee has held several public
meetings and presented a recommendation of a new redevelopment area to the
Community Redevelopment Agency; and

WHEREAS, both the taxing districts of Pasco County and the Pasco County School
Board were notified on August 8, 2008 by certified mail of the proposed new
redevelopment area. Neither taxing authority has filed any objection as required by
Chapter 163, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, on February 10, 2009, the Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA)
voted to recommend approval of the new redevelopment area to the City Commission.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the City of Dade City, Florida as follows:



SECTION 1. That the City Commission of the City of Dade City, Florida accepts the
recommendations of the Redevelopment Advisory Committee regarding the new
redevelopment area, and adopts its recommendation as its Finding of Necessity pursuant
to Section 163.355, Florida Statutes. The City Commission also accepts the
recommendation of approval of the proposed area by the CRA on February 10, 2009.

SECTION 2. That the City Commission does hereby establish a new redevelopment
district as a second, separate and distinct Community Redevelopment Area as depicted on
Exhibit A and legally described on Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein (the
“Redevelopment District No. 2”).

SECTION 3. That, following a public hearing, the City Commission finds that the
redevelopment, conservation, and redevelopment of Redevelopment District No. 2 is
necessary in the interest of the public health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the

City.

SECTION 4. That this resolution shall become effective as provided in the City Charter.

BACKGROUND:
At the last City Commission meeting, the Wastewater Facilities Plan was adopted by the
Commission. As a result of that study, a new water & sewer rate structure was designed
to both provide the necessary capital to fund the rehabilitation and expansion of the
system, and also provide adequate funding for the ongoing operational cost of the system.
ISSUES:
The design of the rate structure is based on the Phase 1A Projects only, as included in the
Facilities Plan. In addition this new rate structure continues to encourage conservation.
A 25% surcharge was included for services provided outside City Limits.

ORDINANCE NO.: 2009-02

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
DADE CITY, FLORIDA AMENDING SECTIONS OF CHAPTER 98 OF
THE DADE CITY CODE OF ORDINANCES TO CHANGE RATES AND
CHARGES FOR WATER AND WASTEWATER SERVICE; PROVIDING
FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION; AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City operates a water and wastewater utility system, both inside the City and in
part of unincorporated Pasco County outside the City; and

WHEREAS, in 2008 the City completed a comprehensive evaluation of the City’s water and
wastewater infrastructure; and v

WHEREAS, the water and wastewater studies noted that the City’s water and wastewater
systems are in need of significant upgrades, which are driven by regulatory requirements, aging
infrastructure, and pipe conditions; and

WHEREAS, the City has created a Comprehensive Water and Wastewater Improvement Plan for
the next twenty years to improve the City’s water and wastewater systems; and

WHEREAS, sufficient revenues through user fee charges should be generated to pay for the cost
of operations, capital outlay, infrastructure improvements and debt service of the City’s water
and wastewater systems; and

WHEREAS, the City finds that the cost of expansion of the utility system caused by new growth
should not be paid for by existing customers.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the City Commission of the City
of Dade City, Florida as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 98-48(a) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read
as follows:

(a) Rates. All users of water service shall pay a monthly service charge based on meter size. In
addition, a gallonage rate based on consumption is added to this monthly rate.

Section 98-48(b)(3) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to
read as follows:

A $60.00 deposit is required for owners and/or landlords of rental units who wish to have
temporary service for cleaning or maintenance. Only one such deposit shall be required for each
owner and/or landlord regardless of the number of rental units owned or managed; however, no
more than three accounts may be active at one time under one deposit. A $500.00 deposit is
required to establish an account for the temporary use of a hydrant meter.

SECTION 3. Section 98-48(c) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read
as follows:



(c) Bulk water. Bulk water may be picked up at the city standpipes at a rate of $2.25 per
thousand gallons, with minimum monthly billing of $2.25.

SECTION 4. Section 98-49(a) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read
as follows:

(a) Connection Charges. Each customer for water service shall apply for service. All
connection charges are due and payable prior to a connection to the city water system. A
connection charge to provide and install the service line, water tap, meter and backflow preventer
is as follows:

SECTION 5. Section 98-49(b)(2) of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to
read as follows:

(2) Based on various customer and usage statistics, utility norms and engineering judgment, it is
estimated that one equivalent residential unit for the water system has a capacity of
approximately 350 gallons per day. The obligation for payment of such fee shall be payable
prior to the time a building permit is issued. The following development charges vary depending
on meter size requested, based on a minimum equivalent units per meter size (AWWA
Equivalency Table which serves as a basis to relate all meter sizes to a five-eighths-inch meter).

SECTION 6. Section 98-50 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as
follows:



A $350.00 water development charge shall be assessed to mobile homes, modular homes or
recreational vehicles located in a park. The city commission, upon recommendation and with
advice from city staff, has the discretionary authority to request that the appropriate development
fee for mobile homes, modular homes, or recreational vehicles located in a park be assessed at a
different rate, based upon actual historical data, when available, or such other data as may be
determined by the city engineer to be appropriate or applicable. All other connection fees shall
be assessed according to those rates established in this article. Mobile homes, modular homes or
recreational vehicles located outside of a park and on individual lots will be assessed as single-
family units.

SECTION 7. Section 98-94 of the Dade City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as
follows:

(a) Monthly rates for wastewater service. The monthly rates for wastewater service shall be
based upon a basic charge related to meter size. In addition a gallonage rate in accordance with
the metered water utilized during the billing period is added to this basic charge.
