It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendation(s):

BACKGROUND:

Chapter 163, Florida Statutes requires the City Commission sitting as the Local Land
Planning Agency and the City Commission to conduct public hearings for consideration
and transmittal of the proposed Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR) based
amendments. The Department of Community Affairs (DCA) along with other state and
regional agencies will review the EAR-based amendments and will provide comments
within the next sixty (60) days.

ISSUES:
The attached EAR-based amendments are drafted to address changes proposed in the

previously adopted EAR. A final public hearing must be held to receive comments from
the public on the proposed changes and to transmit same.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. Hold a public hearing, approve the transmittal of the proposed EAR-based
amendments, and authorize the mayor’s signature of the transmittal resolution;

2. Do not approve the transmittal of the EAR-based amendments and risk violation
of state statutory requirements; or

3. Direct staff to take some other action.

RECOMMENDATION:

WHEREAS, following the public hearings on October, 2007, the City Commission
approved the transmittal of the EAR-based amendments to the State Land Planning
Agency and other agencies pursuant to Section 163.3191, Florida Statutes, for informal
comments; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Commission of the City of Dade
City, Florida in regular session duly assembled that the City Commission hereby
approves the transmittal of the proposed EAR-based amendments attached hereto as
“Exhibit A” and incorporated herein by reference. The City Commission hereby further
resolves and directs the Community Development Director to transmit the EAR-based
amendments to the State Land Planning Agency and certain other agencies in accordance
with Section 163.3191, Florida Statutes, and applicable administrative rules.
