Subject: 7™ Street Streetlighting Project

BACKGROUND

Dade City has worked with TECO for over four years on a project to replace streetlights
along the 7" Street CRA area — from Howard Avenue through Whitehouse Avenue —
with updated lights and poles incorporating underground electric service. On February
19, 2008, Dade City Redevelopment Advisory Committee (RAC) voted to proceed with
the 7™ Street Streetlighting project with TECO, using the “Classic” fixture and “Franklin”
pole.

City Manager Billy Poe and I recently met with Jimmy Adcock, Regional Manager for
TECO. They have located a stock of Classic fixtures and can begin work on the
streetlight project in February.

Attached is a letter signed by Mr. Poe which follows a draft supplied by TECO, as well
as their “Outdoor Lighting Proposal” which summarizes the project. It authorizes TECO
to proceed with installation of 84 lights and poles and requires submittal of a check for
“Cost In Aid of Construction” (CIAC), currently estimated at $77,000, by the end of
January 2010.

RECOMMENDATION

It is requested that the CRA approve submittal of the letter to TECO, as well processing
of the CIAC check for $77,000.

COMMENTS
A proposal will be requested from TECO to extend lights the additional four blocks of 7™

Street covered by CRA #2, as well as the additional three blocks to the intersection with
the 98 Bypass, which would be funded by the City.
